AND PACKING.

Charles D. iShirley, who assisted R.

N. Welch in marketing the carload of

Bitter Root apples recently shipped

from the Bitter Root to eastern mar-

kets, has returned home and visited

with friends here yesterday. He

talked interestingly concerning the

market conditions in the east and his

observations, but added to the oft-re-

peated cry that there is always a de-

mand for and a fair price awaiting

properly packed apples of the recog-
naied varieties.

"We took the train of nine cars di-

rect to C'hicago," said Mr. Shirley,

"and friom there diverted shipments to

Cincinnati, (Columbus and Cleveland.
At the first mentioned city we fount

a special demand for Rome Beauty

apples. This is a big distributing

point for the south. perhaps half the

fruit handled here is sold at the hig

anctions. Otne day I saw 1S carloads

of appl).s auetit ned iff in two hours.

"'We found considerable eastern
fruit in harrels and bIulk here, but

practically nothing boxed. This was

genrally inferior in color and appear-

anee to our western varieties, due inl

a great mesaure, to careless handling

and packing. Much of this eastern

fruit is diseased, there seeming to be

no regulation observed for fungus or

insect pests.
"The market conditions were about

the same in Columbus and Cleveland

except that New York appltles were

foullnd inll ore abuindance there. Prices

rang, ,1 frml $1.35 to $1.5 Iper box, de-
liverede.There was a gotd detmand for

extra fancy apples, a fair demand for

fancy stock. Ibu

Assistant Secretary Winthrop of the
navy department let it be known that l
the department did not approve their
summary removal.

Today Admiral Doyle indignantly
denied that a goat had butted him.
He announced that he ordered the re-
moval of the pets because medical of-
fleers thought they might have some-
thing to do with cerebro-spinal men-
ingitis and measles at the marine bar-
racks. The admiral further an-
nounced that when the danger of in-
fection was past the mascots would I
be permitted to return.

"WThiskers," the belligerent billy goat
of the battleship Now Hampshire,
butted Rear Admiral Doyle on boartl!
the ship off Norfolk, Va., recently, heo
also butted that officer into an In-
vestigatlion at the hands of the navy
department. While suffering from
wounded feelings and sundry contu-
sions, the admiral ordered all pets
and mIascots from off the war vessels
under his jurisdiction. The depart-
ment now wants an official report of
the order andl the reasons therefor
from Admiral Doyle, who is conm-
manding at the Norfolk navy yard.

It is said the
princesses desire the entire Con'go es-
tate of lIeopold, amoutlting to about

QUARANTINE AGAINST TOWN.

Cairo, Ill., Jan. 11.-Gales, Ill., 30
miles north of here, the center of an
epidenlic of cerebro spinal meningitis,
has been isolated by the surrounding
country. Cape Girardeau, Mo., and
Thebes, McClure and Mounds, Ill., have
drawn quarantine lines which none is
allowed to pass. Iteports from the af-
fected district state that many people
ale in a deplorable condition and lack
nany of the necessaries of life. Pro-

vhions are being sent from Cairo and
McClure.

While those in the courtroom ap-
plauded, Eddie broke into tears and
almost collapsed. HIis wife, \vho was in
almost constant attendance at, the trial,
received the verdict dispassionately,
but her mother, Mrs. Parks, became
hysterical.

As city prosecutor, Eddie gained
much prominence because of his dras-
tic measures fur the enforcement of
ordinances dealing with public morals,
a number of which were drafted by
him. -

OLD MAN CARRIES MONEY FROM

.BANK IN':NIi YORK AND
SHOOTING ,FOLLOWS.

New York, Jan. 11.--A squad of de-
tectives halted a trap for highwaymen
today with a 60-year-old bank mes-
senger and a satchel containing $3,400.
The highwaymen took the bait. One
was shot and may die, the messenger
wn. beaten senseless and probably has
a fractured skull and a pitched battle
with bullets peppering houses like
hail was fought on the east side.

One of the highwaymen escaped,
the other was captured.

The messenger, Peter E. Plunkett,
left the Union Exchange National
bank, where he had been employed
for 10 years, with his satchel in hishand and a crgwd of detectives talil-

ing him. Within the satchel were
currency and silver for the weekly

payyrolls of two factories. The de-
tectives were disgulshed as laborers
to avert suspicion.

As Plunkett stepped into the dark-
cncd hallway of one of the factories,
two men sprang up fronm nowhere be-
side him. One of the nen crumpled
him up, senseless, on the flagging be-
fore he could cry out. The assail-
ants used a blackjack. The. other
highwayman grabbed the satchel and
both darted away.

The factory had not been apprisedof the plan and detained one of the
detectives who had gone ahead of the.

messenger. While he was explain-ing, the highwaymen were making off.

The detective started in tursuit,
caught one of the assailants and rolled
to the cobblestones with him. Mean-
time the detectives in the rear of
'lunkett, not expecting so qtuick a

denouement, began blazing away with
their pistols at the other fleeing high-
wayman,

The thief fired as he fled and keep-
ing the pack at his heels, darted downa. side street, through traffic into a

hallway, out a back door, over fences,
back into the street and disappeared,
leaving behind a bullet-pierced over-
coat. The satchel dropped in his
flight was found intact 10 feet from
the factory doorway.

One of the fugitive's bullets founda mark in James A. Watson, a de-
tective, entered his back and passed
nearly through his body. It is said
he cannot recover.

The msan who was tripped to thecobblestones said :,I~ was Frank
Moran, 19 years old,! a packer. He

was held without bail. Plunkett was
taken to a hospital.

MOSLEMS SLAUGHTER
WOMENA CHILDOREN

Athens, Kreece, Jai. 11.-Moslems
today massacred 30 women and chil..
dren. and pillaged and burned 120
houses in the village of Koramisza,
in the Turkish provi'tca of Epirus, a
short distance from the Greek fron-
tier.

The victims were driven out of their
flaming houses and towrt refuge in a
cavern. They were tpuraued by the
Meslems, who first tortured and then
slaughtered them.

In the villages of .ttortopla and NI-
pero, in the same reg!an, a number of
notables were massacred and nainy
nouses burned.

1TOCASTR
VENEZUELAN 'DISTURSER IS 'RE-

TURNED TO ELLIS ISLAND

PENDING INQUIRY.

New York, Jan. 11.-The writ of
habeas corpus In the case of Cipriano
Castro, former president of Venezuela,
was dismissed by Judge Holt in the
United States district court today.

In dismissing the writ, Judge Holt
ruled that Castro should not be al-
lowed to enter the country under bond
pending a decision of the boardi He

therefore will remain on Ellis island.
This sustains the contention of

the government, as argued in court
yesterday by United States District
Attorney Wise, that the federal courts
should not interfere in the case until
the board of inquiry at Ellis Island
shall have passed on Castro's right to
enter this country.

Will Proceed.
Washington, Jan. 11.-The immigra-

tion officials when they heard of
Judge Holt's decision said they ptiob-
ably would proceed to determinte Cas-
tro's eligibility to entry to the United
States under the immigration law.
The decision of the New York immi-
gration inspectors will be reviewed
personally by Secretary Nagel.

IN OREGON

INSTANCES CITED OF HARDSHIPS

WORKED ON SETTLERS

F'ROM THE EAST.

Portland, Ore., Jan. 11.-Ending as
I' hogan, with a condemnation of the
Carey act, the second annual meeting
of the Oregon Irrigation congress con-
cluded' late today with adpotion of
revolutions and election of officers.

Although the congress indorsed a
western man for secretary of the in-
terior, urged construction of good
roa.I?, complimented the forest service
and expressed opinion on other sub-
jects, the main theme of the resolu-
tions adoted was what the Carey act
had failed to do.

"Unsatisfactorily and unjustly" is
declared to be the operation of that
law. The desert land board of the
state is urged to prevent the opening
for settlement of any Carey 'project
until water is turned on. Those Carey
projects which are uncompleted, al-
though settlers have been induced to
go upon them, should be completed by
the state, it being asserted that the
state, because of laxity in permittnpg
exaggerated deseritions to be circu-
lated has been partly the cause of the
settling of the land.
In asking that a western mane be

designated by President-elect Wilson
as secretary of the interior, the eio-
gress mentioned no names.

William Hanley of Burns was elected
president and J. T. Hinkle of Hermis-
ton, secretary-treasurer.

ACTOR COMMITS SUICIDE.

New York, Jan. 11.--Sldney Bar-
rington, once widely known as an
actor, was found dead from gas
asphyxiation in his room today, the
unlighted jet turned on full. He left
a lettex "to be opened in case of ac-
cident" which showed that he had
been grieving over the death of his
wife in San Francisco a year ago and
asked that Mrs. S. Bishop of Hamp-
ton Court, San Francisco, or his 12-
year-old-son, Sidney, at the same ad-
dress, be. notified.

navy and diplomatic appointments.

The deadlock between' the democrats
and republicans is expected" to con-
tinue over the majority of the 1,300
nominations norwpending. The demo-
cratic caucus provided that the demo-
crats should adhere.b the plan
adopted until further action by the
caucus, a suggestion minadi by Senator'
Gore. The fight in the senate prob-
ably will be renewed early next week
to determine the length' to which both
parties will go in the 'struggle.
