The contest may be prosecuted by

the opposing candidate or by any

voter. The -proceeedure is simple. A

form of (omplaint is incorporalted ill

tile act itself and contest casies are

given precedence on the court catl-
endar.

The Penalty.

In addition to the above, 'anch vio-

lation of the act is constituted cor-

rupt practice and is made a ptental

offense punishable by imprisonment

for one year and by fine of $5O,il0.

But the thing which makes the law

self-enforcing without tihe aid of a

reluctant county attorney is the plro-

vision placing in the hands of tihe oip-
posing candidate and his friends an

easy method of procuring the office ,by
civil action frlm n winl' vho has hli-
tained it by violating the law.

ALBERTON MEXICAN.
TERRORIZES

MAN FROM MEXICO RUNS AMUCK

AND IS QUICKLY TAKEN'

IN BY CONSTABLE.

Alberton, the first division point on
the Milwaukee west of Missoula, was
the acene of the opening battle of a
near-Mexico-American war yesterday.
John Mata of Mexico was one of the
principals and the only one that was
full of fight.

Constable Burly Sizemore quickly
put the quietus on the pending battle
and brought Mata to the county jail
here yesterday afternoon.

The constable and several friends
were in a store in Alberton, discussing
the Mexican situation, when Mata
stepped up and announced that he
used to be an American soldier. The
constable asked him if he (dk not mean
that he used to be a Mexican soldier.'
Then Mata announced that he had
been a soldier for four year. Size-
more and his friends smiled an indul-
gent smile. However, before the smile
on the constable's face was fully
formed, he heard warning cries from
his friends to "Look out for the knife."

Sizemore reached over the counter
and seized the revolver that he knew
to be there. He brought it into pIlay
and stopped the onrushing Mexican
and the drawn knife just a few inches
from his body. Hie disarmed Mata
and placed him under arrest.

Before coming to Missoula Mata
asked the privilege of going to his
bunk an getting some things to bring
here with him. The constable granted
the request. Mata went Into his shack
and came out with his blankets and
enough food to last him a week. When
asked what he was going to do with
these he-replied that he had heard that
Sheriff Kelley was a "mean" man and
would not feed the prisoners or give
them a bed or blankets to sleep in.
No amount of argument could per-
suade him to leave the things at home.
They were placed on deposit at he
county jail.

In telling of the affair, ('onstable
Sizemore said that the men in the
roundhouse had been "joshing" Mata,
and after he had had a few drinks he
thought that everyone who smiled in
his direction was laughing at him. He
seemed to the constable to be partially
deranged.

SOCIALIST NOTES

If anyone really cares to know how

socialists regard religion, he should
have been at last Sunday's local, when
the Rev. WVakeham lectured on "Chris-
tianity and Socialism."

Gatley,
who was in the audience, and who
came 'to the defense of his brothier
clergymnen. His remarks were receivedl
with applause from most of those
present, and an Invitation was ex-
tended to him to give a ta'k to the
local at the earliest possible date, on
any subjtect he cares ti discuss.

The truth of the matter is, the so-
cialist party is composied of men and
w\omen of many faiths, andt of none.
There are Buddhist socialists in the
legislative bodies of hina, Mahometan
socialists in the Turkish parliament,
and relprcscntatives of tither religions
in the ruling bodies of all civilized
nations. The socialist party is a po-
lltical party, and as.$uch does not de-
nland that its menmbership shall be of
any one faith. If it did, it could never
he truly international. The socialist
party confines its efforts to improv-
ing conditions for all humanity here
and now, and not concerning itself
about a slcculative future-the clergy
call attend 'to that.

A committee was aplpointed by the
local to draft resolutions emphatically
protesting against the Inhuman con-
ditions wvhLeh have prevailed for
lonths past, and are now maintained

in the coal mines of West Virginia,
these resolutions to be sent to the
governor of West Virginia.

It is time that our people should
see the vital necess!ty of preserving
to all citizens what few rights are
given them by the constitution, for if
these are abrogated in dealing with
striking miners today, they may be
ignored when progressives offend our
ruling class 'tomorrow, as they surely
will, if they are true to their name.

Where do we find the truest chiv-
airy? Certainly not in the so-called
upper class, where students act as
scahs and volunteer thugs during
strik'es and attempt 'to break up suf-
frage meetings; gentlemen (?) insult
women paraders on 'the streets of our
national capital, and protest against
Ie.tter conditions for wotrking women,
as did those young club men of Mon-
tana recently, to their everlasting
shame. The hope of women-the chiv-
alry which is genuine-is found in the
ranks of 'the workers, as has been re-
peatedly proven. The latest instance
recorded Is that of the dock workers
of Glasgow, Scotland, who came so
valiantly to the rescue of the suffra-
gettes and gave, it is hoped, a salu-
tary 'lesson in good manners to the
hoodlum students who attempted to
break up the meeting.

It is one of society's most pitiable
victims who has dared to tell the
truth about the forces which have

made her what she is, and about those
