SOLDIERS ON GUARD TO PRE-

DEMONSTRATIONS.

Vienna, May 3.-While it is offi-
cially declared that the international
situation practically is without change,
alarm has been aroused by the proc-
lamation of a minor state of siege in
Bosnia and Herzegovina. This was
rdgarded as an indication that Aus-
tria is preparing for military opera-
tions fb restore order in Bosnia. As

Russia's Stand.
Frankfort-on-the-Main, Germany,

May 3.-Russia will not regard Aus-
trian or Austro-Italian intervention in
Albania as a cause for war, according
to a dispatch from St. Petersburg to
the Frankfort Gazette. The Russian
government, however, probably will
demand promises from 'both the Aus-
trian and Italian governments and
their occupancy of Albanian territory
is not permanent. Refusal of such'
declarations would have a bad effect
oIl the situation .

A Real Battle.
Paris, May 3.-A Cettinje dispatch

says that according to the latest new's
from Alessio a sanguinary battle was
fought on Friday before Durazzo be-
tweeri a Turkish army under Djavid
Pasha and troops under Eesad Pasha,
the defender of Scutari. Djavid
Pasha was routed, his forces fleeing
in all directions.
The Servians opened the road to

'Durazzo to Essad Pasha, and part of
his troops entered the town in tri-
umph. He Is reported to be master of
the situation in central Albania.

No Agreements.
Rome, May 3.-No special agree-

ments exist between Austria and
Italy regarding Albania. Both couol-
tries are sincerely desirous that the
union of the powers be preserved in
connection with the Balkan trouble,
and are aiming only to insure the
autonomy and liberty of Alibania.
There have been reports that Italy
and Austria were seeking either the
partition of Albania or its rivisipn
into two zones under their respective
influence.

Thousands of Women in Pic-
turesque Attire Parade for
the Cause of Equal Suf-
frage, Accompanied by For-
ty Bands - Men Also Take
Part in Pageant.

New York, May 3.-An army of
women suffragists anarched up Fifth A
avenue this afternoon, 20,000 strong,
to the martial music of rthe Maarsell-
laise, blared fromn 40 xbands, In uni-
forms of white, gleaming with yellow
streamers, they paraded in the heat
of the mid-summer sun for three
miles, from Washington square tot
Fifty-ninth street. A forest of y.-l-
low banners appealed for "votes for r
women" to unbroken wall of specta-
tors, estimated at a quarter of a mil- t
lion. r

Inez Mulholland, riding astride a
mettlesome chestnut cob, directly be-
hind an escort of mounted police, led
the marchers. iBehind her walked
eight girls in blue with silken flags; t
after them came two women in yellow t
with the suffrage map and its nine I
"yellow" states.

G. O. P. Introduces Blanket Amend-
ment, Providing for Eightean Cents

a Pound Duty on Raw Material, but
It Meets Quick" Death--D'iiocrats
Vote Together on Provision.

Washington, IM'y 3.-The *Vol
schedule was passed without ameid-
ment by the house today in its con-
sideration of the Underwood tariff bill.

The republicans concentrated their
attacks on the schedul by presenting
a blanket amendment as a substitute
for it. The substitute, prepared byRepresentative Payne, provided a rate
of 18 cents a pound on raw wool and
comlllparative rates based on a duty ofIS cents a. pound on the wool contents
of the various stages of manufactured
woolens.

The republicans proclaimed their
substitute to be, in conf'ormity with
the report whicn the tariff board made
on the woolen Industry made two
years ago. The democrats as emphat-
ically declared that it was not.

No Defection.

An expected defection from party
lines by democratic members repre-
senting wool-growing states failed to

omaterialize in the vote on raw wool
The republican substitute was de-
feated and the Underwool spchedule
passed, 193 to 74. With the silk,
paper and sundry schedules still to be
passed, Representative Underwood
hurried the house on after the wool
fight with the worst of the tariff
wrangle out of the way.

The repulblicans' attack on the Un-
derwood wool schedule was hitter.
After three hours of general debate,
Republican Leader Mann and Demo-
cratic Leader Underwood summed utp
tile discussion.

"Several years ago," Mr. Mann said,
"we republicans provided for a tariff
board. We propose to stand by the
report of that board and present a
woolen schedule ascertained by it. For
years the woolen schedule has been a
point of controversy, and for the first
till in the history of our tariff meak-
ing we propose a scientific woolen
schedule, and we will appeal to the
coluntry to support a tariff based on
real Information."

Mr. Mann pleaded for support of the
progressives, temporarily estranged
from the republican party, "but soon
to return to our ranks." On the vote
the proKgrssives divided, so1me voting
for and some against the substitute.

Hopes for Prosperity.
"The democratic party," continued

Mr. Mann, "admits that this schledule
meallns the death of the wool-growitag
industry in this country. One demo-
crat tells us the bill will kill the sugar
industry; another that some other in-
dustry went down. But to slaughter all
along itf only the wool industry were
slaughtered. W'e might do so if the
cotton industry alone were sacrificed.
Woe might get along if only one in-
dustry went down. ut to slaughter all
of these together, that cannot be done
and retain prosperity In the land, al-
though God knows I hope that pros-
perity will remain in the land, and I
feel sure that tile People will soon re-
turn to that economic policy which
Insures prosperity."

Representative Underwood replied
to Mr. Mann, declaring the republicans
themselves were not in harmony in
Ssut)port of the Payne amendment.

"You say that you are learning
something from the tariff board about
this schedule," he shouted to the re-
publicans. "You are learning that thet sentiment of the American, people Is

behind the democratic party and this
tariff bill."

Representative Mann asked whethertithe ways and lmeans committee had
not at first favored a duty on rawt wool, but had "changed their minds
I at the request of the president?"

I "Candidly," answered Mr. Under-
