NEARLY A CAVE-IN
AT PABLO DAM

DISAPPEARANCE OF WATER IS
EXPLAINED BY RESERVATION

PUBLICATION.

The St..Ignatius Post thus explains
a threatened cave-in at the North
Pablo dam of the reclamation project,
located near Poison:

"Large cavities in the bottom of the
North Pablo dam occurred last week,
according to reports from reclamation
headquarters. Several places in the
dam, large areas of ground fell in with
the result that a large amount of
water in the dam has disappeared .No
explanation of the matter can be giv-
en. E. F. Tabor, project engineer of
the reclamation project here, states
that it is his theory that all the land
in this part of the country is of
glacier formation, and that' large bod-
ies of ice are underneath the ground,
that there has been large bodies of ice
underneath the site of the Pablo dam
which had melted before the water had
been turned in there, leaving cavities
In the earth; that when the weight of
the water came in the dam it forced
the ground in on these cavities.

"Fortunately only a small area of
the dam fell in that way, and latest
reports state that the water has
ceased disappearing and that the dam
is in a safe condition."

SOCIALIST NOTES

May 25 was Woman's day at the lo-
cal, when a peace program was given.
After the opening song, "The Red
F•lag," selections were read of prose
and verse in favor of peace. Those
taking part were Mesdames Logan,
Wittrup, Morrison and 1Ireeman.
Then follewed the "Internationale,"
sung by the local. Miss Viola Hainil-
ton gave a piano solo, whhlb was en-
thusiastically applaudlled, , and the iro-
gram concluded with the rdiling of a
paper on the subject of the day. It
treated of the effects of war, and a
realistic description of an engagement
was given in the words of a dying sol-
dier-this letter from the pages of a
Swedish novelist.

Three books of President D)avid
Starr Jordan, "The BIlood if the Na-
tion," "The Human Harvest" and "Uin-
seen Empire," furnished the text for
the effects of war. Dr. Jordan con-
demns' war because, in hi, o:,n words,
"The survival of the fittest in the'
struggle for existence is the, lrimal
cause of race Ilrogress and race
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changes.a Bst in the'red field of hu-
man history the natural process of se-
lectiop'is often reversed. the survival
of the untittest is the primal cause of
the downfall of nations." Or, er-i
pressed more simply by George Willis
Cooke, "When war selects the best
men t9 kill, the effect must be disas.-
trous, leading directly to race degen-
eration. It is race suicide, whatever,
may be the triumphs of war in added
territory or control of commerce."

Under the title of "Unseen Empire,"
Dr. Jordan indicates the money power,
which has a strangle hold on every
civilized nation, through the indebted-
ness incurred by warfare. "War
means an enormous expenditure of
money, such expenditure means an
ever mounting sum of debt, and deb
spells the dominion of the money
kings, with the unseen empire of the
brutal control of the people in the
form of lower wages and higher prices,
increased poverty and an ever length-
ening line of tramps, out-of-works,
and destitutes." Dr. Jordan says that
labor unions and socialists are right
in opposing war, because the heaviest
burden it entails rest upon their
shoulders.

After the reading .of the paper, Lee
Barrott, the oldest member of the lo-
cal and a Grand Army man, was re-
quested to give some of the real as-
pects of war. He responded with a
short address, in which he stated that
the reading had awakened' so many
unpleasant memories, that he craved
permission to give something of a
more cheerful nature than his assigned
subject, and with this preface gave
a humorous recitation.

A stranger in the audience made a
short but effective speech, in which he
criticized socialists for not living bet-
ter lives. He claimed that socialism
would never materialize until the in-
dividual socialist was regenerated.
This talk led to the usual discussion,
in which may took part. These dis-
cussions are a regular feature of most
socialist meetings, and are of great
value in developing the reasoning
faculties of the members. It is unwise
for a speaker who is not logical, or
sure of his subject, to come before a
socialist audience, and- this fact is be-
coming to be generally understood. In
the last campaign some old party poli-
ticians who had been invited to de-
bate with socialists refused, saying,
"You fellows know more about eco-
nomics than we, and we do not care
to have you make 4 monkey of our
man." A frank and illuminating ad-
mission on the part of the enemy, well
worthy of consideration.

After the meeting adjourned, re-
freshments, consisting of sandwiches,
coffee, ice cream and cake, were
served, from which the woman's com-
mittee realized a little over $3. The
money thus gained is used, mainly, for
the purchase of propaganda literature.
Last week this committee sent out one
hundred leaflets and copies of the
"Progressive Woman," the principal
socialist magazine for women.

The Intercollegiate Socialist society,
of which there is a chapter in the
University of Montana, is daily grow-
ing in numbers and influence. The
law committee of the New York chap-
ter has just issued a protest against
the lawless conditions prevailing in the
coal mining districts of West Virginia.
The protest is entitled, "Shall Military
Despotism Prevail," and follows the
line of argument laid down by Justice
Warden in his dissenting opinion in
the Virginia cases of May vs. the
Warden: '~Shall a citizen he sub-
jected to trial before a military com-
mission regardless of constitutional
guarantees at any time a governor
may see fit, and that citizen have ab-
solutely no redress from such proce-
dure?" The 1. S. S. rightly holds that
if the coal barons are successful In
maintaining their right to establish

military rule whenever and wherever
they choose, then freedom in America
is dead. The importance of investi-
gating conditions in West Virginia
mining regions, and the result of the
investigation, cannot be overestimated.
Even now, with a measure of free-
dom, we live in an atmosphere of fear
that makes us moral cowards. This
fear dominates every class of society,
from the "Man of the Hoe" to the
scientist and clergyman. Few dare to

be themselves, and thus court the fate
of the martyr. They conceal the truth,
brazenly lie, or weakly temporize, in
order to avoid suspicion of capacity
for original ideas, which, if known,
would eventuate in the loss of their
"jobs," or hurt their business. Rap-
idly, during the past 30 years, our
manhood has dwindled, and we now
stand before the world a nation of
cravens and parasites. "Who shall
deliver us from the body of this
death?" None other than ourselves.
But the resurrection must come soon,

or never.

FLATHEAD RAILROAD

(Dixon Herald).

On Monday of this week Chief En-
gineer Darling of the Northern Pacific
railroad, also consulting engineer for
the Great Northern road, left Dixon
in an automobile, accompanied by En-
gineer James T. Derrig, who is in
charge of the surveying crews now in
the field between here and Polson,
and drove along the proposed new sur-
vey as far as that place. We under-
stand that Mr. D)arling told the Pol-
s,on people that the road would be
built along the east side of the lake
to connect \with the Great Northern at
Soummers. The' survey goes down
through the pass east of Poison about
two miles. (,lin"g lbetween IDixon and
lionan the surve'y passes that Ilace
about four miles to the west. If the
proposed route is followed the road
will miss both Itonan and Poison. On
the return trip the party bore to the
west and came dawn through the Val-
ley View country and through the
Moiese valley. They looked the whole
country over quite thoroughly and Mr.
Darling expressed great surprise at
the rapid growth since he was here
several years ago. Whether we get a
railroad this year or not remains to
be seen and we are left to draw our
own conclusions in the matter. The
settlers are greatly in need of a road
and it is hoped that we shall have one
before the next crop is ready for mar-
ket.

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FORESTS TI ASSlRE
PURE WATER

MORE THAN THOUSAND CITIES

CO-OPERATING WITH FOREST

SERVICE IN PLAN.

Secretary Houston has just ap-
proved ai agreement between the de-
partment of agriculture and the town
of Safford, Ariz., by which the forest
service and the town will co-operate
to conserve Safford's water supply,
Which comes principally from the
Crook national forest.

This is the latest one of many such
agreements. According to the figures
of the forest service there are nearly
1,200 cities and towns in the west
which derive their water supply from
lands within the national forests,
Where these cities desire it the gov-
ernment joins hands with the citi-
zens for the purpose of maintaining
a permanent and pure water supply.

Stock raising, for example, or any
other occupancy of the land, which
ordinarily would be encouraged, would
be inadvisable on a watershed which
forms a source of drinking water. The
forest service recognizes that water
is as necessary a commodity for
wooded hillsides to supply as are saw-
logs or mine props. A watershed area
may offer an opportunity to furnish
the greatest benefit to the largest
number through supplying an unpol-
luted source of water for domestic
purposes. Contracts like that just
made with Safford are now in force
with Cascade, Colorado Springs, Du-
rango and Manitou in Colorado; Salt
Lake in Utah, and Baker City and The
Dalles, Oregon. The famous Bull Run
watershed, which supplies Portland,
Ore., is on the Oregon national forest.

The co-operative agreement in each
case provides that the land may not
be' used without approval by the town,
except for the protection and care of
the forests. The government agrees
to extend and improve the forests by
seeding, planting, and forest manage-
ment, so far as the funds for that
purpose are available. The city, for
its part, assists by paying the sal-
aries of the aditional guards neces-
sary to carry out the agreement and
contracts to bear the greater part of:
the cost of any improvement which
it considers immediately desirable.
