linmes and ilquarters at the box office

"11ow do prices of admission for

motion picture shiows abroad compare
to tlhose' in America?"

"They aire: cheaper over here. 'Quo
Vadis' price's ran from $2.50 down at
Albert hall in London. They are 50
cents down in America. The good
motion picture show in France costs
'0 cents. lut I don't mind telling
you that the $1 or $1.50 motion plc-
ture performalnce is a thing of the
neailr future in America. Some of us
are interested in the erection of a
motion Iicture theater in New York
where the prices will be $1 at least.
W\e have an excellent location and are
about to cotmmence operations on the
building. It will be the plan to run
all of these big foreign films in this
theater for the first time in Amer-

"\What do you think of the motion
titcture show with interpolated vaude-
ville acts?"

"I don't think much of it. Vaude-
ville is a department of theaterdom
bIy itself. WVhen you go to a vaude-
ville show, you want to see, a vaude-
ville show.
