IA: order, to contsol. the 'movements
of-ibp ai d cattle grazed under per-
i Mon the natlohal forests, the gov-
e r4ent is constructing what are
known as drift fences which facilitate
thqbti tini and handling of the ani-
mitasi These fences also help to regu-
late the time when stock may enter
the forests, so that sheep gd cattle
can, be kept off in the ea'ly spring
nttil the young. grass and othel forage

plants have had a ohance to get a
start. In some cases, too, they re-
strict grazing to certain arcs and
serve either to protect some grazing
grounds or to secure a complete utili-
sation of the forage on others.

What It a. Drift Fence.

The drift fehces are not enclosures
but generally extend for long distances
across the country, much like the
"A ift fences," or snow fences along
l lroad" rights of way. The railroad

fences, however, take their name from
the fact that they serve to pile the
*ind-blown snow to the windward side
of the track, so it will not settle in
the cuts and impede traffic; The drift
fen•cs fbr stock keep the animals from
going in certain directions, or "drift-
ing," to use a cattleman's expression,
or restrict them to specified areas for
the winter and to others for the sum-
mer. They may also prevent stock
froir grazing up areas where poison-
ous plants are found; thus they les-
soen the cost of herding and prevent
losses.

"Examples of the use of drift fences
are furnished in several built on the
Dlxis forest of Utah, where stock
grazing is important. Five miles of
drift fences were built by the gov-
ernment on this flrest to. protect the
water supply of the city of St. Qeorge
from contamination by forest range
cattle. This, with other stretches of
substantial wire fetce in connectoin
with rocky ledges, which are equally
good barriers against stock, makes the
southern boundary of one of the di-
visions of this forest stock proof, ex-
cept at certain established gateways
During the coming year 16 miles of
fence are to be built across the north-
ern part of this division. This will
distinctly separate the northern range
from that to the south, which is on
an average sotme 3,000 fqet higher and
will be used exclusively as summer
range. By keeping the stock on the
separate areas until the forage on the

VERY MUCH

FOR 8AKE OF NATIONAL PRES-

TIGE THE TITLE OUGHT

TO BE PROVIDED.

Washington, Feb. 28.-A situation

Horse., Cattle ashd Larkspur.
Another Interesting itreopment Is

four and a half tmiles "f drit• fence
on the Flshlake forest in the same
state. It was built to keep oattle on
the north side and horbee lon the south
where larkspur grows in abundance.
Larkspur is very poisouotsi to cattle,
i but is not eaten at all by horses. Be-
fore this. fence wap bUilt, 60 cattle
had died in one month, tiune;= after it
was built- and the cattle were ex-
cluded from the larkspurtt areas there
was a further Iqps. of ohly 5, though
July and August ate congsidered by
cattlemen in Utah the worst months
for larkspur poisohlng. Forest offi-
cers therefore have'estimated that this
fence, which cost $740, saved $2,500 in
the first year it was built and should
save $4,000, or five times its cost, each
season. It is said, too, that it Increas-
es the carrying capacity of the graz-
ing district about 15 per cent.

Two other fences in the same state,
costing $2,100, will, on a conservative
estimate by the cattlemen, save ap-
proximately $6,001 a year.

Fences Are Co-operative Projects,
In certain areas where the fences

will greatly minimize the problems of
the forest officers In handling cattle
within the national forests, the cost
is borne by the government. In other
areas where the benefits to stockmen
have been shown they are built in co-
operation with the cattle owners, who
pay a lqrge part of the expense or fur-
nish the labor. Throughout the na-
tional forest states there are cattle
and sheep owners' association which
represent individual. who graze their
flocks and herds upon the -national
forests. All. differegoea which arise
betwqen the forlat officers and the In-
dividual owners are submitted to the
advisory boards of these associations,
and they are therefore clearing 'ouses
for the settlement of any difficulties
which may need adjustment. Accord-
ing to the officials of the service,
these associations haves practically
eliminated controversies, and the of-
ficers who administer them' are in
perfect accord with the policies of the
government One of the evidences of
this is shown in the drift fences which
help both sides.

officers are presented in the order of
their rank, the American naval offi-
cers will have to stand aside until the
representatives from all the ships of
the world have been presented.

This comes about because officers
are given command in an international
movement or are presented in the order
of their rank and because the United
States does not maintain the three
highest grades represented in most
navies. The highest rank in the United
States (with the exception of the po-
sition held by Admiral Dewey by spe-
cial act of congress) is that of rear
admiral. Most of the nations have

tbove this vice admirals, admirals and
Admirals of the fleet. On any im-
portant International occasion other
nations would have men of these
ranks on the spot. The American rear
admiral would be forced to Yield pre-
cedence and leave the direction of af-
fairs to this officer without reference
to the relative strength of forces or
initiation of the movement.

Alaskan Farmers A rosperous

FIELD OF CABBAGE AT SKAGWAY, ALASKA.

In a previous article I spoke of the
great agricultural possibilities in the
interior of Alaska. On the coastward
side of the Aleutian range, the broad
Mesas and lower meadow lands are
particularly inviting to the homestead-
er. The Japan current sweeping north-
ward along the Asiatic coast, throws
one arm eastward along the Aleutian
peninsula, then southward along what
is known as southeastern Alaska. The
soft winds blowing across this gentle
stream temper the narrow strip of
land which slopes from mountain to
sea. Here is a stretch of coast more
than a thousand miles long and from
one to one hundred miles wide, where
the temperature seldom drops to zero.

Trhe mean temperature at Sitka for
February, 1911, was 33 degrees Fahren-
heit Just across the coast range,
however, where the temperature is not
influenced by the Kuro Siwo, or Japan
current, the temperatures fell during
that month to 70 degrees below zero.

The bag contained 103 separate
small packages of cash iaddressed to
different concerns, including several
banks.
