NEW HAVEN IS NOT THE ONLY OFFENDER
THERE ARE OTHER LINES IN THE GAME

(From the North American.)
Nor is the New Haven scandal. the only recent example of railroad

genius. What was the testimony given within a week by President Wil-
lard of the :Baltimore & Ohio? That at the command of Morgan that
company took over the. bankrupt Cincinnati, Hamilton & Dayton road,
guaranteeing $41,000,000 of obligations.

Moreover, Mr..Willard, one of those railroad presidents whose de-
mand for higher freight rates threw the Tory press into ecslisies of in-
dignation over the delay in granting it, admitted that since 1910 his suf-
fering company had borrowed $81,000,000-including $23,000,000 spent on
the C., H. & D, And, as further illustrating the sanctity of railroad
statements, it is to be remarked that the B. & 0. financial record, sub-
mitted in support of the higher rate plea, contained nothing to indicate
that this $23,000,000 had been sunk in a bankrupt concern.

Mr. Mellen is more adroit, perhaps, than many other railroad presi-
dents; he has been a franker witness, a more cynical commentor upon
the amazing processes of Morganeering. liut it is not to be denied that,
until he was dismissed by the younger Morgan, he was a representative
of a distinguished company.

It was such as he that the organs of big business pictured i:s super-
men, not to be questioned or criticized by ordinary citizens or by news-
papers; it is against the investigation and regulation of the acts of such
men that the Tory press has fulminated, denounced it as "war upon in-
vestment" and the interstate commn erce commission as a destructive "co-
lossus."

This was the cry raised day by day during the inquiry into the rate
increase issue. It has not subsided even during the disclosures of finan-
cial piracy in the New Haven recur d. We can only marvel at the ef-
frontery which would attempt at this time to stay, or set bounds to, the
regulation which is demanded in the interest not only of the public safety,
but of the honest investors in Ame rican railroads.

The number of engineers and firemen t

The final request submitted by the 1
employes' committee proposed increas-
ing the number of arbitrary allow-
ances, reducing the number of hourd
of work after which overtime would
be paid by 50 per cent in passenger 1
service and 20 per cent in freight and
other service, increasing the rate for
overtime 100 per cent in passenger
service and 50 per cent in freight and
other service, and in addition, ad-
vancing substantially the rate pec
hundred miles for all service, as well
as creating many new positions. These
and the other concessions requested I
would increase the payrolls of the
railroads represented more than $33,-
000,000 a year or approximately 50
per cent.

In the original proposal of the em-
ployes there was not a word even hint-
ing that it was desired that the basis
for computing overtime in train serv-
ice which, except in some places in
passenger service, is universally ten
hours, should be reduced. When, how-
ever, the employes' first proposal was
definitely rejected, instead of modifying
their request, the employes' committee
came back with another proposition
which asked practically all of the con-
cessions requested originally, and, in
addition, a reduction in the basis for
computing overtime of enginers and
firemen from ten to eight hours.

The employes know that it would
be impracticable to reduce the actual
day in train service to eight hours.
To do so it would be necessary to
shorten practically all railway divi-
sions, to relocate yards and shops-
in fact, largely to reconstruct the rail-
ways at a prohibitive cost. The em-
ployes know the only effect of chang-
ing the basis of a day's wage from ten
to eight hours would he enormously to
increase the overtime paid.

Western Traffic.

Traffic moving over western rail-
roads during the past several days did
not reflect any great change over
previous weeks, and was somewhat
lighter than a year ago on most lines.
The decrease in the volume of busi-
ness averaged about 6 per cent. A
great many classifications begin to
show quite a heavy falling off, par-
ticularly livestock, coal, lumber and
commodities in that category, but, on
the other hand, there is an improve-
ment in general merchandise and ma-
chinery-including farm implements.
While there is not enough of this class
of freight to offset the losses in other
directions, leading authorities take the
situation as reflecting favorable con-
ditions. They say that it means an
anticipation of a buying power in ad-
vance of what is expected to be a
heavy yield of grain-especially wheat
and other small cereals.

Those who have been watching the
general business situation for months
claim they see very few things in sight
on which to base the prediction that
I there are better times in sight, but

they also claim there is nothing to
cause them to believe there will be

I much of a recession in business from

present levels. Few interests, how-
ever, are willing to predict or say
what the normal conditions are or
how far conditions will get one way
or the other froml silih a point. Some

Isay that, assuming the weekly clear-
ings are running close to $1,000,000 a
week, that an increase in business ap-
proximately 5 per cent over that level

I would mean a veritable boom and that
f the railroads would be caught without

cars enough to take care of the busi-
ness, while, on the other hand, a de-
crease of the same amount would
probably bring about extreme depres-
sion. It is noticeable that bankers are

holding back credits considerably until
the new federal banking system is op)-
erative, obviously not understanding
just how the situation will work out
under the new currency law, or, at
least they are not willing to take any
risks. It is also reported that the
country banks are heavily loaned at i
this time and that within a short time
they will be heavy borrowers at the
large financial centers for crop-mov-
inlg purposes.

Kansas Crops.
The state public utilities commis- g

fort to help the railroads deal with

the anticipated car shortage in con- <
nection with the great wheat crop that
seems assured Kansas. The railroads, c
according to rumors at the state house r

quoted by the Capital, will lag behind
the big crop, estimated at from 135,-
000,000 to 200,000,000 bushels.

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Supreme Court Decides the
Long-Mooted Question of
the Powers of the Inter-
state Commerce Commis-
sion Which Is Now
Clothed; With Great Au-
thority.

Washington, June 8.-A 'long step

toward placing railroads under "one

master instead of many," was taken

today by the supreme court in uphold-

ing the power of the interstate com-

merce commission to strike down

state rates that discriminate against

interstate commerce.
* The court said in substance that

the Minnesota and other recent state

rate cases in which the railroads lost,

might have been decided otherwise

had the roads gone to the commis-

sion for relief instead of the courts.

The decision was announced by Jus-

tice Hughes, Justices Pitney and Lur-

ton dissenting. The case arose out

of comllr&nt by Shreveport, La.,

merchants that the Texas railroad

commission had shut them out of all

Texas business by compelling the

railroads to reduce Texas state rates

far below what the interstate com-t-

merce commission allowed the rail-

roads ru•nling from Shreveport to

Texas cities to charge.
The court first dec'ided that con-

gress had power to ciontrol interstate

charges over an interstate carrier toi

the extent necessary to prevent in-

jurious discriminations against in-

terstate traffic, and then heldl that

pongress had conferred this power

upon the interstate commerce corn-

mission.
"It is of the essence of the Unwer

to regulate interstate commerce that

where it. exists, it dominutes," Jus-

tice Ilughes said. "The fact that tar-

riers are instrumentts of intrastati

commerce as well as of interstate

colllmerce does not dero gate fronl the

complete and plaramount aulthority of

congress over the Intter or preclude

the federal power from being exerted

to prevent interstate ioperations of

such carrirs from ieing made a,

means of injury to that which has

been confided to federal care. Wher-

ever the interstate and intrastate

transactions of carriers are so relat.-

ed that the government of one in-

volves the control of the othlier, it is

congress and not the state that is en-

titled to prescribe the final and domi-

nant rule, for otherwise congress

would be denied the exercise of its

constitutional authority and the state

and not the nation woutl he supreme

within the national field."

In removing dliscrimninations against

interstate cotnmerce, the court held

congress was not htoundl to reduce

the interstate rates ietlow what it

may deem to be a proper standard

to the carrier and the public.

"Otherwise," said the opinion. "it

could ptrevent the injury to interstate

commerce ,only by the sacrifice of its

judgment as to interstatel rateOs."

Justice HIughes, who wrote tihe

court's decision in the state rate

cases of a year ago, pointed ou11 that

the present ease did not conflict \vih

these eases. 1Ii said thlt ulndoubtedtly

in the absence of a finding by the

commission of unjust discrimnination,

intrastate rates were left to he fixed

by the carrier and sublject to the

authority oif the state.

"\Ve iare not unmindfull of the grav-

ity of the qulestion that is pires liited

when state and federal views con-

flict," the olpinion concludes. "lutt

it was recognized at tlii' beginning,

the nation couhl not prosper if inter-

state and foreign trade were governed

lby many masters and where the in-

terests of the freetdom of interstate

cotellllllcre are involveld, the jtldgment

of congress and of the agenci(es it

lawfully establishes must control."

Members of the interstate commerce

commission regardted this case as one

of the most important in which the

body ever has bein involved. The

decision was written by Secretary

Lane tbefure lie lefi the commission

to become a metmber of the presi-

dent's cabinet.
