Miss Jeagette Rankin, state suffra-
gist leader, is more confident than
ever of the success of the movement.
Phe gave out a statement tonight,
claiming suffrage by a majority of
2,i00 pr better. The rolling up of a
tlig vote in Missoula, Miss Rankin's
home county, turned the tide in favor
of the suffragists and today there was
Jubilation In the state headquarters in
this city. Lincoln county came in
late today with 192 majority for suf-
frqge, and that with Missoula assures
victory, said Miss Rankin this even-
ing. Counties yet to be heard from,
Mliss Rankin says, will go for suf-
frage.

State suffragist headquarters had
provided itself with representatives
in all the counties of the state and
those representatives have lost no

- The states which prohibit the sale of
liquor are:

Arizona, Colorado, Georgia, 'Kansas,
Maine, Mississippi, North Carolina,
Oklahoma, Oregon, Tennessee, Wash-
ington, West Virginia, North Dakota,
Virginia.

Alabama at one time adopted a pro-
hibition amendment, but later rescind-
ed it. Besides, a score of states have
local option laws.

Washington, Nov. 5.-Placing a federal quarantine on
livestock out of Ohio and Wisconsin and reports of the rapid
spread of the foot and mouth disease in states already quar-sqntinnA mnrlr p~l 4hn A. W.aentined marked the day's develop.
ment in the fight against the worst
historic epidemic of the infection. Of-
ficials predict many other communi-
ties soon will be affected.

The number of animals killed is
rapidly mounting up and the unex-
pected demand to meet this loss and
the expenses of inspectors led Secre-
tary Houston to confer with President
Wilson, regarding an emergency ap-
propriation from congress.

Heavy Burden
Under the present plan the depart-

ment is paying the salaries of ap-
praisers selected by the various states
to fix the value of slaughtered animals
and is bearing half of the actual meat
'value of the animals killed.

The states pay the other half, leav-
ing the owners to bear the loss of feed

in the organization of the house of

representatives will he made when

Champ Clark and "Uncle Joe" Cannon

once more face each other across the

center aisle at the beginning of next

congress. The dwindling of the dem-

ocratic majority, which will drop aft-

er'the close of the December session
from 140 to 24, will necessitate a gen-
eral shifting of the working order in
the house.

With their slender majority, the
democrats, while able to elect Speaker
Clark and retain control of the com-
mittees, will be forced to maintain an
almost perfect organization. Even
with a full attendance in the house, a
shift of 12 votes would throw control
to the minority side.

Underwood Is Gone.

Representative Underwood was
elected to the senate, Representative
Kitchin, of No. Carolina, the ranking
democrat on the ways and means com-
mittee, will claim the democratic lead-
ership by right of seniority and is ex-
pected to have the support of southern
democrats generally.

Representative Mann of Illinois will
retain the republican leadership. His
ranks will include, besides former
Speaker Cannon, numerous other re-
publicans, who have recaptured the
places they lost. in 1912.

leads his opponent, Daniel Boyle, re-

According to figures given out by
the secretary of the democratic com-
mittee, the vote stands as follows:

McCormick, 24,242; Boyle, 23,537.

New York, Nov. 5.-William Rocke-

feller, Standard Oil multi-millionaire,

appeared today in the criminal branch

of the United States district court,

and entered a plea of not guilty to

the indictment charging him with

conspiracy in connection with his acts

as a former director of the New York,

New Haven & Hartford Railroad com-

pany. Hhe was placed under $5,000
bond to insue his apoeaance for trial.

"Not Guilty."
