The most important part which
the university will play in this move-
ment is the contribution of the labora-
tory and of the men who are directing
sclentific  edueational work. In the
summer sgessfon of the university,
courses In every department have heen
shaped to meet the demands of the
sltuation which place n  special re-
sponsibility upon the teacher in  the
work of developing and maintaining a
national spirit of the right sort.

War Problems First,

nresent in the press the results of all
departmental Investieations and  to
maintain among students an interest
in the outstanding events of the war,
through its courses in contemporary
events,

Scientists Do War Work.

Every sclence department of the uni-
versity has prepared or is preparing to
utilize to the utmost its facilities and
equipment for contribution to the com-
mon cause. The department of chem-
istry, responding to a request of the
American Chemical society, has vol-
unteered its services in chemical re-
search work, Every member of the
faculty of this department has volun-
teered, formally, his services in this
connection. The seniors in this de-
partment have volunteered thelr serv-
lces for governmental work and Mon-
tana gradnates in chemistry have been
listed with the federal authorities for
service of this sort,

Survev of Montana.

In its fleld, the department of geol-
oy is co-operating with the Councll of
National Defense and is working with
the Ameriean Institute of Mining En-
gineers in intensive zeological research
in this state.  The department of bot-
any has placed its equipment and the
services of its faenlty at the command
of the national defense organization.

The schools of pharmacy and for-
estry have specially important fields
and are organized to meet the demands
which mayv be made upon them. In
fact, every hit of equipment and of per-
sonal force which the institution ean
contribute is placed at the disposal of
state and national authorities with the
utmost cheerfulness.  This is the uni-
versity's creat opportunity to  assist
and faculty and students are working
