"Thi is the famous Burnt Ches'nut
rilnway," said Maj. Silas Haight, known
all oi-er the conmmonwealth as "the Lone
Fi-sherman of Kettle Creek." "This is
the fav 'rite spot for deer hunters an' it's
known fur an' near ez Burnt Ches'nut
runway, though th' hain't no more sign
of a burnt cthes'nut here naw th'n th' is
on that flat rock yonder. Right whar
yon second growth pine is standin'. not
an inch to the left nor to the right, is jilt
whar the ol' burnt ches'nut stood th't.
give this runway its name, years an'
years ago, an' it'll be the ol' Burnt Ches'-
a't runway ez long ez therz a hunter left
to come here an' stan' an' take his.
chances fer deer.

"Ol' Burnt Ches'nut! I'd jist like to
hey some o' the o1' iunes over ag'in th't
I've had on this blame nigh played out
mrnuteain l W'en I look back at 'em I
get bunasick all through, an' ez lonesome
ez a widdcred turtle dove. Th' hain't
nothin' nor nobody no more, sonny, an'
that's a fact. That is, not to speak on.
Tlme z one or two o' the ol' boys left yit, an'
w-unst in a w'ile they manage to strike
out here an' p'tend they're ketchin'
fish, an' play at humtin' deer. But th'
was a hull nest of us in the rippia' an'
tearin' ol' times, an' we run the town-
ship. for its leadin' citizens in them days
was deer an' ba'r an' paintors. Some o'
Lie ol' boys 'd git keerless now an' then,
an' let a ba'r ketch a hiplock on 'em, or
give a panther too much rope, an' so
they gradually got chewed up an' pulled
in two. Thar were Pete Muffer, come
to think on it. He got missed one fall
an' didn't never show up with the boys
ag'in. lie were a fault findin' sort o'
chap, Pete were, an' allaz kep' a jawin'
'cause th' wa'n't nothin' in the woods
wuth tacklin' any more, ani' he got up
an' swore, rog'lar ev'ry fall, th't he'd
never he happy till he could git some'rs
whar he could rassel tigers or sumpin' o'
that kind th't were wuth tacklin' an'
were likely to stun' some show with him.
So w'en Pete didn't turn up no more.
we s'posed, o' course, he had along his
rile on his ;shoulder an' pulled out for
some deestric' or other whar tigers was
roiamin' about an' roarin' for somebody
to come and give 'em some lessons in
rough an' tumnleus.

Iersiinmmen Holler one day. Th' wa'n't
mluhian' ditfer'nt 'bout that b'ar from
any other b'ar, 'cept th't w'en Jinm
dress-el it hIe un'arthed a big tin terbacker
box in its innards. The box was baItterd
an' stained an' showed hard times gin-
erally, but th' wa'n't no Dlistakin' o' it.
Ev'rv body rec'nized it as Peter Muffer's,
an' that's all th' were left o' him. The
rest o' him had nat'rally disappeared,
but tith' lhain't no h'ar as ever stole a pig
ez kin digest a tin terbacker box, sure.

'Thlen thar were Gobe Ransom. Gobe
wa'n't rash, giner'ly slpeakin', but one
nice day in the fall he bit off a leetle
more'n he could chaw w'en he tried to
git away with tlhree painters at one time
right over yonder m the uoose ,ea•ier
woods.

in bed, an' th't the boys ea died game '11
kinder feel ashamed o' me w'en Gabriel
gives the bugle call an' I jine 'em on
t'other side o' Jurdan.

"But this here Burnt Ches'nut run-
'way-course yew heerd the curious story
ez to how it got its name? Didn't never
hear it? Wall, I swowl That's curiouser
yet th'n the story, an' bein's ye haven't
got nuthin' better to listen to jest now th'n
them sassy red squirrels ez is chucklin'
at us from ev'rv durn tree that's got a
hole in it an' them wuthless jaybirds th't
sings ez if they was filin' a saw an' the
tappin' o' that woodpecker on that dead
pine over yender, I'll jist give ye the his-
tory o' ol' Burnt Chea'nut.

'*It happened a good many years
ago, it did, sonny-so long ago that
thez very few in the country ez ever
heern on it, let alone 'memberin' on it.
'Twa'n't long after stage coaches begun
to run up through this deestric', an'
that's fur enough back, goodness knows.
Wall, anyhow, one fall an ol man th't
seemed to her his share o' money got
out o' the stage over yender at the cross-
in's tavern, on t'other side o' the bridge,
an' staid thar. He give his name as
Simon Morer, an' he took to lookin' 'bout
the deestric', an' finally bought a tract o'
land up 'long the Big Swamp run. He
had a piece of it cleared o' timber, an'
then he built the biggest an' snuggest log
house th't were ever seen. The nex'
summer half a dozen wagon loads o' fur-
nitur' an' setch fixin's fer housekeepin'
ez hadn't never been seen nor heern on
in these parts came a-drivin' up to ol'
Morer's log house, an' followerin' them
came the ol' man, two young fellers ez
turned out to be his sons an' an all-fired
han'soume gal, not more'n 16 year
ol'. It soon got n'ised around 'mongst
w'at few folks tlh' was diggin' in them
days for a livin' in the deestric' th't this
gal were the ol' man's niece. One o' the
boys were named Simon, arter his pap,
I s'pose, an' t'other were called James.
Nimon were 'bout 23, an' James not
muore'n 21. The gal's name were Pa-
tience. James was a tip top young chap
an' fell right in with the ways o' the ol'
residenters, an' got to be so pop'lar 'mong
'em th't twa'n't long 'fore they was call-
in' him Jim. Young Simon, though,
were an overbearin' an' disagreeable cuss.
He hated the woods an' the people, and
didn't make no bones o' saying so. Con-
sequently, folks wa'n't so blame well sot
to'ards him ez they mowt lha' been. But
that hain't nuther here nor thar.

,'You noticed, o' course, how things
will git circ'lated around, an' anyone's
business be ev'ryone's business, even if
th' hain't nmore'n half a dozen folks in a
deestric' twenty miles square. Wall,
that's the way it went 'bout the Morers.
an' twa'n't long 'fore the hull woods
know'd th't ol' Morer kep' a good deal
o' money in his house, locked up in a
iron bound chist, an' th't young Simon
an' his brother Jim was both on 'em dead
in love with their cousin Patience, an'
th't Patience had her heart sot on Jim
an' th't consekently th' were the ol' boy
to pay most o' the time in the Mores
family. The ol' man's favorite son were
young Simon, an' w'ile he owned up to
that. he wouldn't hev no force--but
business in the matter o' Patience, an'
were tryin' all the time to get the boys
to patch up some prrt o' compromise
Th' were trouble, too, about the ol
man's money 'cause Simon he claimed
th't most of it must be his'n by rights,
an' Jim he 'lowed th't he'd be bhuned if
it' were.

"An' so tlhings went on for a year an
better. One day Smun :Bates, who were
happenin' to walk by the Morer pllaco,
heard a big quarrel goin' on 'mongst the
fatm'ly. He heerd the ol' man say th't
ho wouldn' stan' it no longer, An' th't
he'd divide his money even 'twixt the
l•oys. an' th't the girl must marry Simon.
Thien Jim he swore by all that was blue
th't the girl shouldn't marry Simon, yet
es ff'r the money, the old rman could do
jlst ez he blamed pleased ith it. 01'
Simon tol' young Himon to take the stage
