BANANAS ALL THE YEAR.

How They Are Hrought to Us and How
They Are Grown and Gathered,

A steamer unloading 10,000 bunches
of bananas. A stevedore mounted on
the deck, giving out orders to 100 long-
shorernen who stand in lines and
the bunches of fruit from the hold of
the vgessel to waiting trucks, The owner
standing on an upturned barrel and cgli-
Ing out *One,’* *Two™ or “Three,* dos-
ignating the grades tc which the bananas
belong. Trucks backing into place, load-
ing and pulling out to make room for
others. Small boys scurrying between
%he':rucks and feasting on the over ripe
ik,

8uch was the scene a reporter beheld !

on & down town wharf the other day.

*Two million bunches of bananascome
into this port alome every year mow,”
said the importer. “Previous to 1SR4
there were not near go many, Schooners
were employed, and they took six weeis
to make a tip, carried only 2,560
bunches, and lost a quarter of them on
account of the lengzih of time aflozt and
the damage by salt water. Now we have
regular lines of steamers that curry four
or five times as much fruit, and make
such quick trips thai there is practically
no loss of fruit.”’

“Where do the bannnas come from?”

“Well, the reds, which appear to be
the favorites, come from Baracoa, Cuba.
We get from 80,000 to 40,000 bunches
of them a week during August, but less
now that peaches are in market. The
yellow ones come from Jamaica, Pana-
ma, Costa Rica and Nicaragua, There
ure some bananas prodoced in Florida,
but the home demnand prevents any vom-
ing here, It will not be long before the
red bananas will be very scarce, as the
Cuban planters are replacing them with
the yeilow slips from Jumaica. The
causs of thisis that the yeliow produce
bunchea averasing frowm §3 fo §2.93,
while the red will not average more than
#1.50 a bunch.

*“How do bananas grow?"”’

*On immense plantations, laid off into
rows of trees about eight feet apart each
way, The trunk of a banana tree is com-
poscd of the stems of leaves and grows
from fifteen to twenty feet high. When
the fruiting begins, a bud appears at the
top of the stem and develops into s bunch
of bananns.  When the fruit is gathered
the tree is cut Gown and left to decay,
and new sprouts start up from the same

root, and thus the crop is continually re- !

newed, Thers arve about 700 trees to the

j acre, and each one produces one Lunch
; of froit,

I New plantutions are staried by
setting out young sprouts about two feet
kigh. The gathering of the bananas dif-
fers, In Central America the native In-
dians are employed. They cut the tree
with a machete until it bends over so as

i to bring tho bunch witkin reach. It is

i then cut off and carried on the bucks of
| the men down to the ships which run up

the vivers. The loading is usually done
by forming line and passing tha bunches
from hand to hand. This is not very
pleasant work, as the bunches oiten con-
tain scorpions, tartantulus, centipedes
and other venomoeus insects that get

shaken out of the bunches as they are |

passed and bite or sting the kandler. In
Jamaica the negro women are used to
ivad the fruit, and in Cubn hofh ncgroes
and half breeds are employed.

*In the hold of the veszcl the Lananas
are pleced in bing holding several Lun-
dred bunches esch, and arranced to ad-
mit all of iha air poszible, The ventila-
tion is so important that large cunvas
funnels called *windsnils' are fixed on
deck o as to cateh the wind and carry it
down iato the hold. In winter much
caro is meecessary to preveut the cargo
from freczing on the voyaze or whileun-
loading. Banarns are almost the only
frait that is always in serson. They ar-
rive at this port every month in the year.
During the poorest months in midwinter
we reccive 70,000 bunches, and in sum-
mer the nwiber frequently rezches 250,-
000 bunchies.”—New York Mail an’ Ex-
press.

Now, we will say that I =sell
these goods at  thiriy-three cents a
Fyard on an average. That makes $3.30,
on which I make a profit of $50. Outof
this I have given away ninety cents or 3
per cent, You can figuve out the loss on
a year’s business at ihat rate. The loss
is hardly as larpe 25 that all through the
bisingss, a5 many dress patterns are sold
without being eut.  Bat I have no doubt
that it will average 2 per cent. in stores
where this pernivious rule is observed,
As woe only make abont § or 10 per cent.
on our goods you can rendily see what g
larze loss this is to us.”'—New York Mail
aud Express.

Dogs In Bavaria.

Bavaria has succeeded in doing what
no other country has yet been able fo ac-
complish; she has practically stamped
out hydrophobia. During the last seven
years there have been only three deaths
of human beings from hydrophobia in a

there has never been more than one death
in a year. Previously to that time deaths
were very frequent. Between 1863 and
1876 the death rate from hydrophobia in
Bavaria was never less than fourteen ina
year, and once it reached the high per-
centage of thirty-one. The regulalions
which have banished this terrible malady
from a whole kingdom are very minute,
and perhaps some little vexatious; but it
is assuredly worth while to take a little
trouble for so desirable an end.
