THE OLD FASHIONED WAY.

Herba Given for Ailments=\Tomen im

Couucil Over the Sick=Good Nursing.

All women believe in herbs. Men, at
Jeast, prefend not to. But it is a part of
manhood to laugh at us and our nofions;
but I notice that John is always ready to
take, or even call for, a decostion of
some of my fragrant bunches when he
gets under the weather. In the spring of
the year a bowl of boneset tea is sure to
be needed, and it saves doctors’ bills, I
know they langh at it and wish instead
-that I shall take a thirty-third dilution of
deadly aconite or nizhtshade. 1 do not
see why we should throw away innocent
herbs for rank poisons, or why mineral
drugs should be more honorable or safe
than vegetalle. 8ol shall cling to my
oli fashioned ways and have faith in the
virtues of hyssop and mint, Heaven help
us! but I am afraid to have their poisons
growing in my beds of flowerslest a child
will chew one of them and die.

I am just old enough to remember one
or two old style kitchens—twenty feet
square and full to the muzzle of good
things. The ceiling was low—only over
a tall man’s head—and you should see
how the great b 3 were hung with
apples on strings, and bunches of parsley,
and dill, and mullein, and rue, and
savory, amd mints, and saffron, and
tansy. and a dozen more of nature’s heal-
ers. It was around an enormous chim-
ney, eight feet square, I think-—and the
odors were a3 sweet us the smell of the
doaghnuts that were skimmed from the
lard, in the big keitle, that swung on a
crane over the backlog. Have I owned
too much as to my age? A woman must
no: have tco ancient a memory, ¥yet I
cannot help it. 1 do remember those
herbs, and days of herbs, with delight—
all but the cookies with carroway seeds
in them. I preferred fennel—and now
pecple will have neither one nor the
ciher.

In those days doctors’ bills were never
tllowed to swallow up a farm and turn
folks out of doors. The grandmother was
chief doctor, and her experience was can-
idercd authority; but all the women in
the neizhhoriisod held council, and each
vare advised and prescribed. So it hap-
pencd one was well purged, and some-
times terribly dosed. If one dose did not
o the thing, another would., ¥irst one,
then the other. We had in our family
the castor oil party. and the salts party,
and whon one of us had indiscreetly loaded
in too many plums, she was sure to bave
to swallow both salts and oil. 8o much
for paries and sects.  And when one has
down peanyroyal and rhubarb and senna
and cherry bark, who is to tell which it
i= does the work? If one did but get weill,
the glory of it was enough to go round,
and cach would claim the suceess; but if
the patient died, who, indeed, was to
Llarac? It was the other party's medicine
that did it.

But it was the nursing that did the
cuiing in those days. I would gladly be
sick onee more if I could again feel the
touch of that soft hand smoothing my
pillows. If I should live 1,000 years
there will never be a sensation so good
as that—the mother’s hand, All other
hands are more or less eelfish, but the
hand of a mother brings in it the whole
goul. And the smell of those lavender
and sweet clover sheets and pillows! How
counld disease face such love and sweet-
ness!  But there were then no diphtherias
and a hundred more sicknesses of modern
invention. There were mensles and
raumps and chicken pox for everybody.
Ve went to school to learn speliing and
catch the regulation diseascs. Then the
rizhit herbs were sure to be on hand to
care them. They had faith, too, in these
diays—if not in Mother Eddy, at least in
the real mnother who bore thein and nursed
them.

Many plants give us health by the
smell, as well as by taking them into the
gtomach. Tutdogsand ecats find common
crass to have medicinal qualities.  Before
a rain Roger and Bess will nibble quanti-
ties of grass; and it is one of the best
wouther mizns. Our own  health is
affceted quite as much by what we in-
h:ls ax by what we imbibe. Pine woods
give us invigorating odors.  Many of the
garilen flowers give us ozene, which we
Lreathe and gei strength from. DBut the
garden herbe are especially valnable in
the same way. I confesa that what I
like best about the herbs is the sweet
odore. A crushed handful of pepporming
or penuyroyal, OF summer savory, or even
horse mint, 18 delightfual.

Erery autnmn 1 go on several herb ex-
cursiong, and if it happens, I do not hesi-
tate to gatior a few roots as well.  Mul-
Lins I must have for drafts. Boneset is
invaluaile for jaundice. Every American
is entitled to get bilions. It is » preroga-
tive of all pie and pork caters. Then he
must have his thoroughwort tea. For
a stouter bitter it i3 well to have
wormwood in the house. Peppermint
banl catnip are speeific for colic.  Black-
berry roots are the best of remedies for
diarrhea and choleraic difficulties. This
iz charming to be one’s own doctor; to
learn the sympathy of each part of the
body for special vegetable growths.—
Mary E. Spencer in Globe-Democrat.

A Climatle Peenliarity.

A correspondent of an eastern paper
points out the fact that at Lucerne. in
the southern part of this state, a high
range of thermometer—he puts it at 116
—can be endured even by the workers in
the field without a great desl of inconven-
fence. He attributes the fact to the move-
ment of the coast winds, and the cool
nights which tend so much to recupera-
tion. This condition of the atmosphere is
net peculiar to Lucerne and southern Cah;
. fornia. It is common also to central and
a part of upper California. It is a well
established fact that in this etate 50 degs.
of heat does not camse A& great dml uf

personal discomfort. Itcan be endured
much more easily than 76 degs. at the
east. The higher range with us is not
attended with wilted collars, nor crushed
wristbands, except in the case of violent
exertion. The reason is not exclusively
the prevalence of coast winds, but the
dryness of the atmosphere. The heat
absorbed by the system at once radiates

in all directions. At the east, in conse-:

guence of the greater moisture of the
atmosphere, the heat is retained. Cali-
fornians have been known to flee precipi-
tately from New York with a ther-
mometrical range of from 76 to 80 degs.,
though 10 degs. more would not render
them uncomfortable in the southern
country, or the Sacramento or Sar
Joaquin valleys. The radiation outwarc
of the heat is elso supposed to account
for the absence of sunstroke, and of rabies
amnna dacs —San Francisco Bulietin.

EXPERIMENTS IN HYPNOTISM,

Strange Doulings of the Doetors in Parla
Startlivg Mental Phenomena.

Dr. Luys recently made a communica-
tion to the Academy of Medicine on this
subject which electrified the members
present. It was on the action, both at a
distance and by direct contact, of certain
medicated and fermmented substances on
hypnotic subjects. The latter were all
woinen who could not possibly have got
their cue beforchand, and were being ob-
served wlile Dr. Luys operated by a jury
of scientists above all suspicion of having
lent themselves to any trickery. A tube
in one instance was filled with sulphate
of strychnine by Dr, Luys, and the sub-
ject, who was not present, was told to
put it to the left side of the nape of her
neck. Soon after there was a telephonic
meszage from the foreman of the jury to
say that the patient suffered in the left
side from muscular contructions, convuls-
ive starts and a rigid body. When the
drug was placed on the right side of the
nape (in imagination) the same phenom-
enon took place.

An experiment, or rather experiments,
was made on subjecis who were brought
in to the operator. They had no idea
what Dr. Bays was going to use. Al-
cohol when put to the nape in a tube
no larger than a hiomeopathist’s vial and
hermctically sealed  produced exacily the
same effect as if imbibed at a bar.
sinthe, haschish, opiuin, morphine, beer,
champagne, tea and coifee were in suc-
cession tried wilh their characteristic ef-
fects. Dut ~the eup which cheers but
not inebriates™ was found too exciling
for French neuropaths. Valerian cansed
the decpest sadness. The thoughtsof the
patient were centered in a grave. She
way impelled irvesisiibly to stoop dowi
and scratch the ground, and thought Lier-
gclf in a cemelery cahuming a deceased
relative whom she loved. Under the il-
lusion she fancied herself picking up
bones bolonging to thiz skeleton, which
she handled with tender reverence, and
when there was an imaginary mound of
them she placed, with dep drawn sighs
and teurs and genuflections, a cross above
them. Under the influence of haschizh
everything looked rosy aud gayvety pre-
vailed.

The subject was a young girl, very
fond of the drama. She fanecied herself
on the stage and playing a part which
suited her to perfecticn. It was in a
bouife opera and she sang her score ad-
mirsbly. The sentinments were expreased
with delicate feeling. Dr. Luys can, ao-
cording to the substances he uses, run
through the whele gamut of human pas-
sions and emotions.

What is most strange i3 that no trace
of the fictiticus world in which the
hypootized subject has been wandering
remains when real consciousness is re-
stored, It is very rare for even the idea
of having been in dresmland to survive
the awakening from the hy ppotic trance.

Dr. Luys says that hypnotic suggestion !
sometimes has periods of ncubation more

or lesa long. The subject is at first gently
drawn todo a certzin thing or things,
aud then the drawing becomes an irresis-
tible impulse. They arc first as if tempted
and then as if possessed. They can no
more help themselves than a man who
had got to the verge of Niagara Falls ina
boat could help going over.

Dr. Roger moved that the academy
name a commissicn to inguire into hyp-
notic spgrestion, near aml at a distance.
Dr. Bronardel supported him. He eaid:
*:AH that Dr. Luys hasallezed and shown
cannot fail to make a noise throughout
the world. Nobody but MM. Burct and
Bouron have gone so {ar as Dr. Lugys.
He not only forces on the attention of the
academy the question of hypnotism, but
of persons being affected by poisonous
substances which do not penetrate, or it
may be even touch their bodies. This is
from a legal point of view g great danger.
A great socizl responsibility is involved
in the matier. It is the duty of the academy
to have the experiments of Dr. Luys re.
peated, with others that bear upon them.”’
—Paria Cor. Kew York Tribune.

A Counterfeit 8500 LI

As an exaniple of slight dificrences be.
twreen the sprriona bills and the gennine
as to tax to its aimost even a praciiced
eye, the following deseriplion of a coun-
terfeit £500 is cited:

“Unqueationably one of the most dan-
gerous counterfeits in existence. 'The
engraving amd workmanship nearly equal
to the genuine; the lathe work ia excel-
lent, numbering of the work fair and
color good. The star on the right of the
treasury mumber is somewhat blurred.
The portrait of J. Q. Adams is excellent,
but the lobe of the ear is very indistinet.
In the counterfeit, the button upon the
coat nearest the lapel is almost square—
in the genuine it ia round. The vignette
of the fizure of Justice iz finely engraved
with the exception of the following points:
An the scale i3 held aloft in the left hand
the upright holding the beam is crooked.
and is larger in the counterfeit than in
the genuine—in ihe genuine the upright
shows only to the lower part of the hand,
while in the counterfeit it shows to the
second finger from the lLase: the white
curve in the arm is a perfect oval in the
gennine, while in the counterfeit itis not.
The left foot of the vignctte, asit extends
from the parmens, presents a clubbed ap-
pearance in the counterfeit, while the
toes are short and not half the length of
the gennine. The parailel ruling is ex-
cellent; the note is printed on fiber paper,
and is signed John Allison, Register, and
F. E. Spinner, Treasurer. Bankers and
othera should receive these notes with
great care, as itis only by a compari-
son with the genuine that the majority
of experts can positively decide as to the
genuineness of 2 note of this class.”

No one will donbt the last statement in
the above description. When the ques
tion as to whether you have 3500 in your
pocket, or a fifty cent chromo, depends
oa the somewhat distinctness of a sfar,
the shape of a button, or the indistinct-
' ness of an ear, matiers are being drawn
pretty fine.—Chicago Herald.

His wines were curious and valuable.
Most of thema had been sccumulated ot
sales mado by foreign ministers when
breaking up their households to return
from Washington to their own countries,
or at sales made by those whose knowl-
edge and taste had enabled them to have
the best. Among them were three boi-
tles, each having hung on its neck in the
a»>pafor’s handwriting the following:
+'Malaga, 300 years old.'” These were
reserved from the sale and sent to his in-
valid sister, Mrs. Hastings, in California.

His teas he had accumulated somewhat
in the same way. He would order
through his friends in the East India
trado the smallest possible original pack-
ets of kinds not known to commerce, the
difficulty of getting which was far be-
yond their cost; and traveling friends in
the diplomatic service would send him
little packets of the rare and strange teas
‘hat they found abroad. At thoe famous
dinners he gave the joint high commis-
sion he served them with the famous
Mandarin tea, which, like the wine of
Tokay, is regarded as an imperial t.
