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The Past and Plresent.

For more than six years past this
paper has been pleased to chronicle each
week the advancement of the Flint Crook
mining district, and keep the public
informed as to the developments of its
mines and the prosperity of its residents.
We could remark with pride that the
payrolls in this once prosperous district
amounted to nearly one-half million of
dollars each month; that the output
from our mines exceeded that of any
district in the state; that dividends were
promptly paid to stockholders; that
freight receipts at the Philipeburg depot
averaged over $40,000 per month. In
short prosperity smiled over all. To-day
we have but little payroll; no mineral
output to speak of; no trade; little if
any freight coming in or going out; men
and terms are idle; no one able to pay
bills; complete despondency among the
few remaining citizens, and all from what
cause?

Simply because we are being governed
by a European power. England controls
the finance of America so completely at
this time that every American institution
and every American citizen is subject
to her dictation. The subsidized gold-
bug press of the east is constantly her-
alding the cry that our country is being
brought to ruin by unwise silver legis-
lation. This, it can plainly be seen, is
merely a coverkey on the part of the
gold bug representatives to lead the
American people to think they are
Americans, while in truth they are En-
glish subjects and are here merely for
the purpose of robbing the people of this
great union. Wall street goes hand in
hand with European money-kings, and
the present administration of this so-
called free country is more English than
American, so far as external appearance
indicates.

Although the condition of Philipsburg
is not at all inviting just now, TimE MAIL
feels confident that the times will
brighten in the course of a few weeks,
and no matter what the future may
bring, our patrons who have been so
liberal with us in the past may rest
assured that their local paper will be
,coutinued as lone as there is a person in
the district to read. We started with
Phil;psburg when its future was not
much more inviting than it is at the
present time; we have worked hard to
build up the town and our business aind
we have not the slightest intention of
running away from it now, even though
the extra session of congrQssepy f~ cide
to give silver a black eye, we will still
believe that there areresourqes epough
in the district to support a pretty good
town, and THE MAIIL will stay nght with
it to the end though it may be bitter
as a persimmon.

The dispatches last week reported
Secretary Carlisle as making statements
which it is difficult to thinkan honest
and intelligent than could make, says
Industry. The statements, when they
emanate from an intelligent man, are
worthy of no other name than deliberate
falsehoods.

"How long the government shall thus
be compelled to purchase silver bullion
and increase the public debt by issuing
coin obligations to pay for it, is a ques-
tion congress alone can answer."

No man of sense and information on
the subject lives who does not know that
the debt is not increased by the issuance
of coin certificates in payment for silver
bnllion. On the contrary, the .govern-
ment can make the difference between
the market and coin value of every ounce
purchased, because the coin certificates
can be redeemea with silver' dollars

coined out of the silyer. The Sherman
bill is the means of making a profit of

$1,597,500 per month, at present 'silver

prices, or :would give that much profit if

Mr. Carlisle would obey the law, which
distinctly makes it his duty to coin as
much of the silver which is purchased
as may be necessary to redeem the cer-
tificates.

(Wilver's Worst Enemy.

If there is a man in Granite county or
Montana who contributes a cent toward
the Minneapolis Journal by subscription
or otherwise he ought to be ashamed of
himself and be compelled tolive on bread
and water the retnairder ht his miserable
life.

That paper is one of the worst enemies
of silver and the west that exists to-day,
and THE MAIL would suggest that every-
body in Montana discontinue their sub.
scription and pay up or beat them out
of it. If they do this we will let them
off; they have done penance enough al-
ready through reading it the past few
months.

We would suggest that everyone in
the state discontinue doing any business
whatever with St. Paul and Minneapolis.
They are kept alive there by their west-
ern trade, and at the same time are
worse than New York in their opposition
to every interest that affects this part of
the country. Stop their source of reve-
nue from Montana and other states and
they will probably let up.

OFrom the time the United States mint
was established in 1792 to 1873, when
silver was demonetized, the total silver
product of the United States amounted
to $189,900,000. There was coined during
that time only 8,045,838 silver dollars.
The coinage of silver was free to anyone
who would take silver to the mint. The
reason so little was coined was because
the metal was worth from $1.31 to $1.37
per ounce, and only $1.29 per ounce
when coined. The reason it was worth
more than its monetary value was be-
cause Europeans coined on a ratio of
15j2 to one and we on a ratio of 15.98 to
one. The difference made it worth at
least $1.31 per ounce for coinage in
Europe, which is two cents per ounce
more than our coinage value. This two
cents per ounce caused it to be exported
instead of coined.

The rumor that the latest move of the
administration in the effort to defeat
silver is to dispose Mr. Bland from his
position as chairman of the coinage
committee, is now confirmed, says an
exchange. In the conference between
Carlisle and Crisp it was airranged thatf
if Crisp is elected speaker he will do
whatever the president asks and one of}
his first official acts will be to place a'"
man whose views are in harmoiiywitli
the administration in the place nojv,
occupied by Mr. Bland.

On the fifth page of THE MAIrp will be,
found an article on the financial con-
dition of the country with relation to
gold and silver coinage. While'it does
not meet our views or those of any of
our ardent free-coinage 'advocates, still
such articles set men to thinking and
provoke discussion. THE MAIL hopes
that some of its readers will take the
matter up, and if they can prove the
fallacy of S. A. H.'s position, our columns
are open to them.

Congressman Bland, of Nissouri, in a
letter to a colleague now in Washington,
announces that he has selected for chief t
lieutenant in the campaign for free silver
young Congressman Bryan, of Nebraska.
In the letter Bland practically admits I
that he does not expect to be chairman
of the coinage, weights and measures
committee, the place he has held in
democratic houses alumost tidme out of
mind.

C. H. Eshbaugh, Col. G. W. Morse and
John 1W. McDonald Chosen to Repre-

sent Phillpsburg at the B1-Me-
tallic League Meeting on the

1st of August - Alternates.

An enthusiastic silver. meeting was
held at the court house Tuesday even-
ing for the purpose of electing delegates
to attend, the Bi-Metallic League con-
vention to be held in Chicago on August
1set. The gathering was a large one, and
the interest displayed showed that our
people were in it heart and soul.

A. R. Dearborn was elected chairman
and Josiah Shull secretary. The fol-
lowing vice presidents were then elected:
C. H. Eshbaugh, W. T. Alhson, Fred
Bowen, M. E. H. Gannon, A: A. McDon-
ald and M. H. Bryan.

It was decided on motion that the or-
ganization be made permanent, and that
the officers elected also be permanent.'

On montion, a committee of three on
resclutions were appointed, consisting
of John M, McDonald, C. H. Eshbaugh
and D. M. Durfee.

Judge Brantly, being present, was
called upon, and that gentleman de-
livered a neat little silver sepech, and
was loudly applauded.

The committee on resolutions reported
as follows:

elected. Carried.

D M.Durfee nominated C.H.Eshbaugh. f

prefacing his remarks with the state.
ment that the pieople wanted some ond t
to go who had some knowledge of min-
ing and silver, and wvho had lived' in 4
Montana lbng enough to obtain a resi-
dence. He believed in sending men who 4
had been rssidents of Montana for years;
and who had beeni tried, rather than abny
recent arrival who nnght have been 'a i
gold bug in the east and a silver' man'in t
the' west, lil•e sonie drunimers he had I
met. ' . '. .

This precipitated a general all arou nd I
and pretty warm debate, in ivhich'M; E.
HI Gannon, D. !M. Durfee and others
participated.

D. M. Durfee moved that E. H. Esh-
baugh's'ndmination be made by accla-
mation, which was seconded and the"
motion put, when H. R. Whitehill arose
to adpoint of order and said that he 'did
not see how this could be done when
there were two gentlemen in nominations
It'should be done by ballot.
