OlBDINANCO NO. 57-An ordinance creating
the board of health, and defining the pow,

era, and describing the duties of the members
thereof.

Be it ordained by the board of aldermen of the
town of Philiijpnrg, Granite county, state ofMontana:

SECTION 1. That there is hereby created a
board of health for the town of Philipsburg, asfollows: The mayor of the town shall, at the
first meeting of the board of aldermen, in each
fiscal year, or as soon thereafter as possible,
appoint a board of health, consisting of three
members, two of whom shall be of their own
number, and the chairman of which shall be
some reputable physician, a member of the
board of aldermen or otherwise.

SECTION 2. A majority of the'members of the
board of health shall constitute a quorum for
the transaction of business. They shall meet at
the call of the mayor, or any two members, atall of which meetings the health officer shall
preside; and in his absence, either of the other
two members shall act as presiding officer, pro
tem.

SEoTIoN 3. The board of health shall exercise
a general supervision over the health of the town
with full power to take all steps and use all
ineasures necessary to promote the cleanliness
and salubrity of the town, to prevent the intro-
duction into the town of any contagious or
infections diseases, and to remove or otherwise
take care of any oerson affected with any such
disease, and to adopt in reference to snob' per-
son or persons any regulations, restrictions or
measures deemed by them advisable and to
establish at a suitable point withiot the limits
of the town, in case of necesait; a hospital or
house of quarantine, to prevent the serepd of
smallpox or other contagious or htfections
disease, and to regulate-the contro thereof,and
do all other acts which may be if6eetary'fdr the
prodiotion of .lth, and tqprevent She spread
of contagious or infetious is eeerithin the
town, and to establish riul fo1 the town post-
house s hos stals when it beh ome necessary.
rEOuIeN 4. Tneheatj gfficer shall have and
e~rcise a general suaerision over the sanitar

ditioa pf the town, and shall give to the
mayor, the ohrd of aldermen and the board of
health, all bucl. pibfessional advice and .infor-
mationas tal'may require, with a view to the
preservation of the public health; and whenever
hshall hear of the existence of any contagious
or pestilential disease, he shall investigate the
same and adopt measures to arrest the same and

irevent the spread thereof.
8. .5. It shall further be theduty of the health

officer to enforce the laws of the state and the
ordinances of the town, in relation to the sani-
tary regulations of the town, and to cause all
nuisances to be promptly abated. And for the.
pnrposes of carrying out the foregoing require-
ments, he shall be permitted at all times, from
thetising to the setting of the sun to enter into
any house, store, stables or other building, and
canse the floors to be raised if he shall deem it 1
necessary, in order to make a thorough ex-
amination of cellars, vaults, sinks, or drains, I
and to cause all privies to be cleaned and kept 1
in good condition, and to cause all dead animals
or other nauseous or unwholesome things or
substances to be buried, removed or dispcsed of I
as the board of health may direct, or as in his
judgment may be necessary.

SECTION ii. The health officer shall, at the i
first regular meeting of the board of aldermen I
in each month, submit to the board of health a
full report, comprising everything connected I
with the working of the health department dur-
ing the month. And at the last meeting of the l
board of aldermen in each fiscal year shall file
his annual report with the town clerk, for the t
approval of the board:

BEoTION 7. It shall be the further duty of the c
health officer to, visit and examine, or cause to 5
be visited and examined, all sick persons who (
shall be reported to him as afflicted by smallpox 4
cholera. or other infectious or pestilential dis- E
ease, and to cause such persons to be removed c
to the town pesthouse, or to such other safe and 2
proper place as hemaythink proper, not exceed- I
ing three miles from said town, and to cause
such persons to be provided with suitable I
nurses and medical attendance, at their own fexpense if they are able to pay the same, bat if 1

not then at the expense of the town or county, c
as the case may require.

SEtrrION 8, The health officer may take such r
measures as he may from time to time deem H
necessary to prevent the spread of smallpox, by I
issning an order requiring all persons in the
town or any part thereof, requiring vaccination r
to be vaccinated within such time as he shall i
prescribe; and all persons refusing or neglect- I
ing to obey such order shall be liable to the f
penalty hereinafter prescribed; provided that it i
shall be the duty of the health officer to provide a
for the vaccination of such persons as are f
unable to pay for, the same, at the expense of f

the town.
SB•TION 9,. He shall have the power to causeany house or any premises to be cleaned, dis-

infected and closed to visitors, and to prevent ipersons from resorting thereto or coming out I
thereof, while any person therein is afflicted k
with any infectious or pestilential disease; he
may, by an order in writing, direct any nuisance tto be abated, or any unwholesome matter' or
substance, dirt or filth, to be removed from anly
house or premises, and may prescribe the time
uf having the same done, and may take any

other measures he may deem necessary and
proper to prevent the spread of any infectious,
pestilential or epidemic disease.

SECTION 10. Itshall be the duty of the health
officer to cause a notice to be placed upon or
near any house in which any person is afflicted
or sick with any contagious or infectious dis-
ease, such as cholera, scarlet fever, smallpox
varioloid.. diphtheria, or any of the grades of
such diseases, upon which notice shall be
written or printed the name of such disease, and
no person or persons shall remove, deface.
mutilate, or interfere in any way with the said
notice, without permission from the health
officer.

SECTION 11. Every physician in the town of
Philipsburg shall report in writing to the health
officer each and every person in said town
afflicted with a contagious or infections disease
mentioned in the preceding section, stating
his or her disease, name and ulace of residence,
whom any such physician has prescribed for or
attended, for the first time having such disease,
within twenty-four hours from the time of such
disease having come to his knowledge but not
more than one report shall be required in one
week concerning the same person; but each
attending or practicing physician thereat must
at his peril see that such report is or has been
made by some attending physician.

SEcTION 12. It shall be the duty of each and
every practicing physician in the town of Phil-
ipsburg to report in writing to the board of
health the death of any of his patients who shall
have died of contagious or other diseases,
within twelve hours thereafter, and to state in
such report the specific name and type of such
disease, with the name of such person if known,
and place of residence.

SEOTION 13. The board of health having re-
ceived proper death.return, hereinafter describ-
ed, shall furnish a permit for burial or removal
of any corpse to the friends or relatives of thedeceased, who shall deliver the same to the
undertaker, or other person acting as such;
such death-return shall set forth, as nearly as
can be ascertained, the name, age, sei, nativity,
color and occupation, whether married or
sindle, whether resident or non-resident (if non-
resident, place of previous residence), cause of
death and date thereof, duration of last sickness
place and date of intended interment, which
certificate shall be signed by the physician or
surgeon in attendance at the time of death.In case no physician or surgeon was in attend-
ance, then the certificate shall be signed by the
coroner of the county, which certificate shall
in all cases be plainly and legibly written in
ink. In case a coroner's inquest is held thatfact shall be stated, and thecoroner shall be
required to certify the facts to the board of
health. The necessary blanks for properly
returning death under this section,shall be
procured from the health officer, whose duty it
shall be to deliver them to the person or persons
properly qualified to receive them.

SErTION 14. The chairman of the board of
health shall be ex-officio health officer, and
shall perform the duties of said officer as here-
inafter provided.

SECTION 15. Any person or persons who shallviolate, disobey, omit, neglect or refuse tocomply with any of the above rules, orders or
sanitary regulations of the department ofhealth, or ho shall violate any of the pro-visions of this ordinance, or who shall violateany of the rules or regulations laid down by theboard of health or health officer, shall, upon
arrest and conviction, be subject to a fine of
not exceeding one hundred dollars. All ordi-
nances or parts of ordidances in conflictherewith arehereby repealed.

SECTION 1(1. This ordinance shall be in force
from and after its passage, approval and legal
publication.
