3 Destoring to every
eltizen the rigli to frocly contract for tho gery-
fces of whazncver ha considers corapatent to
traat or heel him or his family withont render-
fng the person thus employed liable o prose-
ention, exeept for malpractive, Therefora, we,
the undersigned, urge all periodicals end per-
