NEWS COMMENT.
One of the United States officers

sent to open communication with the
Cuban insurgents is said to have
planted the American and Cuban col-
ors side by side on Cuban soil.

At Stenhensville, Earth county,
Tex., recently, Rev. Joseph Philips
was shot and instantly killed by his
insane son, who got possession of a
double-barreled shotgun, and, meet-
ing his father in the barn yard, dis-
charged the weapon at him, blowing
away a portion of his head and break-
ing his neck.

The cruiser Chicago, one of the most
expensive vessels of her class in the
navy, which has not been included in
any recent official list of our ocean
fighters, has been heard from at last.
A dispatch from New York says she
is at the Brooklyn navy yard, conm-
pletely dismantled, and that it will be
several weeks before she will be ready
for service.

The senate has adopted the joint res-
olution submitting to the legislatures
of the various states an admendment to
the contsitution of the United States
changing the date of the beginning of
the term of president and vice presi-
dent and members of congress from
March 4 to May 4, to begin with the
Fifty-sixth congress, which terminates
on May 4, 1901.

It is reported from London that Ger-
many will endeavor to gain possession
of the Philippine Islands by guaran-
teeing Spain's war indemnity to the
United States. It was added that in
the furtherance of this scheme Ger-
mans who suffered by the bombard-
ment of Cavite have been encouraged
by their government to put in claims
for heavy damages.

According to an old docket in the
possession of a Maine justice of the
peace Admiral Dewey was once fined

5 for thrashing a drunken marine
who had sought a quarrel with him
during a visit to the navy yard at
Portsmouth. Dewey paid the $25
cheerfully, remarking that it was
worth that much to have had the pleas-
ure of thrashing such a disgrace to the
United States navy.

It is related that during the battle
of Manila the little United States gun-
boat Petrel chased a Spanish cruiser
into close quarters and the Spanish
captain went to the Petrel in a boat to
negotiate conditions of surrender. The
Amercan captain replied: "Uncon-
ditional surrender or fight." To this
the Spaniard answered : "We are
willing to fight. Please allow us to
send for ammunition, because our
store is exhausted."

A Washington dispatch says that
Great Britain's friendliness for the
United States,shown in so many ways,
will not lead to a new treaty or for-
mal offensive and defensive alliance,
but it has already brought about a per-
fect understanding between our gov-
ernment and that of Great Britain,
which guarantees us from European in-
terference until we have finished the
war to our own satisfantion and from
any serious attempt thereafter to de-
prive us of any of its fruits.

There is a growing opinion at Key
West that the openly expressed sympa.
thy of France for Spain is taking on a
serious phase, and that she is furnish-
ing the latter material aid. It has
been charged that the Lafayette,which
was released after being captured
while trying to run the blockade, car-
ried to Cuba arms and several Spanish
officers in disguise. It is suspected
that French gunners are also at work
in Cuba, as the firing upon the two
American warships recently was too
accurate for the Spanish' gunners.
