A VRY l XC1 AllG CHAS1
Two Desperate Negroes Defy Ar-

rest in New Orleans,

TWO OFFICERS ARE KILLED

One Negro Is Shot During a Hot Chase
by the Police, But the Other Es-

capes-The Shooting Created
a Tremendous Sensation.

1.EW CRtEANS, July 5.--Police .C'.)
tain John T. Day and Policeman Peter
J. Lamb are dead and Policeman Au-
gust T. Mora is suffering from three
wounds, one of which is severe, the re-
sult of an encounter with two desper-
ate negroes. Leonard Pierce and Robert
Charles. Sergeant Aucoin and Patrol-
men Cantrell and Mora attempted to
arrest Pierce and Charles at midnight
while they were seated on a doorstep
on Dryades street. They jumped up
with drawn pistols and fired as they
turned down the street. Mora fell and
Cantrell continued to shoot at Charles
and the latter fled, leaving a trail of
blood. Aucoin fired twice at Pierce,
who finally surrendered. Captain Day,
Patrolman Lamb and several other of.
ficers went to the alley of a house in
which the negro was said to be hiding
and knocked at a door. Charles dashed
out and opened fire on the policemen.

Captain Day and Patrolman Lamb
fell, mortally wounded, the others re-
treated. Charles then fired several
shot: into the body of Day. Sergeant
Auncoin and Corporal Trenchard con.
cealed themselves in the hope of get-
ting a shot at the negro, but he did not
expose himself, and finally he disap-
peared somewhere in the block. Efforts
to locate hintm were futile, though there
wecre fully a hundred policemen and
many armed citizens searching for the
murderer.

The shooting created a tremendous
sensation and 20,000 people congregated
in the vicinity.

RAN INTO A LANDSLIDE.

Fatal WVreck on the Milwaukee Road
Near iVabasha, Minn.

LA CROSSE, Wis., July 25.-The Chi-
cago, Milwaukee and St. Paul passen-
ger train No. 2, which is due here at
3:05 a. m., was wrecked about 5 a. m.
at King's Coolia, near Wabasha, Minn.,
by running into a landslide at that
place.

Engineer Hathaway and Fireman
Thomas were instantly killed and se. -
eral passengers who were in the for-
ward coaches were injured, some se-
riously. The track runs between high
bluffs and the Mississippi river between
St. Paul and La Crosse, and the heavy
rains of Monday loosened a vast
amount of earth on a steep bluff, which
gave way shortly before the train came
along. Trains passing there only a
short time before reported no trouble
except a soft track.

CALLED IT MALARIA.

Nine Death•e From Yellow Fever in the
First Infantry.

WASsnIII To., July 25.--A dispatch
has been received at the war depart-
ment from Havana which says that
General Lee has obtained information
that leaves no doubt about the exist-
ence of yellow fever in the First in-
fa: try at Pinar del Rio, and that nine
deaths there last month, reported as
pernicious malaria, are now believed to
have been yellow fever. Dr. Reed and
a specialist sent to Pinar del Rio by
General Lee, have reported that yellow
fever exists among the troops. The
dispatch also says that there are five

iuspected cases of yellow fever among
the soldiers of the First infantry sta-
tioned at Guanajay.

Left Off the Tax Rolls.

DULUTH, July 25.-The board of
equalihzation made the discos cry that a
valuable railroad bridge over which the
Northern Pacific railroad runs, has
been left off the tax rolls. It had been
supposed that it was railroad property
and therefore exempt, but it was found
that it is in the hands of a bridge com-
pany that collects rent for its use frol_
tie railroad and that it has been escap-
ing taxation for years.

Three Killed at a Crossing.

MATTOON, Ills., July 25.-Three per-
sons and a team of horses were killed
at the Broadway crossing of the Illinois
Central railroad in this city. The dead
are Thomas Bartles, William Boscley
and Mrs. E. M. Waller. Mrs. Waller
was a professional nurse, and was be-
ing taken to attend a patient when the
cab in which the three rode was struck
by an engine.

Case of Murder and Suicide.

PHILADELPHIA, July 2b.-An investi.
gation by the police of the death of
Mrs. Charles Marchand and her 6-year-
old-daughter proved conclusively that
the woman gave the child carbolic acid
and then committed suicide. The hus-
band, who was taken into custody after
the double death, has been released.

Revolution ( rushed Out.

CARAcAs, Venezuela, July 25, via
Haytien Cable.-In consequence of the
recent defeats sustained by the rebels
the Colombian revolution is now con-
sidered lost. The government has again
occupied Bucaramanga and Cuyacato
after a bloody battle in which many
prisoners were captured.
