Exp of Sheriff 80 00A BIG FLOOD

IS COMING
Telegrams were received yes-

terday afternoon from Havre
Railway officials to the effect
that the largest flood in the his-
tory of the State was taking
place. and that messengers
should be dispatched to the
ranchers living in the flats and
warn them of the approaching
flood. Quite a crowd of people
kept watch for' the flood all yes-
terday afternoon and a part of
the night, but up to the time we
go to press the flood is not much
in evidence here. The river is
rising continually and it is fig-
ured that the big volume of wat-
er will arrive here about 4
o'clock this aft-' noon. It is re-
ported that Havre, Chinook and
Harlem are flooded, and that
the Harlem dam, which was re-
cently erected by the ranchers
in that vicinity, has given away
to the flood. The cause of the
flood is attributed to the heavy
rains in and about Browning and
the Sweet Grass hills, and sev-
eral cloud bursts are also report-
ed in that vicinity. Transpor-
tation is badly dilapidated on
the Great Northern and the Nor-
thern Pacific. Two thousand
passengers are reported as
stalled at Havre and nearly the
same number at Glasgow. A
big washout at. Benton on the
Montana Central, and another
in the vicinity of Whitefish has
stopped all transportation on
the west, while a washout at
Milk River on the east has
stopped a 11 transportation.
Nothing deinite is learned here
as no daily papers have been
received for over a week.
