The potatoes av-
eraged the size of a large goose
egg and. were excellent being
exceptionally mealy for pota
toes as young as they were.

Perhaps this may be as-
tonishing to tile new comers in
this valley, but nevertheless, it
is so; these potatoesu were
planted April 16th. hood twice
and cultivated twice and were
dug on July 1st. being in the
ground only 76 days, and during
that time received not a drop of
water with the exception of the
few drops that fell from the sky.

Even under the dryest condi-
tions dry farming is a success if
properly worked.
