GENERAL NEWS.

The national Prohibition convention
at Columbus, 0., completed its work 1
by nominating Eugene W. Chafin of

Chicago for president and Aaron S.
Watkins of Ada, 0., for vice-president
and adopting a short platform.

The proposed raising of freight rates
on the trunk lines was discussed at

great length by a number of railroad
presidents who met in New York but
failed to come to an agreement.

The Atlantic battleship fleet arrived
at Honolulu after a pleasant and un-
eventful voyage.

Mrs. John Dietz, wife of the famous
defender of Cameron dam, near Win-
ter, Wis., finished a fast of 56 days to
cure appendicitis and according to her
husband she succeeded.

One woman was killed, two were
perhaps mortally injured, and nearly a
dozen persons were seriously hurt
when the White Mountain Express, of
the New York, New Haven & Hartford
railroad, was wrecked near Greenwich,
Conn.

A terrific earthquake occurred in
the Province of Tacna and Arica, in
Chile, the southern part of Peru and
Bolivia. Considerable destruction of
property, but no loss of life, is re-
ported.

The powder magazine of the North-

western Improvement company at
Cleelum, Wash., blew up, killing nine
persons.

A dress rehearsal of the pageants
for the Quebec tercentenary was held
successfully.

Posing for years as a white girl,
Lillian Beatrice Watkins of Chicago,
a negress of great beauty, killed her-
self by firing a bullet into her right
temple because her "curse of blood"
had left a trail of disaster and death
in its wake.

Fire destroyed upwards of 40 homes
and business buildings in the little
town of Baltic, O., the loss being
$100,000.

Mrs. Edith MI. Teagle, wife of Wal-
ter C. Teagle of Cleveland, an official
of the Standard Oil company, shot
and fatally wounded herself at Pasa-
dena, Cal.

A pleasure launch bound from Ma-
nila to Corregidor island carrying
about 75 passengers was caught in a
typhoon and foundered, 25 persons be-
ing drowned.

Alfonso Costa, Republican leader in
the Portuguese house of peers, wound-
ed Count Penha-Garcia in the arm in
a duel.

Martz Martini, 28 years old, shot
his wife to death in their home in St.
Louis and then ended his own life with
the revolver.

The Atlanta box factory at Atlanta,
Ga., was burned, and W. M. Morris,
watchman, lost his life.

Four Italians found guilty at New
Brunswick, N. J., of trying to black-
mail a fellow countryman, were given
12 years in the penitentiary at hard
labor.

Ohio Prohibitionists put up a state
ticket headed by Aaron S. Watkins of
Ada for governor.

Managers of the principal hotels of
the country are arranging to install
wireless message service embracing
the entire United States and far out
to sea on each coast.

John Bruhn, a farmer living near
Donnybrook, N. D., went insane, killed
his sister, Miss Rose Bruhn, and then
committed suicide.

The annual conclave of the Mystic
Shrine opened in St. Paul, Minn., and
the annual convention of the Elks in
Dallas. Tex.

Martin J. Sheridan of the Irlsh-
Antrican Athletic club of New York
and Ralph Rose of the Olympic club
of San Francisco were the star per-
formers in the Olympic games at Lon-
don, winning two gold medals for
America. Sheridan was first in the
discus throwing and Rose was first in
putting the shot.

The third day of the Olympic games
Great Britain won two gold medals
and France and Sweden one each.
America won second place in a team
race.

American athletes captured two gold
medals on the second day of the
Olympic games in London. John J.
Flanagan won the hammer throw,
breaking the Olympic record, and M.
W. Sheppard won the 1,500-meter run.

Count Boni de Castellane filed suit
for such revision of the decree of di-
vorce obtained against him by his
wife, who was Miss Anna Gould of
New York, as will give him the cus-
tody of his three children.

Circuit Judge Reynolds of St. Louis
ruled that steam laundries may go
as far as they like in combining to
maintain prices, as, owing to other
methods of washing clothes, such a
combination would not be in restraint
of trade.

Seven mine workers were killed and
ten others injured by a terrific ex-
plosion of gas in the Williamstown
(Pa.) colliery of the Summit Branch
Mining company. The mine was
wrecked and set on fire.

Republican Chairman Hitchcock
called a conference of party leaders at
Colorado Springs, Col., for the opening
of the campaign in the west.

By the burning of a one-story frame
building in St. Paul, Minn., the struc-
ture in which the first volunteer for
the union armies enlisted in 1861 was
destroyed.

The shriners at St. Paul elected E. I.
Alderman of Marion, Ia., imperial
potentate and decided to hold next
year's conclave in Louisville.

One man was killed and 25 or 30
others were injured, some perhaps
fatally, when a trolley car on the
Johnstown (Pa.) Passenger Railway
company, after striking a traction en-
gine at a crossing a mile from here,
started backwards and went over a
steep embankment.

Assistant Secretary of the Interior
J. E. Wilson, W. de C. Ravenel of the
National museum and W. M. Geddes of
treasury department were appointed
by the president as a United States
government board of managers of the
Alaskan-Yukon exposition at Seattle,
Wash.

Five workmen were killed by the
cave-in of a new sewer in Youngs-
town, O.

Fire in the business district of Sault
Ste. Marie, Mich., destroyed $100,000
of property.

Sheriff Riley of Nowata, Okla.,
burned a roadhouse and saloon, in ac-
cordance with the Oklahoma liquor
law.

James Phillips, a farmer, committed
suicide in Oskaloosa, Ia., by drinking
carbolic acid in olive oil.

James Guyot and his son were killed
by lightning near Clay City, Ill.

Fire in the town of Orcutt, Cal., in
the Santa Maria oil fields, destroyed
property valued at $200,000.

Frank H. Montgomery, a leading
physician of Chicago, and his stenog-
rapher, Mrs. Head, were drowned
while sailing in White lake, Michigan.

Mrs. Catherine Bruha, aged 75, and
her grandson, aged 14, were probably
fatally burned in a mysterious ex-
plosion in La Crosse, Wis.

Lightning struck and destroyed the
beautiful summer home of George W.
Elkins at Ogontz, a suburb of Phila-
delphia.

A plot against the czar of Russia
was discovered at Sosnowice, Russian
Poland, and many arrests were made.

H. L. Palmer, president of the
Northwestern Life Insurance company,
retired after 50 years' service with the
company.

The Democratic national committee
adopted a resolution, dictated by
Bryan, declaring for publication of
campaign contributions, limiting them
to $10,000 and declaring none would
be accepted from corporations.

The National Deposit bank of Phila-
delphia was closed by direction of the
comptroller of the currency because
it had not kept its reserve up to re-
quirements.

Standing within a few feet of the
spot where, a little more than two
years ago, he shot and killed his fa-
ther-in-law, Dr. James Weddell Simp-
son, a dentist of New York, was shot
and perhaps mortally wounded at
Northport, N. Y., by his mother-in-law,
Mrs. Bartley T. Horner, the woman he
made a widow.

DEEP TANGLE SOLVED
BY COLD WATER MEN

Palmore Refusing Second Place, New

Choice Made Necessary - Rules

Suspended Suddenly and as Quick-

ly Revoked in Getting at Decision.

Columbus, O., July 18.-For presi-
dent, Eugene W. Chafin, Chicago; for
vice-president, Prof. Aaron S. Watkins,
Ada, O.

The above ticket was nominated
in this city by the Prohibitionist na-

tional convention, both men being
chosen unanimously. Tile full indorse-
ment of the convention was not, how-
ever, given to Mr. Chafln until after
three ballots had been taken.

On the first two ballots Mr. Chafin
did not show a great amount of
strength, receiving but 195 out of 1,088
votes on the first and 376 out of 1,087
on the second ballot. His nomination
was practically assured, however,
when the roll call began for the third
ballot. His own state, which had voted
largely for Daniel R. Sheen of Peoria,

and the New York delegation, followed
by those of Indiana and Wisconsin,
came over to Mr. Chafin, and on the
third ballot he received a total of 636
votes. The strongest competitor of
Mr. Chafin was Rev. William B. Pal-
more of St. Louis, who received 274
votes on the first ballot and 418 on the
second, and a comparatively small
vote after it was evident that the
nomination of Mr. Chafin could not be
prevented.

Palmore Refuses Second Place.
The convention up to this time had

run smoothly and without the slight-
est friction. It Was decided to make
Mr. Palmore the vice-presidential nom-
inee and he was named by acclama-
tion. He declined to accept the office,
however, and persisted in his attitude
despite the strong urgings of his
friends. The convention, finding itself
confronted with the necessity of nam-
ing another vice-presidential candi-
date, and many of the delegates, being
anxious to catch the early night trains
for their homes, became involved in a
deep parliamentary tangle. The rules
were several times suspended and the
suspensions immediately revoked. Fi-
nally it was decided that Prof. Wat-
kins should be named by acclamation.

There was no opposition to him at
the moment and Chairman Scanlon
was on the verge of declaring Prof.
Watkins the nominee when delegates
in various parts of the hall broke in

with a flood of motions, counter mo-
tions, amendments and suspensions of
the rules.

Watkins on First Ballot.

An extended debate followed which
finally resulted in the restoration of
the rules and a ballot for the vice-
presidency. Three men were named,
Prof. Watkins, T. B. Demaree of Ken-
tucky and Charles S. Holler of Indi-
ana. The ballot resulted in the nom-
ination of Prof. Watkins by an over-
whelming majority, and he was im-
mediately thereafter, upon motion of
the Kentucky delegates, made the
unanimous choice of the convention.

Both the presidential and vice-presi-
dential nominees are candidates for
governor in their respective states on
the Prohibition tickets.

Eugene W. Chafin, who leads the
Prohibition party this year, is an at-
torney residing in Chicago. He is a
native of Waukesha county, Wis., and
for some years practiced law there.
He was at one time candidate for gov-
ernor of Wisconsin on the Prohiibtion
ticket and was this year placed in the
running for the same position in Illi-
nois by the Prohibitionists of that
state.

The forenoon session of the conven-
tion was devoted to the discussion and
adoption of a platform which is prob-
ably the shortest on record, containing
not more than 350 words.

Johnson, a negro, was hanged at the
Moundsville penitentiary Friday even-
ing for the murder of Mrs. Beulah
Martin, colored. It was said he made
a startling confession to his ministers
in which he admitted murdering five
persons.

Rochester, N. Y., July 18.-The Y.

M. C. A. Rochester relay runners
reached Batavia Friday way ahead of
the schedule and gave the message
to Mayor Johnson there. The Batavia
boys took up the schedule until the
Buffalo boys were met.

PROTEST BRITONS

AMERICANS RAISE A HOWL ON

TUG-OF-WAR OPPONENTS'

SPIKED FOOTWEAR.

QUIT CONTEST AND
APPEAL TO JUDGES

United Kingdom Athletes Are Alleged

Offenders in Struggle - United

States Swimmers Score Victories

in the Swimming Events.

London, July 18.-The American
athletes are thoroughly disgusted with
the treatment accorded them by the
officials of the Olympic games.

The secrecy with which the draw.
ings for the track events were made
and the result of this system, whereby
the best American runners were put in
the same heats, was bad enough, they
say, but now the unfairness in the tug-
of-war Friday between an American
and a.United Kingdom team, in which
the officials allowed the United King-
dom team to compete with prepared
shoes, contrary to all the rules, has
disheartened the American contestants.
James E. Sullivan, American commis-
sioner to the games, has entered a vig-
orous protest, and it is hoped that in
the interest of the success of future

Olympiads the higher officials will do
something to stop the unfairness with
which the Americans allege the of-

ficials of the Amateur Athletic associa-
tion, who are conducting the games,
are treating their visitors.

Pole Vaulters Are Abashed,
The Amateur Athletic association

has refused also to allow the pole vaul-
ters to dig a hole for their poles, al-
though the Americans claim this has

been the practice at all previous re-
vivals of the Olympic games.

The great event of the early after-
noon was the final in the ten-mile
walk. In this event G. E. Larner,

United Kingdom, broke the record by
doing nine miles in 1 hour, 7 minutes,
37 4-5 seconds and ten miles in 1 hour,
I 15 minutes, 57 2-5 seconds. The latter
record is nearly two minutes inside
the previous amateur record for this
distance. E. J. Webb, United King-
dom, who was secend, cut off seven
seconds from the same record. The
rest of the field was outclassed. Spen-
cer, United Kingdom, finished a bad
third. England thus adds another win
to her score for all the Olympic games
and nine points to her score in the
contest with America for supremacy
in field snorts.

American Lose; Tnen rroieut.
America protested the tug-of-war

soon after Greece and Germany with-
drew from this contest, and the first
pull was between the American team
and the second team of the United
Kingdom. The protest was made on
the ground that the United Kingdom
team, contrary to the regulations,
wore prepared shoes. The American
team lost the first pull.

The American team had two more
pulls, the conditions being the best
two out of three, but in view of the
cause for their protest they decided
to retire. The American team was
composed of W. G. Burroughs, Chicago
A. A.; A. K. Dearborn, New York A.
C.; John J. Flanagan, Irish-American
A. C.; M. J. McGrath, New York A. C.;
Ralph Rose, Olympic A. C., San Fran-
cisco; Lee J. Talbott, Irish-American
A. C.; W. W. Coe, Jr., Boston A. A.,
and M. F. Horr, Irish-American A. C.

The English team, who are members
of the Liverpool police force, wore an
immense shoe which could not under
any circumstances be used for ordin-
ary purposes.
