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JABHINGTON, — President
Taft has reappointed Mal
Gen, J. Franklin Bell: as
chief of the general staff,
United States army. Gen.
Bell hag held this office for
some years, and it 1s un-
detstond that at the end
of another vear of service
in the pogition, he will be
guceeeded by Maj. Gen,
Leonard Wood.

Some gecond Kipling
should write of one of the deeds of J.
Franklin Bell. The general went over
to the Philippines ag a first lieutenant
of the Beventh calavry. He had not
been in the islands long before he was
put in command of a volunteer force
composed almost wholly of regulars
whose terms of enlistment had ex-
pired, but who were willing to take on
8 short term of duty to help in the
clearing up of the work which they
aided in starting.

Back Jn one of the provinees was o ¢
band of Tagalogs who bad given the
government forces all kinds of trou-
ble. One of thelr chlef villages was
“located,” and Gen, Bell with his fol-
lowing of old campalgners took the
trail for its capture. The command-
ing officer had been through cam-
paigns against the Sioux, the Apaches,
and other tribes of the mountains and
plains, and taken more than one leal
from the hook of knowledge of savage
warfare.

Guldes led the force to the vicin-
ity of the Tagalog village. Night fell
and the Tagalogs were sall unsus-
picious of the approach of the white
enemy, At three o'clock in the morn-
Ing, when sleep always hangs heavy on
the eyes, Bell led his men toward the
village. The Tagulogs had sentinels
posted along an outlying line. After
the manner of the people of the plains v
the goldiers erept silently between the
pickets, only one of whom was vigl- E
lant enough to detect the presence of .
tne enemy., He was sllenced before he
h]?dta chance to startle the air with a ery or a
shot,

Straight into the village went Bell at the head
of his men. Dawn streaks were beginning to
show In the sky, but the warriors were agleep
post the ordinary waking, for were not the Ben-
tinels posted, and were they not bound by every
:r:lndiﬁon of tribal honor to be awake and watch-
ul?

Lieut. Bell had given his men orders. The vil-
lage was cordoned with troops and there wasn't
& mouschole of escape. Hell has 8 whimsleal
humor. In the very heart of the Tagalog village
was an old muzzle-loading brass cannon, a trophy
taken by the Tagalogs from the Spaniards of an-
other day, and which the natives were haping to
use agalnst the equally hated Americans. Hell
detlalled a lopding party of three men. The three
became boys again, and they rammed the piece
full of powder and grass wadding, after the man-
ner of loading a Fourth of July cannon on the
village green in the home land.

The light of coming day was strong enough
for the conducting of operations. A lanyard was
pulled and the brazen piece roared out its reveille,
The sound of it shook the foundations of the Ta-
galog buts; it roused the warrlor sleepers as
would the cracking of doomeday. They ecame
armed, but naked to the fray. The Tagalogs looked
on bayonet points and down gun barrels and sur-
reoder came instanter.

Gen, J. Franklin Bell {8 the youngest officer
who ever held the position of ehief of staff, IHe
ie a genial general and he is willing to talk when
he properly may on the subjects touching his
profesgsion. Aa the joker put it, he i3 a Bell who
knows when to ring off, He avoids the sins of
gilence and of speech, wherein he shows that he is
wiger in his generation than some of his prede-
cessors were in their generation,

When his promotion came the chief of staff
jumped from a capluincy to a brigadier general-
&hip, and hia tremendous rank stride did not bring
forth one word of criticism from soldier or civi-
llan. Since then he has become a mijor general.
The army officers who were jumped said that
DBell carned his prometion, and that if other pro-
motions were, like hig, based solely on seryice
quality, there would be no heart burnings under
the blouses.

When the Seventh cavalry, in which Gen, Bell
wag Lhen a lieutenant, reached the Philippines,
the Bpanish troopes were still in possesion, for
Dewey had reduced the fleet, but not Manila city
and its immediate defenses. Information was
wented concerning the Spanish earthworks, Lieut,
Bell volunicered to get it. He didn’t tell any one
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how he was going

to get it. His meth-
od was daring and
r1ovel,

Tnder cover of

the darkness he
went to the water
front, stripped off
his clothes and
plunged In. He is a

On that nlght he swam the
entire distance around the bay, landing now and
then to get a closer look at the chnomy's water-

powerful swimmer,

front fortifications. He did thia ungseen of any
sentinel. If discovery had come It meant almost
vertaln death to the swimmer. He came back to
his starting point with full knowledge of the
strength of the Spaniarde in heavy guns, and
when the time for the assault came, the infor-
mation wae of priceless service,

Gen, Bell was called on while in the Philip-
rines to end the war in Batangas. He ended it,
and in ending 1t he took the only course pozsible
—a course that the civilians at a distance from
the fighting demounced as altogether too severe.
Bell wag called a gecond Weyler, and a second
duke of Alva, but when full knowledze came of
his operations and of the eraft and horrid cruelty
of the natives whom he was fighting, criticizm
died. Of his experlence and of the criticlam he
eaid in a letter to a friend:

“Knowing my disposition and kindly feeling
toward the natives full well, you will have no dit-
ficulty in understanding that the necessity for se-
vere measures has been a source of distress to
me. The only conegolation I can derive iz by
kecping my thoughis ou the end and object in
view. When one has worked faithfully, conseci-
entlonsly, and unselfishly for his country four
years, without relaxation or rest, it iz somewhat
discouraging, not to say distressing, to find that
even some of hig ewn countrymen appear to have
no confidence in his motives, judgment or integ-
rity."”

There is no wse in mincing words; Gen, Bell
is conaidered one of the most daring and dashing
officers in the American service. He weara a
medal of honor for charging “single-handed and
alone,” a hody of armod Filipinos. He was shot
at repeatedly from every quarler, but in army
parlance: “They didn't get him," but he got sey-
en of them, not dead, but alive, and he led back
to the Amerlean lines, hlg septet of prisoners, all
cowering under his polnted pistol, though overy
man jack of them was armed.

Il war were to come there ig no army doubt,
although he is far from being the ranking oflicer
of the service, that Gen. Dell would be given the
chief eommand of the field forces.
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It needs neither the bearing nor the uniform
of Lieut. Gen. Adna R. Chaffee (rotired), to show
that he is a soldier. You can see It in his face.
Hig expression 1z at once mild and aggressive,
and the eye i§ purposeful. Gen, Chaffee's name
comes most readily to the lips when one ig asked
to name a typical American soldier,

The former chief of staff of the army was

once a private in the ranks. For two years he was
an enlisted man, zerving In the regalars. He
jolned in 1861, choosing the caveiry arm of the
seryvice, and to it he remained faithfnl through all
the years of his duty. He is one of the finest riders
that the army ciaims,

There have heen many storles of Japanese Bpies
who have been found taklng notes of American
army operations and equipment. The Japs got their
first object lesson in the way American soldlers da
things from Gen, Chaffee. That ob-
ject lesson doubtless has had some
influence In moditying the thought
which the orientals held that they
coild whip the Amerlcans out «of
hand. Gen. Chaffes was in command
of the expedition which went to the
relief of the beleaguered embassles
at Peking., Japanese officers and
men saw him there. The general
won a fame in China which is not
confined to the American contiment.

The generals of Europe have giv-
en testimony that Adna R. Chaffee
i3 a great soldier. Orders to take
command of the Chinese expedition
reached Gen. Chaffes while he was
ut Magasaki on hoard a steamer
which was to take him to the Phil
ippines. The order was unexpected,
and the general had practically no
chance for campaign preparations.
He was to go into a strange land, to
lead an expedition against a strange
people, and not only was It expected
of him that he be succeesful, but
that success be won guickly, for the
lives of many Americans were in
dunger within sight of the walls of
the “Forbidden City.”

The general arrived at Tien-lain
too late to take part In the battle in
which the brave Maj. Liscum of the
Ninth infantry lost his life, Not
only was the American soldier
apurred to quick marching action by
the knowledge of the {mminent peri}
of the Americans at Peking, but he
was spurred by the knowledge that the scldlers of
other nations were to take part in the relief ex-
pedition, and he wished the men of his own coun-
try to show themaelves worthy in the sight of the
men of other countries.

They did show themselves worthy, and they re-
sponded to the call of their commander with an
alacrity that made the American leaders instead
of followers in that march beset with difficulties
and dangers almost unparalleled in moderp war-
fare.

There are men in the army to-day wha flrmly
believe that Gen, Chaffee did not sleep an hour
during the march to Peking. The soldiers who
made the march declare that the nights in China
are black; that It §s Impossible to see anything at
all without the aid of artificial light, and thege in
the blvouncs of the soldiers were forbidden for
precautionary reasons, There was no definite
knowledge of the forces that might be in the path
of the expedition, and no one knew what surprises
the night might cover, Gen. Chaftee, his soldiers
say, constituted himgelf a sentinel whoe refused to
be relieved from guard, and through the mights he
was alert and watching, and through the davs he
was alert and marching.

There are stories by the scores of men wha are
supposed to beay charmed llves, The hero of the
book of fiction sheds bullets as a slate roof shods
raln, and In the reading of it one finds it havd to
believe that any truth eould be siranger than this
fietlon, Il Gen. Chaflee doesn't bear a charmed
life he has the largest allowance of luck that has
fallen te any one man.

Gen, Chaffee has been four times breveited for
Lravery. Two of the brevel commissions came to
him for gallanty in the eivil war service, and two
for gallantry in battles with the Tndians.  He once
led a cavalry charvge over rough and precipitous
bluffs, where a cavalry charge was thought o be
a feat wellnigh impossibie.

He rode at the head of his men stralght into a
body of armed Indlans, scattering them, but not
until they had poured volley after volley inte Chal-
fee’s oncoming command. That charge gave the
soldier his brevet commissiom® as o lieutenant
¢olonel,

When the Spapish-American war broke out
Chaffee was made a brigadier general of vaolun-
teers. He was in the very thiek of the fighting
in front of Santlago. Capt. Arthur Lee, a British
army oflicer detailed by his government to watch
the field operatlions fn Cuba, attached himself to
the headquarters of Gen. Chaffee, Capt. Lee wrote
a story about the campalgn in which he paid te
Gen. Chafice the highest tribute that it [s possible
for one soldier to pay to another,
