INDICTED

New Haven Officials
to Face Trial.,

CONSPIRACY CHARGED
William Rqckefeller, Brother of

Oil King, lmong the Accused.

New York, Nov. 3.-criminal in-
dictments were returned by the Unit-
ed States government against twenty-
one directors and former directors of
the New York, New Haven and Hart-
ford Railroad company, including Wil-
liam Rockefeller, Theodore N. Vail,
George F. Baker, William Skinner,
Charles F. Brooker and John L. Bil-
lard.

The indictments charge conspiracy
in violation of the Sherman anti-trust
law to monopolize commerce. Section
2 of the law under which the indict-
ments were returned provides a maxi-
mum penalty of one year imprison-
ment and $5,000 fine,

Bench warrants were issued for the
twenty-one men named in the indict-
ment, on request of the district at-
torney. The complete list of those
indicted is:

Bail Fixed at $5,000.

The amount of bail was fixed at
$5,000 each by Federal Judge Foster.

Of the twenty-one men indicted only
five are on the New Haven directo-
rate. They are T. De Witt Cuyler,
Henry K. McHarg, Edward Milligan,
F. F•_L rewster and F._P. Maxwell.,

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The indictmien entumeuiates-approxi-
mately 160 corporations whose busi-
ness, it is charged, was to be monopo-
lized.

The late J. P. Morgan is named in
the bill as one of the conspirators.

Among the officers and former di-
rectors of the New Haven, also men-
tioned as conspirators but not in-
dicted, were: Edward N. Reed,
Charles P. Clark, Chauncey M. De-
pew, Lucius Tuttle, Charles S. Mellen,
Royal C. Taft. Richard A. McCurdey,
H. McK. Twombley, Alexander J. Cas-
sett, Timothy E. Byrnes, Edward C.
Buckland, Oakleigh Thorne, Marsden
J. Perry and "divers officers, agents,
attorneys and employes of the New
Haven company whose names are to
the grand jury unknown."

After naming 160 corporations the
indictment charges that the conspira-
tors used certain of them, including
the New England Navigation com-
papy, the Boston Railroad Holding
company, the Billard company and the
New England Steamship company,
through their influence, credit and I
funds, to impose upon the other con-
cerns contracts and working arrange-
ments which would insure monopo-
lization of commerce "in harmony
with the designs of such conspira-
tors."

ALLIES AND GERMANY
SEEK BALKAN AID

Bucharest, Nov. 3.--Bucharest is the
center of diplomatic negotiations on
which hang the attitude of the Balkan
powers toward the European war.

Representatives of the allies and
also of Gerumany and Austria are
moving every wheel in the effort to
gain the support of the Balkan states.

The aDlles are being assisted by the
Greek diplomatic representatives. The
latter are doing their best to per-
suade Servia to turn Macedonia, as a
reward for Bulgaria's participating in
the war against Turkey, back to Bul-
garia. In return Servin is to receive f
Bosnia in the event of the triumph of
the allies.

So far there has been no result to
the negotiations.

WITH FOOD FOR BELGIANS

Steamer From United States Arrives
at Rotterdam.

Rotterdam, Nov. 3.-The unloading
of the steamer Coblintz, which reach- I
ed here from England with 1.000 tons
of foodstuffs sent by the American
commission for the relief of the pleo-
ple of Belgium, began immedately af-
ter its arrival and continued through- i

out Saturday at high pressure.
The cargo was transferred promptly

to river and canal vessels, which
started on their way to Belgium.

SAYS RAILROAD CAUSED FIRE

Government Seeks to Collect Dam-
ages for Alleged Carelessnes.

An action has just been started
in the federal court at Butte against
the Great Northern Railway company
by United States Attorney Wheeler
to collect damages totaling $223,853.08.

The damages are asked as the re-
suit of a forest fire in July, 1910, on
the Flathead and Iewis and Clark na-
tional forest reserves, during which
107,605,860 feet of merchantable tim-
ber was burned.

The fire is alleged to have been
caused through the carelessness of
contractors In the employ of the rail-
way company.

PLAN "U" TRIANGLE DEBATE

North Dakota, Montana and Manitoba
Teams Will Compete.

The universities of Manitoba and
Montana will be debated by the Uni-
versity of North Dakota this year.
Contracts have just been signed. Both
debates will take place in March. the
Montana debate at Grand Forks and
the Manitoba debate at Winnipeg. In
the Manitoba debate each team will
have only two members to reduce
travel expenses.

KILLED RUSHING TO RESCUE

Montana Mining Man Struck by Fall.
ing Rock.

Roy Barnes, mining man and former
deputy sheriff of Jefferson county,

while rushing to the rescue of James
Bleacher, his partner, who had been
entombed by a cavein was struck by
a falling rock and instantly killed in
the mountains north of Butte.

Bleacher wriggled out and escaped
practically without a scratch.

Wins Accident Damage Suit.
The jury found a verdict for $1,000

for Mrs. Ora E. Johns in the suit
brought at Anaconda by her against
Dr. F. L. St. Jean for damages as the
result of an automobile accident near
Silver Lake. Judge Law, presiding
it the trial, issued a stay of execution
and gave the defendant thirty days
to prepare and file a bill of exceptions.

Lutz, Veteran Engineer, Dead.
.Tames M. iJutz. aged sixty-three, a

pioneer engineer of the old St. Paul
and Duluth railroad and for thirty
years an engineer for the Northern
Pacific, is dead in San Francisco,
whither he went a short time ago from
Butte for his health.
