Crops.

Notwithstanding the ’hoppers remain,
and apparently no diminution of their
number occurs, they change location
and sppear {0 move northward, thus leay-
ing some fields entirely free and passing
into those where they have not been be
fore. In some fields of rye near the Sioux
River and particularly those where grass
stands high, the heads of the stalk are
covered with them as the day declines,
and by sunset the outskirts of the fields
are literally alive with them. bat no par-
ticular destruction seems to follow their
night's roosting perch. Occasionally a
full-grown winged 'hopper appears among
the smaller ones; whether they couie from
an early hatch in the localty, or drop
from those flying over is uncertain. On
Saturday and Sunday many were flying
from the sonth, but flew very high, none
lighting  Our farmers mbstly are of the
opinion that the danger from those now
here is past, as grain has grown so rapid.
ly, aud they have thus far subsisted with-
out doing material injury, and as they
seem to relish the tender grass equally
with grain and more so, and their move-
ments northward and abandoning their
first locality, indicates a desire to leave;
in all probability when winged they will
fly north, and before doing much further
injury. The crops look splendid, never
better, and so much that farmers are feel-
ing almost independent once more, and
believe there is a God in Israel who will
rescue them from the Philistines.

The heavy rains this summmer have
done immense damage in several locali-
ties. In North Mississippi the bottom
lands are overflowed destroying buildings,
crops, and railroad tracks. At Omula,
Neb., the smelting works are surrounded
by water, and the fires were extinguished
in the furnaces by the rising water. Al
Council Bluffs, the water 1s cutting out a
new channel on the eastern shore so that
fears are entertained of South Councii
Bluffs belng swept away, including track
and depot of the Rock Island railroad.—
The Missouri also is on its ear up Dakota
way; it has been unusually high all the
spring, but the June rise is remarkuble,
It has formed new bars and new channel
at Yaukton. Opposite Elk Point, or at
Tonia, the current is too swift for the
steam ieiTy to cross. Oneman, Chas. Pat.
ten, lost one building by the flood, and
was obliged to move his house, mill, and
lumber, some 200,000 feet in quantiy.
Hundereds of acres of valuable timber
has been carried away, and the river now
runs where Patten’s house formerly stood.
The bluffs have been caving in west of
Sioux City so as to threaten injury
to the Dakota Southern railroad. The
track below Yankton has been remoyed
nearly a mile inland, the river having cav-
ed io the banks. The Sioux has been un.
fordable a great portion of the tine, at
Fairview and other fords in Lincoln coun.
ty. The Beaver, Saddle and Crooked
Creeks have also been almost as impussa-
ble as the Danube.

would seem o be wise to cut dowa at
least one halt in the assessment of reul’
estate and personsl property. ‘That is the
only way [ see of beaiing the uausoal tax
of 4 mills onn tha dollar for territorial pur-
poses; and that is one way to relieve us
from our financinl emburcassmeuts; one
way to assist the tax payer. Iunstead of
doing this e Board has permitted, in a
great many cases, the assessment of real
estate in the the east part of the couaty,
for more thua it would scll for.

The territorial board of equaiization at
its yesterday’s sussivn, cumpleted its work,
which it coudenses 1w tue tollowiong re.
pora:

“The territorial board of equalization
being in session this Lith day of Juue, A.
D. 1377, us provided in section 82 of
chapier 28, laws of 1877, do hereby direct
tirat the rate of territorial tax to be levied
for the current year, be, and is hereby fix-
ed, for all the couaties in the territory ex.
cept Clay county, at three mills oun the
doilar of valuation, as shown ia the assess-
ment returas of the ditferent county clerks
10 the territorial auditor for the year 1877,
and that the rate of territorial tax for Clay
county be, and is hereby fixed, at fouc
mills on the dollar of valuaiion, as shown
in the assessment returns of the clerk of
said couuty for the year 1877.

The above is based on the careful ex-
amioation and comparison of the difter-
eat assessment returns for the years 1876
Land 1977, Nearly all the counties show
u reduction in tiie Assessiaent of the pres.
ent year from last year, ranging from turee
to thirteen per eeut, with tue exception of
Clay county, which shows a reduciion of
forty-tive per ceat.

‘I'ue valuation of real estate per acre, as
shown in the returns of 1877, in the coun-
ties bordering on the Missouri river, is as
fHllows: Clay county, $1.78; Union,
$2.83: Yanokton, $3.69; Boa ,Homume,
