To-day the Union Pacific railroad com-
pany and Union Pacific express company
offer a reward of $10,000 for the arrcst of |
the thieves and the rccovery of themoney,
a pro rata of the reward to be paid for the
recovery of any portion of the money or
the capture of any of the robbers. The
sherifis of the surrounding countics and
commanding officers of military posts
throughout fiebrnka and Wyoming and
along the Union Pacific railroad have
been notified of the robbery and every-

In Cass county the grant aggregates
483,840 acres and every acre of this has
been sold by the company and paid for.
This properly, of course, pays no territo-
rial tax, wherein we are all interested.
