Evil News Rides Fast; While Good News Baits! 
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Elaction, 

The elections held last week in Ohio 
and Iowa, have resulted somewhat differ-
entlyfthan the earnest Republicans exDect-
ed. In Iowa the Republican majorities 
were less than anticipated. Gear, the Re­
publican candidate for Govenor, having 
received about 30,000 majority; and the 
balance of the Slate ticket will have a 
majority of about 40,000 over the Demo­
crats. And the Legislature will stand on 
joint ballot, Republican by 72. Jessup, 
the Prohibition candidate, received only 
a vote of about 0,000.

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organized and supported their nominees. 
The Greenback Prohibition and Work-

ingmcn's ticket each drew more heavily 
from the Republican, tha n from the Demo­
cratic ranks; and in addition to this draft, 
the lukewaruiness of many Republican^, 
as to endorsing or ignoring the Presiden­
tial policy, kept many away from the 
polls. 

Ohio, we must confess, flopped far be­
yond our expectation, over the traces, and 
is lost for this campaign at least. 

The Republican committee concede the 
democratic majority for Bishop (Govenor) 
to be 25,000, and the democratic majority 
in the Legislature, on joint ballot to be 41. 

It is natural, when one is surprised at a 
result, that he should trace the cause, and 
in case of a party's defeat, to cormneut and 
if possible to present apologies, or account 
for the disaster in every possible way, oth­
er than to admit that a permanent aban­
donment of principles by members of the 
party lias occurred. 

But individually we are not so wrapped 
up in party chains as to lose sight of the 
true condition that our feeble vision dis­
closes as existing. 

In considering the Ohio matter we find 
the same elements that were in Iowa. 
Ohio had in addition to the regular Demo­
cratic, a Greenback ticket, for which 35,-
000 votes were polled. A Prohibition and 
Worliingmen's ticket. The temperance 
ticket, as past history shows, drew from 
the Republicans, and the Workingmen's 
party also received large accessions from 
the German Republicans. Thus, the two 
latter organizations were sources that 
weakened the Republican ranks material 
iy-

And it must be admitted that the indorse­
ment of President Hayes policy by the con­
vention at Cleveland, as a matter of course 
drove many from its support that would 
haye voted for West, had the convention 
remained silent upon that question. 

Hayes' majority last fall in that State 
was a litle over 2,700. Ohio is his home; 
he was well or better known to the voters 
of that State than to the people outside. 
Now if such an overwhelming change oc­
curred there within the short period of 
less than one year, can it be accounted for 
alone upon the hypothesis that some new 
and attractive fetlures have developed in 
the Democratic, Greenback, Prohibition or 
Workingmen's organization, and has oc­
casioned this? We think not. 

In our own midst, we hear staunch Re­
publicans denounce the ''policy," and 
should an indorsement of it be called for, 
many active workers would repudiate it. 

But let us take things as we find them, 
not be disheartened by this late reaction; 
the Republican party has too many pure 
and solid principles for the maintenence 
of which no etlort must be abated. 

Do not ignore the elements, that has 
through the glorious efforts of Republicans 
cairied this government through one of 
the most fearful ordeals that history bears 
record of. That the downfall of the Re-
Republican party is approaching, we no 
more apprehend than that the milleniuin 
will occur to-morrow. That even the de­
feat in Ohio just experienced, has placed 
the party there beyond resurrection, we 
by no means apprehend. Men that are 
Republicans through principle, and not 
for spoils, will not desert the ship in a 
storm. If, as some think the commander 
is out of his reckoning, for one we heartily 
believe that President Hayes is sincerc and 
honest in doing what he believes to be the 
true and only method of averting a worse 
storm than many would believe was liable 
to occur. His policy, it is true, meets 
with the severe disapproval of many 
who helped elevate him to the position of 

'Chief Executive, and prophecy a total dis­
memberment of the old Republican party 
thereby, and point to the result of the late 
election as unmistakable evidence of their 
theory; but only the weak-kneed and milk 
and water partisans will swallow this, and 
those who have sore shins and heads ob 
tained in the scrambles tor office within 
the ranks. 

Fremont was denounced because of his 
proclamation emancipating slavery in 
Missouri, at the early stage of the war, and 
for what was considered enormous extrav­
agance in the erection of gunboats and 
concentration of large bodies of troops in 
certain localities; and he was removed 
from his field with the approval of people 
generally, but not only was the completion 
of the war vessels ordered by the govern­
ment, subsequently, but an extended outlay 
in the same line w'as made, and the final 
plan of the government in the Cumberland 
servicc, was but the culmination of Fre­
mont's original plan. 

We well remember the feelings of indig­
nation that prevailed against Secretary

Seward at the north, when the telegraph 
flashed the news over northern wires that 
lie had ordered the arch rebels, Mason and 
Slidell, to be released, and the bitter terms 
oi traitor to the Republican cause was ap­
plied extensively; but time developed the 
fact that Seward was right, and that his 
keen foresight and prudence was superior 
to our indignant and shortsighted views. 
We were not able to make war with Eng­
land, and he was educated far enough 
head of us to know that fact better than 
we. Lincoln, upon whose action the en­
tire north depended for their relief from 
the terrible maelstrom that the old ship of 
State was engulfed" in, was traduced, vili­
fied and accused of betraying his trust by 
his slow and apparently useless move­
ments, but when the time came he rang 
the death knell to human bondage, but the 
counterpart of what Fremont had started, 
but too soon for the people to be reconcilecf 
to it. Change of commanders in the army 
a fearful waitine, without ordering or al­
lowing movements of our great armies, 
disheartened many of his former support­
ers and warm adherants, and the party 
was then threatened witli an overthrow 
as soon as the soldiers could have a voice 
in the political field; time proved that we 
were mistaken, and he knew better of the 
magnitude and our great danger. These 
are but few and feeble reminders, out of 
the many that American history gives us 
of the liability of an impatient and hasty 
people, to wrongfully denounce measures 
that, are being adopted and enforced in all 
honesty and good faith for our benefit, and 
possibly the only ones that work out re­
lief from a threatened danger that our nar. 
row and partial vision does not discern. 

No! Republicans do not be discourag­
ed. You that are such from principle will 
not be, and if you cannot at present ap­
prove of every measure the President ad­
vocates, there is ample time to be apprised 
of a betrayal if any of you fear that. Duty, 
as well as love for.the party that has been 
the one that many ot lis ever became 
allied to, should keep us within its call-
l,Off" years arc nothing new, only slight­
ly disagreeable, and if they make you 
uneasy, do as the Press & Dakotaian says: 
"A political experiment is going on, hold 
your breath." 

All is well that ends well.

Russian Soldiers and the Bible. 

Among the strange incidents of the war 
in the East is the eagerness the Russian 
soldiers show for the purchase of the Bi­
bles sent for their use by the British aud 
Foreign Bible Socicty. Over sixty thous­
and Bibles have been bought by them 
since the Russian armies crossed the Pruth. 

An agent says that the readiness of the 
soldier's to buy is nnparalleled in the ex­
perience of ihe society's continental work. 
It is a strange thing, he says, when fierce-
looking Cossacks, armed to the teeth, 
thank you ten times over for having 
brought them the New Testament, and 
when they can scarce be restrained in the 
gladness of their hearts, from taking you 
up in their bony arms to giye you a well, 
meant hug of gratitude. 

And not only do the men buy, but they 
also read. The Russian soldier, he says, 
has yet to be discovered who would speak 
an irreverent word of the Holy Gospel. 
The commanding officer has frequently 
been the first to buy a number for the peo­
ple, which he himself would distribute at 
once as a gift to the common soldiers 
around him.— Philadelphia Post.

How Prairie Dogs Get Water. 

It has always been a subject of curiosity 
and inquiry as to how and where prairie 
dogs, living on the prairie far awav from 
any river or stream, obtain their water.

Every time a dog 
wants a drink he deoends this staircase, 
which, considering the distance, is no 
mean task. In digging for water, the ani 
mals display as much pluck as in resist 
ing the efiorts of settlers to expel them 
from the land of their progenitors.—^.
