How l« Save Clover Seed. 

One of our best clover seed savers is 
just at our elbow, and he says: "Tell 
them the second crop is for the seed, and 
is really fit for no other purpose, as it 
salivates the stock fed on it; that the 
best time to cut forseed is a very nice 
point to determine. It should be cut 
when a majority of the heads turn 
brown, and before any begin to shed off 
the little seed pods, each of which con­
tains a seed. Out the second crop of 
clover just as though it were for hay, 
rake it into windrows and let it lie and 
take one or twoshowers; then put it into 
very small cocks while damp, about one 
good pitchfork full in a place, and when 
it is dry put into stacks and cap with 
something that will turn water; or what 
infill better, if you have ashed or barn, 
put it there and let it remain until you 
can get a huller to take it out for you. 
There are hullers enough now in the 
state to hull all the seed needed for 
home use, and the ovyners of the hullers 
are willing and anxious to go to any sec­
tion where work can be had. Let our 
farmers save all the clover seed they can, 
and thus help to make thousands of dol­
lars for the state, now sent out each 
year for clover seed to sow.—Rural Sun. 

Fall Plowing;. 

This subject has always been treated, 
with various opinions of the effect of 
moving the soil in the fail, subjecting it 
to the action of frost before seeding it 
with a spring crop. But the difference 
of opinion has arisen from the difference 
of conditions. The great advantage of 
fall plowing arises from the pulverizing 
cflc.ct of frost; but if the soil is light or 
sandy, it needs compacting rather than 
pulverizing, and is thus better plowed in 
spring. In discussing the different 
modesof cultivating land, farmers should 
always take into consideration all the 
circumstances, and the writers on agri­
cultural practice should state all the 
points likely to affect the result. This is 
so often neglected as to lead to disap-
ppintment when the practice is adopted 
under new conditions. The reasons for 
fall plowing haa been often misunder-

ng roots for winter feeding, 
tne house cellar for the pur-
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stood, and the practice misapplied. 
Bearing in mind that it is intended to 
assist in the pulverization of stiff soils 
by the action of frost, it follows that 
the soil should not be wet or saturated 
with water through the winter, for this 
would prevent the expected action of 
frost. If the land is heavy, and lies 
nearly level, it should be plowed into 
ridges by turning two furrows together, 
which leaves quite a dead furrow be­
tween each two ridges to receive the wa­
ter, and these ridges will be penetrated 
by the frost, and so pulverized that 
when the ridge is split by a large double 
mouldboard plow in spring, laying it 
over each way into the furrow, the land 
will' be level and work up mellow for a 

.seed-bed. 
When land, with a considerable pro* 

portion of clay, lies sufficiently sloping 
for the surface water to run off) it should 
be plowed so as to leave the surface 
rough, facilitating the action of frost. 
It is quite safe also to plow such land 
deeper in fall than in spring, because the 
soil, thrown up from bebw the ordinary 
furrow, will be so thoroughly serated, 
broken down by the frost, and its unfa­
vorable acid neutralized, as to adapt it 
to the immediate use of plant growth. 

Care of Cows. 

A correspondent of the Cuft^y Gentle-
man writing on the carfc f>T dows says: 
It is very important that cows are well 
provided for in every way to afford them 
the greatest comfort—the most essential 
point to be considered by the dairyman. 
The cows must be made quiet and com­
fortable; pure water, from springs or 
pumps, is of great importance, and shade 
sufficient for a retreat from the burning 
sun in the heat of the day. The neces­
sity of pure water is too often overlook­
ed. The cow, panting with heat, is 
forced to the stagnant puddle or pool, 
covered, perhaps, with green scum. And 
when to be milked, she is often hurried 
from the pasture by dogs or inconsider­
ate boys, and the little milk in her bag is 
in a poor condition to furnish her inhu­
man owner with milk from which good 
butter can be made. The material for 
choice butter must first be manufactured 
from the cow. Her general health must 
be secured by an abundant supply of 
blood and flesh producing elements in 
all she eats and drinks. If the blood is 
pure, the whole system is in a healthy 
state. From her blood the milk is pro­
duced. If one is impure, so is the other, 
no matter what the cause may be, and 
the causes can be numbered by scores. 
There are many ways that cow's blood 
can be affected by neglect in winter, as 
in summer. If the cow is cared for in 
every particular—the kind and quality 
of food and drink, suitable stabling in 
winter, kind and gentle treatment in all 
things toward her, she will return these 
with compound interest in the pail. 
Where there are defects in the milk 
from any cause whatever, no skill of the 
dairyman can make good butter out of 
it. I am confident that those who speak 
and write upon the rules of making Dut-
ter, myself included, have too often 
omittea to begin at the starting point. 
True, much nan been wisely said, and 
good advice given by commencing at 
sorne of the many points that occur after 
milking. But the way of procuring the 
milk has been too much neglected. When 
the milk is sound and pure there is little 
left to the skill of butter-making. Per­
fect cleanliness in everything the milk 
and cream comes in contact with, and 
pure, sweet air, free from all offensive 
odore, are the essentials after milking. 
The real art of butter-making commences 
before drawing the milk from the cow. 
lake good care of the cow, and the most 
needed reform in butter-making is com­
menced. «•„• * ..

no farmer who has a right to be called 
one should think of neglecting the culti­
vation of roots for his different kinds of 
?!?.,• „Thfe is scarcely a farm, on 
which the farmer makes a living, which 
is not large enough to make it profitable 
to grow from one to two acres or more of 
carrots, mangel wurtzels, etc. If they 
have not been grown this season, by all 
means purchase some. If the markets 
are carefully noted, it is often possible 
to buy comparatively large lots at very 
moderate figures. He who goes without 
them deprives his stock of something 
they really need, besides not realizing the 
same amount of value from the food con­
sumed that would be obtained if a few 
roots were regularly fed, to tone the 
system and keep the animals sound and 
healthy. 

In storin 
never use tue nouse cellar tor the pur­
pose, for the smell which will continually 
arise from them and pervade the entire 
house will not only be unpleasant, but 
may lead to sickness. A barn cellar is 
the most appropriate place, though we 
nave kept large quantities out of doors, 
in mounds made for that purpose. We 
select a high piece of ground, on which 
we put a light sprinkling of straw; on 
this the heap of roots is put, say about 
fifty bushels in a heap, alter first care­
fully removing the tops or leaves. After 
the pile has been nicely rounded up, 
spread a light covering of straw on them 
and then put on the earth or soil care­
fully to the depth of six or eight inches, 
first making a "chimney" at the extreme 
top, with a wisp of straw placed upright, 
to afford ventilation. By taking the soil 
from immediately around the pile, for 
covering the roots, better drainage is 
afforded, and they are kept free from wet 
or dampness. After the soil has all been 
put on which is necessary, go over the 
heap and pat it down nicely with the 
back of the spade, to make it shed the 
rain without washing away any, or but 
little. In this way we have kept carroty 
beets, parsnips, turnips atia Mangel 
wurtzels the entire winter. We always 
took one heap at a time, when wanted for 
Use, and conveyed all to the barn, to a 
dark place free from frost. When this 
lot was used up, we tackled another heap 
in the same Way. 

If roots are placed in a light and airy 
place, they will soon shrivel up or rot, 
and lose much of their Valile as stock 
feed. After the heap has been finished 
and pressed down with the spade, it is a 
good plan to cover it with a few inches 
of ola straw or fresh litter from the 
stable,-which will prevent heavy rains 
from washing the earth down. A better 
substance is long rye straw placed 
around the mound and tied at the top, as 
this will shed most of the rain, and if 
drainage is properly provided for, no 
trouble need be a ' "

HonnehoM Matters. 
GINGER SNAPS.—Six tablespoonfuls 

of butter, four teaspoonfuls of water, one 
teaspoonful of soda, one of ginger; put 
this in a cup and then fill it with good 
molasses; silted flour enough to roll; be 
careful not to scorch. 

CURE FOR DYSPEPSIA.—ti«e I oz. rhu­
barb, \ oz. snake root* 2 ot. wild cherry, 
1 oz. cubebs> 2 o£. sweet fern, 1 oz. prick­
ly ash fcafk. Put these into 2 quarts of 
Water and let it slowly simmer until re­
duced to a pint, then put it into 1 quart 
of the best gin and take a wine-glassful 
before each meal. 

CHOCOLATE CAKE,—One cupful of 
best butter, and two cupfuls ot sugar, 
beaten to a cream; one cupful of sweet 
milk, three and one-half cupfuls of sifted 
flour, one teaspoonful of cream of tarrar, 
sifted in the flour; one-half teaspoonful 
of soda, dissolved in a very little hot 
water; the whites of four eggs well 
beaten, and the yolks of six; make a 
frosting with the whites of two eggs, one 
and one-half cupfuls of powdered sugar, 
six tablespoonfuls of grated chocolate, 
one teaspoonful of vanilla; frost when 
the cake is warm. 

WASHING SUGGESTIONS.—For blank­
ets, shawls or clouds, or any white 
flannels, nothing should be used in Wash­
ing them but plenty of soaD and cold 
water. They then retain tfieir color, 
and are soft and like new for years. 
The first water should be very strong 
with borax, about two ounces to a tub 
of warm water; use soap sparingly on the 
soiled places only. The second water 
should be a weak suds; rub in no soap 
and use less borax; rinse well in clear 
warm water: wring very dry; shake well; 
hang where they will dry rapidly. The 
blankets will be as soft as new. 

BOILED CRUST.—Some crusts require 
1 hour for boiling and others 20 minutes. 
A very good crust for steamed apple 
pudding is made quickly by using pre­
pared flour. Pare 1 quart of apples, cut 
them up, and place them in a deep round 
cake pan; add water enough to not quite 
cover them, 3 tablespoonfuls of sugar, a 
little ground cloves and cinnamon, a tea­
spoonful of butter. Make a crust; use 
only prepared flour and milk enough to 
make it as stiff as bread dough; spread 
it about 1 inch thick all over the top of 
the apples; leave room enough in the 
pan for it to rise; cover it over tightly 
with a tin cover or dinner plate; place 
it on the rear of the range, where it will 
cook slowly and steadily for 25 minutes, 
as soon as the apples are soft the crust is 
done; serve at once. 

How they Die in Bulgaria. 
When the head of a Bulgarian family 

perceives that he is about to die, he sends 
for the priest and begins to bargain with 
him about the cost of his funeral. The 
mpment he dies all the pots, pans, and 
kettles in the house are turned upside 
down to prevent his soul taking refuse 
in any one of them, and great care is 
taken to prevent either man or animal— 
especially a cat or dog—from stepping 
across his body, as otherwise in the opin­
ion of his family, he would turn into a 
vampire and be a continual nuisance to 
them and to their neighbors. The body 
is buried without any coffin, in a shallow 
grave, and left there for three years, 
during which time many offerings of food 
and wine are placed upon it. At the 
end of the third year the bones of the 
dead man are dug up, carefully washed, 
put into a linen bag,laid before the altar 
in the village church, and, after receiv­
ing the blessing of the priest, are finally 
buried for good.

A" American consular officer, now in 

Washington on leave of absence, relates 
a Very funny occurrence which came 
under his observation during his official 
residence in Liverpool. A successful 
and wealthy shipowner, having devoted 
more time to the business of money-
making than to the cultivation of any 
ot the unnecessary embellishments of 
the intellect, was considered by his busi­
ness associates a little "off" in his 
orthography. He sent an order to Bom­
bay, and, among other things, wrote for 
two monkeys, which he wanted to pre­
sent to some friends; but departing from 
the usual mode of spelling the word two, 
he put it too. Perhaps tne handwriting 
was not very legible, as is often the case 
with others than illiterate shipowners. 
At any rate the master of the snip read 
it 100, as did also the agents in Bombay.

In the island of Rhio the resident as­

They bring what they have to the 
edge of the forest, and leave it there, 
ana the Malays come and place what 
they have to dispose of and retire. If 
the offer is satisfactory when they return 
again they find what they brought gone, 
and take what is left and depart, if not, 
they add a few trifles more to tempt the 
eyes of these wild men of the wooas, and 
so at last the exchange is effected, yet all 
the while the sellers keep themselves in­
visible. 

But if these (elephants) are uncomfort­
able neighbors, there are others that are 
more so—the reptiles, which abound here 
as in India. But familiarity breeds con­
tempt, or indifference. The people are 
not afraid of them, and hardly notice 
them, but speak of them in an easy sort 
of a way, as if they were the most harm­
less tilings in nature—poor innocent 
creatures, which might almost be pets in 
the family, and allowed to run about the 
house at their will. Soberly, there are 
certain domestic snakes which are in­
dulged with these liberties. Said Mr. K: 
"I was once visiting in Sumatra, and 
spending the night at the house of a 
friend. I heard a noise, and asked, 
What is that?" 'Oh, nothing,' they

said; ' it was a large black snake which 
freqUented the house, afad as it did no 
mischief and hunted the rats they let it 
roam about where it liked.'" Thinking 
this rather a big story, with which our 
friend might practice on the credulity of 
a stranger, I turned to the resident of 
Palembang, who confirmed it. He said 
this domestication of serpents was not 
Uncommon. There was a kind of a boa 
that was very useful as an exterminator 
of rats, and for this purpose the good 
Dutch housekeepers allowed it crawl 
about or to lie coiled up in the pantry. 
Sometimes this interesting member of 
the family was stretched out on the ver­
anda to bask in the sun—a pleasant ob­
ject to any stranger who might be in­
vited to accept hospitality.—Dr. Field, 
in the Evangelitt.
