The squash is very rich in flesh and

fat-forming clements, consequently it ig
a valuable food for stock, and all the
waste of, the crop should be carefully
saved dndk fed. “Thé speckled and green
ones, boiled up and mixed with meal
and shorts, make excellent food for
swine and poultry; and, cut up raw, they
are valuable for cows and young stock.
When feeding them to hens and cows
giving,;mlk, the sceds should be re-
moveﬁ,' as they have a diuretic effoct
which tends“to' dry up the milk and
cause hens to cease laying. Squashesare
worth half as much per ton to feed as
good hay.

HNauling Manure,

In drawing manure, I use mo waoon
box; with two or three stout planks for
the bottom, and two wide boardsfor side
pieces, the rigging is complete. Arrived
in the field, take off a side board, and
with a potato hook, pull off enough ma-
nure for a heap, starting the team, an-
other heap i§ made from the other side,
apd then one from'each end, .making
always five, md somctimes. six heaps
from the load. I rake off in heaps, be- |
cause the manure is unloaded so much
more rapidly than by pitching. If I had
to pitch it over a wagon box, as is usu-
ally done, I should spread as J unloaded.
It is in this rapid uloading that much of
the saving is made. If the distance to
draw is short, or the manure inconven-
ient to get at, I somelimes find it better
have two men to load. The manure
heaps afterward while the team is pow-
ing or engaged in other work. It isa
material waste to allow horses to be idle
while the manure is being spread.— Cor.

i Baising Rye.

A writer in the Country Gentleman
thinks that the'light sandy fields that
are often left uncultivated should be de-
voted to an occasional crop of winter
rye. Light sandy soils produce the best
quality of rye, the grain giving a whiter
and sweeter quality of flour than heavier
soils, which are more valuable for other
crops. For rye these thin soils should
be ploughed early and harvested well
when the grain is to be sown. A half
bushel more of seed will be required to
the acre. ., Early sowing will require less
séed. than’late, as, if-sown early, the

nts spread so as to fill the soil, even
if quite thin when they come up. Some
manures,will cause ap increase of double
that efiected by’ others. Buitably pre-

ared night soil, carefully “applied and
warrowed in with the seed, makes one of
the best fertilizers for rye on any soil. In
the early spring, when the grain is three
or four inches high, a bushel of plaster
and gypsum, if sown broadcast to the
acre, will produce excellent results.
Shell lime, harrowed in after the sced is
sown, is also good. If sown late, oneand
three-fourths bushels of sced will be re-
quired to the acre. Rye may be sown at
any tiwe, after.the 1st ‘of September up
to the-time forsthe ground to freeze, as

but the earlier sowing is altogether best.
If there is likely to be too much fall

rowth, feeding it off with calves or
fight stock does not injure it, while it
furnishes an excellent fall pasture for
calves or milch cows.

Steaming ¥Fodder for Sheep.

A farmer in Ohio who has experi-
mented extensively in feeding sheep, as
is reported, selected 300 ewes and divided
them into two equal numbers, and as
nearly equal in size, weight, age and
condition as he could get them. One lot |
of 150 was placed in one shed and re-i
ceived liberal rations of clover, hay and
sheaf oats. The other lot of 150 was
placed in a neighbering shed, and fed
twice a day with steamed corn-fodder,
cut w0 three-quarters of an inch in
length, mixed with two bushels of bran,
and wet down with boiler-water—at the
rate of one bushel of the mixed feed to
ten sheep. Before beginning each lot
was weighed on a set of stock scales con-
veniently near, and thereafter were
weighed twice a weck. Each lot re-
ceived the same care in watering, bed-
ding, exercise, protection against storms,
&c. The experiments were continued
over a period of eight weeks. The re-
cords of the details were so satisfactory
as to seem to warrant the purchase of an
engine and boiler, and the putting up of
works and conveniences on a scale ade-
quate to the wants of the flock. Since
then he has fed this food almost exclu-
sively. Last winter, owing to the failure
of the hay crop,-he kept over his eutire
stock, consisting of 20 horses, about
20 head of cattle, and between 1,600 and
1,700 sheep, without a pound of hay, and
they cameinto spring in better condition

than they have ever done on dry feed.
The sheet-anchor of steam feeding, he
believes, is the fodder of sowed corn, of

which he ciit and cured 500 tons fast
summer from eighty acres of upland
clay sod.

Winter Wheat.

Sow wheat, if possible, (says tl
Herald,) upon land that is not quite
level, 8o that ice cannot collect upon it
in winter. The land must be well fer-
tilized, but should not be manured with
-strong, fresh manure unless applied to
some previous crop. It is best not tosow
any kind of grass sced with the wheat,
for land that will produce good wheat,
will also raise a crop of grass which will
interfere both with the growth and har-
vesting of the wheat. Soaking the seed
in brine, it is said, will kill the smut-
spores. By soaking it, manyof the light
kernels can be flooded and poured off.
Generally enough care is not given to se-
lecting the seed wheat.

A correspondent of the Rural World,

writing upon the subject of selecting
wheat for sowing, says: Although it is
admitted that there is no decline in the
fertility of the soil, but, on the contrary,
agreat improvement on the past, it 18
nevertheless acknowledged that there is
a great falling off in the production per
acre of wheat in the principal grain-
growing sections.

Theresult of my ex perience with
least “thirty-eight iﬂ'crlent. vuricti:s 2}
wheat for years, proves beyond a doubt
that good, healthy, unadulterated secd
selectad and saved, as farmers select and
save their sced corn, will not run out or
deteriorate,in the least, but grow better.
To illust. ate and prove this fact, I desire
to give the result of an experiment made
this season. Last June I picked seven
pounds of the best center heads of my
wheat, and drilled it eleven inches apart
1n rows, at the rate of only forty pounds
to the acre. It grew most luxuriantly,
and was entirely too thick for large hoad);.
It attained a height of six and one-half
feet, and much of it fell down. April
20th it commenced heading, was reaped
June 11th, and to-day (June 23d) it was
threshed, making, according to the report
of a committec, gver sixty-seven bushels
peracre. J . T

Winter House-Planty.

Pot plants that are to bloom in winter
should be examined at once to see if they
need shifting into larger pots. To get
the plant out of its pot, lay the left hand
over the top of the pot with the plant
between the fingers, Then grasping the
pot firmly with the right hand, invert it
and tap the edge lightly against a win-
dow sill or any other projection until
the ball of earth comes out, as you would
turn a jelly out of a mould. If the
roots have become matted closely around
the sides and bottom, the plant needs a
larger pot; for geraniums, one size larger
is best, as they will bloom better in the

liotropes, fuschias, roses and carnations
will necd pots two sizes larger. Put a
little thoroughly decayed manure into
the bottom of the pot, set the ball of
earth into it, and ﬁll up the sides with
fresh soil, ‘pressing it down gently
around the roots. The surface of the
80il should ne nearly half an inch below
the:level of the edge of the pot, so as to
‘give room for water, and as the earth
sinks'down, a fresh supply can be added
occasionally. A good compost for plants
can be made out of one-third perfectl
decayed manure, one-third sharp sand,
and one-third garden soil. Mix this
well together, and if a few spoonfuls of
air-slacked lime can bestirred in with it,
it will kill aii the larvee of insects.

A Remarkable Globe.
A monk of the Benedictine monastery
t Raygern, between Brunnand Vienna,
isa self-taught mechanician and artist.
