On Tuesday morning, the 23d inst, the
waters of the west branch of the Vermail.
lion, swollen by a terrible shower of the
night previous, was found to have oyer-
flown Its banks and flooded all the bottom
lands skiriing the river on either side,—
Half a dozen houses occupied by Russians
were utterly ruined, and so far as we have
learned seven persons lost their lives by
drowning. Of tkcag four wereé mewbeds

another—three were children, two women,
and two men. One old man was saved by
floating on a feather bed to a place of
safety. In several 1nstances families sav-
ed their lives by climbing onto their
house roofs and there remaining until
rescued. One large family was saved by
the swimming of a faithful horse, taking
them one after another, from the house to
high land.
