Will Merchant, the popular conductor
gives the sigoal, and we feel the motion
s0 exhilerating to those who have been
bounded cver roads in cramped and crazy
jerkeys; down the valley we roll as smooth

Tom Sargent steps
aboard, he is bornd for the Kansas plains,
but admitted before we seperated that the
Bioux Valley where he has liyed for nine
years never looked so well as during this
ride. Over the long bridge 0 to lowasoil
again, and a few moments time halts usat
Calliope. Here we wait winls the pay
ments are being made to the former track.
lavers, who receives his American Ducats
smilingly. Stepping to the rear platform,
we sce across the river on the Dakota side
the line of the old Stage road winding
round the bluffs; but 1ts days are ended,
and those who have sweltered under the
burning sun or felt the keen breath of
winter while praring over 1t, will appreci.

Calliope has been made notorious for
the reluctance with which yoars ago, its
residents and County officials surrendered
the seat of justice of Sioux county to Or.

A fine extent of country
upon both sides of the river, will in time
pay tribute to this point.

As the train moved away from the de.

It is the
smoothest new track we ever rode over.
The Depots are tastey, and sized accord-
ing to the business demandas of their loca-
tion, The Telegraph line being erected,
by the company will be of the first.class
the poles are of cedar and of that uniform
size and hight that gives solidity to its ap-
vearance. Aside from the usefullness of
this rosd, the scenery spread the;entire
length of its line is of that nature engage to
the attention of the traveler.
