SECRETARY RAMSEY will leave on the 
2:*,d inst., for the purpose of visiting and 
inspecting the military prisons at l'ort 
Leavenworth and Rock Island. 

THE citizens of Washington wlio^ had 
subscribed a considerable sum to fire a 
saluse over Grant's nomination, declined 
to have it used for a salute after Grant 
was defeated. 

THE convention of railway mail super­
intendents has closed. Thev agreed upon 
a number of regulations designed to pro­
cure more accuracy and expedition of the 
service.

VETOED. 

Vail Text or Pres. Haye*' Veto of the 
l>«'pnty Marshal Bill. 

President Haves sent the following 
veto message to the senate June 15: 

Aftor mature consideration of the bill entitle*! 
An act regulating the pay and appointment of 
deputy marshals, I am constrained to withhold 
from it my approval, and return it to the senate, 
in which it originated, with my objection to its 
passage. 

The.laws now in force on the subject of tho bill 
befoi-e lue are contained in the following sections of 
tho revised statutes: Section 2021: Whenever an 
election at which representatives or delegates in 
congress are to be chosen is held in any city or 
town of 20,000 inhabitants or upwards, the mar­
shal for the district in which said city or town is 
situated, shall on application in writing of at least 
two citizens residing in such city or town appoint 
special deputy marshals whose duty it shall be 
when required thereto to aid and assist supervisors 
of election in tho certification of any list of per­
sons wh6 may have registered or voted to attend 
in each election district or voting precincts, at the 
times and plaoes when anil where the registration 
may by law be scrutinized, and ilie nainetj regist­
ered and votes be marked for challenge, and also 
to attend 

ALL TIMES FOR HOLDING ELECTIONS 

the polls in suoh district or precinct." 
Section 2022. Tho marshal and liis general 

ileputies shall keep tho peace and support and 
protect supervisors of election in discharge of 
their duties, preserve ordorat such plaoes of regis­
tration, and at such polls, prevent fraudulent 
registration and fraudulent voting thereat, or 
fraudulent conduct on part of any officer of elec­
tion and immediately at the place of registration 
or polling place or elsewhere, and either before or 
nftor registering or voting to arrest and take into 
custody with or without process any person who 
commits, or attempts or offers to commit acts or 
offenses prohibited herein, or who commits an of­
fense against the laws of the United States; but 
no i>erson shall be arrested without process for any 
offense not committed in the presence of the mar­
shal or his general or special deputies, or either of 
them, or of supervisors of elections, or either of 
them; and for the purposes of arrest or preserva­
tion of the peace the supervisoi-s of election shall 
in the absence of marshals' deputies, or if required 
to assist such deputies, have the same duties and 
powein as deputy marshids; nor shall any person 
on the day of such election be 

ARRESTED WITHOUT PROCESS 

for any offense committed on the day of rgistra-
tion. 

Section 2023. Whenever any arrest is made un­
der any provision of this title, tho person so ar­
rested shall forthwith be brought, before a com­
missioner, judge or court of the United States for 
tho examination of offenses alleged, and such 
commissioner, judge or court shall proceed in re-
ipect thereto, as authorized by law in the case of 

crime against the United States. 
Section 2024. The marshal or his general depu­

ties, or such special deputies as are thereto speci­
ally empowered by hiin in writing, and under his 
hand and seal, whenever he or either or any of 
tliem is forcibly resisted in executing their duties 
under this title, or shall by violence, threats or 
menaces be prevented from executing such duties, 
or from arresting any person who has committed 
inv offense for which the marshal or his general 
or special deputies are authorized to make such 
arrest, are and each of them empowered to sum­
mon and call to his aid by-standers or a jxume 
comitatus of his district. 

Section 2028. Xo person shall be appointed a 
supervisor of election or deputy marshal under 
the preceding provisions who is not at the time of 
his appointment a qualified voter of the city, town 
county or parish election district or voting pre­
cinct in which his duties are to be performed. If 
any peison be appointed supervisor of election or 
special deputy marshal under the provisions of this 
title of the elective franchise, and has taken the 
oath of office as such supervisor of election or such 
special deputy marshal, and thereafter neglect or 
refuses 

WITHOUT GOOD AND LAWFUL EXCUSE 
to perform and discharge fully the duties of such 
office until the expiration of the term for which he 
was appointed, he shall not only be subject to re­
moval from office with loss of all pay or emoluments, 
but he shall be punished by imprisonment with 
not less than six months or more than one year, 
or by line of not less than $200 and more than 
$500, or by both line and imprisonment, and shall 
pay the cost of prosecution. 

Section 5522. Every person whether with or 
without any authority, power or process, or pre­
tended authority, power or process of any state or 
territory or municipality, who obstructs, hinders 
assault*, or by bribes solicited, taken or otherwise, 
interferes «it'll or prevents supervisors of elections 
or of either of them, or the marshal or his general 
ot specia': deputies or oithor of them, in the per­
formance of any duty required of thein, or which 
lie or they, or either of them may bo authorized to 
perform by any law of the United States, in the 
execution of a process or otherwise, or who by any 
means before mentioned, hinders orprevents a free 
attendance at such places of registration or at 
polls of election, or to and from any room where 
any such registration or election or canvass of 
votes, or of making any returns or certificates 
thereof may be had or who molests, interferes with 
removes or ejects from any such place of registra­
tion or poll of election; or of canvassing the votes 
c;ist thereat, or of making returns of certificates 
thereof, any 

SUPERVISOR OF ELECTION, 

the marshal or his general special deputies or 
either of them, or who threatens or attempts, or 
offers so to do. or refuses or nogleeta to aid and 
assist any supervisor of election or marshal or his 
general or special deputies or cither of them, in 
tlij performance of his or their duties when re­
quired by hiin or them, or either of them, to give 
such aid and assistance, shall be liable to instant 
arrest without process, and shall be punished by 
imprisonment of not more than two years or by 
fine not more than $3,000, or by both such fine 
and imprisonment; and shall pay the cost of 
prosecution." 

The Supreme Court of the Uuited Statos in a 
recent case of ex-parte Siebot and others, do-
cided at October term, 1879. on a auestion raised 
in the case as to the constitutionality of the sec­
tions of the revised statutes above quoted, uses the 
following language: These portions of the re­
vised statutes are taken from the act commonly 
known as the enforcement act, approved May 31, 
1S70, and entitled an act to enforce the right of 
citizens of the United States to vote in the several 
States of this Union, and for other purposes, and 
from a supplement of that act approved July 28, 
1871. They relate to the elections of members of 
the house of representatives and were an assertion 
on the part of congress of power co pass laws for 

REGULATING AND SUPERINTENDING 
said elections and for securing the purity thereof, 
and the rights of citizens to vote thereat peace­
ably and without molestation. It must be con­
ceded to be a most important power and of a fun­
damental character in the light of recent history, 
and of violence, fraud, corruption and irregular­
ities which have frequently prevailed at such elec­
tions. It may easily be conceived that the exer­
tion of power, if it exists, may be necessary to the 
stability of our form of government. 

The greatest difficulty in coming to a just con­
clusion arises from a mistaken notion with regard 
to the relations which subsist between the state 
and national governments. It seems to be often 
overlooked that a national constitution has been 
adopted in this country establishing a real govern­
ment therein, and which, moreover, is or should be 
as dear to every American citizen as his state gov­
ernments is. Whenever a true conoeption ot the 
nature of this government is once conceded, no 
real difficulty will arise in the just interpretation 
of its powers. Rut if we allow ourselves to regard 
it as a hostile organization, opposed to tho proper 
sovereignty and dignity of state governments, wc 
shall continue to be vexed with difficulties as to 
jurisdiction and authority. No greater jealousy 
is required to be exorcised toward this government 
in preference to a preservation of our liberties than 
is proper to be exercised towards state govern­
ments. Its powers are limited in number and 
clearly defined and its action within the soope of 
those powers is restrained by a sufficiently rigid 
bill of right for the protection of its citizens from 
oppression. The true interests of the people of 
this country requires that both national ana state 
governments should be allowed, without jealous 
interference on eithe side, to 

BXCERCISE ALL THE POWERS 

which respectively belong to them according to 
fair and practical construction of the constitution 
and State rights, and the rights of the nation and 
state should be equally respected, lloth are es­
sential to a preservation of our liberties and the 
perpetuity of our institutions, but in endeavoring 
to vindicate one we should not allow our zeal to 
nullify or impair the other. 

The true doctrine, as we oonceive, is this, that 
while states are really sovereign as to^ all matters 
which have not been granted to the - jurisdiction 
and control of the United States, the constitution 
and constitutional laws are, as we have already 
said, the supreme law of the land, and when they 
conflict with the laws of states they are of para­
mount authority and obligation. This is the 
fundamental principle on wnioh the authority of 
the constitution is based, and unless it be conceded 
in practice aa well as on theory, the fabric of our 
constitution as it was contemplated by its founders, 
cannot stand. 

The questions involved have respect not more to 
autonomy Hid existence of states than to a con­
tinued existence of the United States as a govern­
ment to which every American citiien may look 
for security and protection in every part of the 
land. Why do we have marshals at all if they 
cannot phy sically lay hand oa persons and thinga 
in the perfoiinance of their proper <|trties T What 

functions can they perform if they cannot use 
force in executing tlie process of courts'? Must 
they call on the nearest court for protection? Must 
they rely on him to use requisite compulsion and 
to keep the peace while they are soliciting und en­
treating the parties and bystanders to allow the law 
to take its course 1 This is 

A NECESSARY CONSEQUENCE 

of the position assumed. If wo iudulge in such 
impracticable views as these and keep on re-fining 
and re-lining, we shall draw the national govern­
ment out of the Unitod States and delegate it to 
the District of Columbia, or perhaps to some for­
eign soil. We shall bring it back to a condition 
of greater helplessness than that of tlie old con­
federation. The idea is based on the starved nnd 
impracticable view of nuture and powers of the 
national government. It must execute the powers 
or it is no government. It must execute on land 
as well as on sea, oil things ;us well as on persons, 
und to do this it must. neoessarily have power to 
command obodience, preserve order and to keep 
peace; and no person of power iu this land has 
the right to resist or question its authority so long 
as it keeps within the bounds of ite jurisdiction. 

I have deemed it fitting and proper to quote 
thus largely from an important and elaborate 
opinion of tlie supreme court, because the bill lie-
fore me proceeds upon the construction of the con­
stitution as to the powers of the national govern­
ment, which is in direct conflict with the judgment 
of tho highest judicial tribunal of our country. 
Under sectious of the present law above quoted, 
officers of the United States are authorized and it 
is their duty in case of congressional elections to 
keep the peace at the polls and place of registra­
tion, to arrest immediately any pert-on who is 
guilty of crime against the United States election 
laws, and to 

PROTECT ALL OFFICERS OF ELECTION 
in tlie performance of their dutios, and whenever 
an arrest is made to bring the person so arrested 
before a commissioner, judgo or court of the United 
States for examination of offenses alleged against 
him. Such special deputy marshals are specially 
empowered thereto by the marshals, iu writing, 
and if forcibly resisted may call to their aid the 
by-standers or a poone comitatu*. It is made a 
crime punishable by fine or imprisonment to hin­
der. assault or otherwise interfere with the mar­
shal or his special deputies, or to threaten or at­
tempt to do BO. If any person appoiuted such 
special deputy marshal has taken the oath of of­
fice, and thereafter neglects or refuses to fully dis­
charge the duties of suoh office, he is punishable 
not only by removal from office but by line and 
imprisonment. The functions of special deputy 
marshals now provided for by law being executive, 
they are placed under the authority of a well 
known chief executive officer of the courts of the 
United States. They are in fact, not merely in 
name, the deputies of the marshal, and he and his 
bondsmen are responsible for them. A civil force 
for the execution of the law is thus instituted! n 
accordance with long established and familiar 
usage which is simple, effective and under a res­
ponsible head. 

The necessity for a possession of tho powers by 
appropriate officers will not be called iu question 
by intelligent citizens who appreciate the import­
ance of peacoable, orderly and lawful elections. 
Similar powers arc conferred and 

EXERCISED UNDER THESE XAWS 

with respect to state elections. The executive 
officers ot the United States under existing laws 
have no other or greater power to supervise and 
control the conduct of congressional elections than 
state executive officers exercise in regard to state 
elections. 

The bill before me changes couipetely the pres­
ent law by substituting for special deputy mar­
shals of the existing statutes new officers 
hitherto unknown to law and who luck the power, 
responsibility and protection as oxecutive officers. 
The bill under consideration is as follows: 

Re it enacted, by the senate and house of repre­
sentatives of the United States of America in con­
gress assembled, That from and after the passage 
of this act the pay of all deputy marshals for ser­
vices in reference to any election shall be $5 for 
each day of actual service, and no more. 

Sec. 2. That all deputy marshals to serve in ref­
erence to any election shall be appointed by the 
circuit court of the United States, for the district 
in which such marshals are to perform their duty 
in each year, and judges of the several circuti 
courts of the United States are hereby authorized 
to 

OPEN THEIR RESPECTIVE COURTS 
at any time for that purpose; and iu case circuit 
courts shall not be open for that purpose at least 
ten days prior to registration, if there be one, or 
if no registration be required then at least ten 
days bofore election, the judges of district oourts 
of the United States are hereby re­
spectively authorized to causc their courts to be 
opened for the purpose of appointing suoh deputy 
marshal", who shall be appointed by said district 
courts, and tho officers so appointed shall be in 
equal numbors from different political partio-s, and 
shall be well known citizens, of good moral char­
acter and actual residents of tho voting precincts 
in which their duties are to be performed, and 
shall not be candidates for office at such elections; 
and all laws and parts of laws inconsistent with 
this act arc horeby repealed. Provided, that mar­
shals of the United States for whom deputies 
shall be appointed by the court under- this act 
shall not be liable for any acts of such deputies." 

It will be observed that deputy marshals pro­
posed by the bill before me are 

DISTINCTLY DIFFERENT OFFICERS 

from special deputies of the marshal, as such offi­
cers are now provided for in the statutes. This bill 
docs not oonnect the new officers with the existing 
laws relating to special deputy marshals, so as to 
invest the proposed deputy marshals with the 
same powers, to impose upon them the same duties 
and to give them the same protection by means of 
criminal laws. When new officers are ci'eated, dis­
tinct in character and appointed by different au­
thority, although similar in name to the officers 
already provided for, such new officers are not 
held by similar responsibility to the criminal law, 
do not poeseta the same powers and arc not simi­
larly protected, unless it is expressly to provided 
by legislation. The so-called deputy marshals 

{irovided for in this bill will have no executive 
lead. The marshal can noither appoint nor re­

move thein. lie cannot control them, and ho is 
not responsible for them. They will have no au­
thority to call to their aid, if resisted, the jxme 
comitatu*. They are protected by no criminal 
statutes in the performance of their dutios. An 
assault upon one of these deputies, with intent to 
prevent a lawful election, will be no more than an 
ordinary 

ASSAULT UPON ANY OTHER CITIZEN, 
They cannot keep the peace. They cannot make 
arrests when crimes are committed in their pres­
ence. What powers they have are confined to the 
precincts for which they were appointed; the dep­
uty marshals of this bill cannot keep the pcace, 
make arrests, hold prisoners, take prisoners before 
a proper tribunal for hearing, nor perform any 
other duty. No oaths of office are requii'ed ot 
them, and they give no bond. They have no 
superior who is responsible for them, and they are 
not punishable for neglect of duty or misconduct in 
offioo. 

In all these respects this bill makes a radical 
change between the powers of United States offi­
cers at national elections and tho powew uniform­
ly possessed and excercised by state officers at state 
elections. This discrimination against the author­
ity of the United States is a departure from the 
usage of the government, established by precedent 
beginning with the earliest statutes on the subject, 

id violates the true principles of the constitution. 
The supreme oourt, in the decision already referred 
to, says: "It is argued that the preservation of 
poaoc and good order in society is not within the 
powers confided to the government of the United 
States, but belongs exclusively to the States. 
Here, again, we are met with the theory that the 
government of the United States does not rest up­
on the soil and territory of the country. We think 
that this thoory is founded on an entire 

MISCONCEPTION OF THE NATURE 
and powers of that government. We hold it to 
be law incontrovertible principle that the govern­
ment of the United States may by means of physi­
cal force exercise through its official agents and 
execute on every foot of American soil the powers 
and functions that belong to it." 

This necessarily involves power to command 
obedience to its laws and hence power to keep the 
peace to that cxtcut. This power to enforce its 
laws and execute its functions in all place? does 
not derogate from the power of the state to ex­
ecute its laws at the same time and in the same 
place. The one does not execute the other, ex­
cept where both cannot be executed at i i.o same 
time. In that case the words of the constitution it­
self show which is to yield. This constitution and 
all laws which shall be made in pursuance thereof 
shall be supremo laws of the land 

In conclusion, it is proper to say that no objec­
tion would be made to the appointment of officers 
to act with reference to elections by the courts of 
the United States, and that I am in favor of ap­
pointing officers to supervise and protect the sec­
tiona without regard to partv. But the bill be­
fore me, while it recognizes the power and duty 
of the United States, and to provide officers to 
guard and scrutinise Crongressional districts fails 
to adapt its provissions to existing laws so as to 
aecure efficient supervision and protection. _ It is 
therefore returned to the senate wliere it originat­
ed, for that further consideration which it con­
templated by the constitution.

AN AWFUL FATE. 

Caugiit in a Wolf Trap and Devoured 
by Wolves. 

All the Year Around. 

The favorite trap employed for wolves 
in Burgundy is the tanquerard. This 
is the most dangerous even to man, the 
strongest that is made requiring .two 
men to set it. It has springs of formid­
able power and delicacy, and when 
these are touched the jaws of the trap, 
armed with rows of teeth shut one 
within the other. It spite c>f every pre­
caution, however, very sad occurrence 
will happen in these forests. 

Some years ago a trap was placed 
near a deserted footway, and tlie usual 
warning precautions taken. The same 
day a young man anxious to present to 
his fiance some turtledoves and pigeons 
with rosy beaks, with whose where­
abouts he was acquainted, left his home 
a little beferc sunset to surprise the 
birds on their nest. He was late. The 
night closed rapidly, and with the in­
tention of shortening the road he took 
his way across the forest. Without in 
the least heeding the brambles and 
bushes which caught his legs, or the 
ditches and streams he was obliged to 
cross, he passed on, and after a contin­
ued battle with the thorns, the stumps 
roots, and the long clinging tendrils ot 
the wild roses, came exactly on the 
track where the trap was set. 

Tlie night was now nearly dark, and 
thinking only of his doves and loved 
one, he failed to observe that several 
little pieces of string were swinging to 
and fro in the breeze from the branches 
of the thicket near him. Dreadful, in­
deed, was it for him that he did not, 
for suddenly he felt a terrible shock, ac­
companied by most intense pain, the 
bones of his leg being apparently 
crushed to splinters. He was caught in 
the wolf trap. 

The first few moments of pain and 
suffering over, 1 e must have compre­
hended the danger of his position, and 
had, it is presumed, with great presence 
of mind, endeavored to open the ser­
rated iron jaws which held him fast. 
But though danger is said to double the 
strength of a man, the trap refused to 
give up its prey, and at each movement 
of his body the iron teeth buried them­
selves deeper and deeper in his flesh 
his agony must, have been of the most 
exquisite description. He probably 
shouted, and would have continued to 
shout, however hopelessly, for help, had 
it not been for the fear of attracting the 
wolves that might be lurking in the 
neighborhood. He had under his coat 
a small hatchet, and with this, in the 
event of his being attacked by the 
dreaded animals, he trusted to defend 
himself. As the night lengthened, the 
moon rose and shed her pale light over 
the forest. All at once, far awav, he 
hears a confused murmur of indistinct 
sounds. Approaching with ra­
pidity, these murmurs become 
cries and yells. They are -those of 
wolves on the track—hellish demons, 
which ere a few minutes would be up­
on him, carried direct to the spot by 
the trails set for his destroyers. Fear 
not being part of his hardy nature, he 
by almost superhuman efforts, and in 
the awful moment forgetting all nain, 
he contrived to drag himself and the 
trap toward an oak tree, against which 
he placed his back. 

Here, with his hatchet ready to 
strike, the young fellow, full of courage, 
doubtless offered up a prayer to his 
God, and embracing, as it were, in his 
mind his poor old mother and his bride, 
awaited the horrible result, determined 
to show himself a true child of the for­
est, and meet his fate like a man. A 
few minutes more and he was sur­
rounded by a cordon of yellow flames 
from the eyes of the brutes, the ani­
mals themselves, which he could scarce­
ly distinguish, sending forth their horri­
ble yells full in his face. 

On the following morning, when the 
unfortunate forester who set the trap 
came to examine it, he found at the 
foot of the oak, deluged with blood, the 
bone of a human leg upright between 
the iron teeth, and all around, scattered 
about the turf and the path, a quantity 
of human remains. Shreds of a coat 
and other articles of clothing were also 
discovered near the spot. With the as­
sistance of some dogs, which were put 
on the scent, three wolves, their heads 
and bodies cut open with a hatchet, 
were found dying in an adjacent thick­
et. When the venerable cure of the 
village, after previously endeavoring in 
every possible way by Christian exhort­
ation to prepare his aged mother to 
hear the sad fate, informed her that 
these remains of humanity were all 
that was left of her boy, she laughed! 
Alas! it was the laugh of madness; rea­
son had fled. 

Seventeen-Year Locnsts. 
Tlie seventeen-year locust is filling 

the hills and rich bottom-lands of West­
ern Pennsylvania and Virginia with its 
droning thunder, which is almost deaf­
ening at noon on a sunny day. The 
farmers have plenty of reasonable 
theories to account for its mysterious 
appearance and long absence.

If these branches are burned 
and the ground plowed up our visitor 
will be longer in making his journey 
from China or the Red Sea.

She ended by 
informing him that unless lie married 
her within two weeks she would "shoot 
him on sight." This frightened the 
youthful suitor and was the cause of his 
disappearance. It was supposed that 
he had gone to the home of a relative 
in the southern part of the county. At 
last the young woman, true to her de­
claration, had started on a search for 
her false lover, and seemed, bent on 
bringing the boy to time. She had 
armed herself with a revolver, and un­
less the matter could be amicably set­
tled a tragedy was looked for. The affair 
has created a great sensation. 

Three Children Drowned Through Reck­
lessness.

An accident through carelessness, 
caused the death of three children in 
the waters of the Blackwater about a 
mile below the mouth of Clear fork 
Sunday afternoon, A man na med Con­
ners, liis wife, sister and four children, 
attempted to cross to liis home on the 
opposite side to save a drive to a bridge 
four miles below. Tlie women pleaded 
earnestly against making the attempt, 
as the water was running very swiftly, 
and at the lowest stage there was a deep 
hole alongside the ford, making it un­
safe to cross at any time. Conners per­
sisted and stubbornly drove in. Almost 
as soon as the wagon struck the water 
it was upset, and threw the occupants 
into the raging waters, carrying them 
swiftly down stream. Conners seized 
his wife, who had a baby in her arms, 
and being an expert swimmer, succeed­
ed in reaching the shore, but in a com­
pletely exhausted condition. The sister 
who was buoyed up by her clothing, 
was carried about a mile down stream 
with the next to the youngest child held 
fast in her arms, when she succeeded in 
clutching an overhanging limb, but 
unfortunately lost her hold on the child 
and it was drowned. 

The body of this child has not yet 
been recovered. One of the children 
was caught under the wagon bed, where 
its corpse was afterwards found. An­
other of the children was earned down 
stream and drowned, and its dead body 
was found some distance below the 
scene, of accident. One horse was drown­
ed, but the other by frantic efforts, suc­
ceeded in breaking loose from the har­
ness and swam ashore. 

A Tcacher of Pocketpicking.
