SrPERINTENDENT WALSH, of the mounted
police, passed through St. Paunl on the 3rd
inst., from Wood Mountain on his way
east on a leave of absence. He says two-
thirds of the Sicux Indians have returned
to their reservation in the United States,
and the remainder with Sitting Bull are on
Americam Territory between the Milk
and Missouri rivers, but they have not, as
yet, surrendered.

Tne commander of the Jamestown
writes from Alaska that two hundred In-
dians of both sexes and all ages remain in
Sitka ranche, all the more enterprising
being on the sea, otter, and seal hunting
trips. Those left started on a spree on
the 5th of July, but were soon checked by
an armed boat from the Jamestown crew
of which formed a protecting party to the
Indian policemen. A little stabbing was
done, but no one was seriously injured.
The ringleaders have been subjected to a
bread-and water diet. .

The New Ameer--His Relations to the
Russian Government.

The father of the Abdurranman was

Mahommed Afzul Khan, eldest son of |

the Dos Mahommed; but on his wife's
side he has Populzai blood in his veins.

In 1863-64, when the death of the Dost |
had rendered the throne vacant, Afzul

Khan, as eldest son of the deceased
Ameer objected to his claims being set
aside in favor of his younger half
brother, Shere Ali,and soon the country
was in a state of elvil war. Abdurrah-
man was placed by his father in charge
of Takhtipul in Turkestan, and showed
some genius as a soldier, but was event-
ually obliged to confess himself beaten
by Shere Ali's forces. He made a half-
hearted submissipn, and being suspect-
ed of still intriguing in favor of his
father, was summoned to Cabul. This
order he refused to obey, but dreading
th& consequences fled across the Oxus
into Bokhara, where many other sir-
dars had taken refuge. Turkestan was
still very unsettled, and Abdurrahman
induced many of the garrison of Balkh
to desert Shere Ali and cross into Bok-
harra. The Ameer of that khanate
openly espoused his cause and aided
hun in many ways.  With a small buat
well equipped foree he at last recrossed
the Oxus and made fo - Akcha, then in
charge of Faiz Mohammed Khan, The
latter, finding himself unequal to any
successful resistanco. threw over Shere
Ali and united his garrison with the
force from Bokhara. The governor of
Turkestan, Fateh Mobammed Khan,
was not so easily won over, and resisted
the new army. His soldiers, however,
proved faithless, and leaving them to
follow their own course of action. he
fled from Turkestan. - Abdurrahman
thus found himself in a few weeks at
the head of a few weeks at the bead of
a fairly powerful army; and pushing on
to Takhtipul, he resumed his old posi-
tion as governor. Turkestan had thus
falien easily into his hands, and so
striking was his success that he resolved
upon a march to Cabul. His uncle,
Azim Khan, a man of some ability,
joined him; and Shere Ali, still having
with him, Afzul Khan a prisoner, was
forced to leave his capital. On the 24th
of February Abdurrahman entéred the
city without opposition.  But his posi-
tion in Turkestan soon became unten-
able. His soldiers, hearing that Shere
Ali was in possession of Cabul, lost
heart and deserted, and in Jannary,
18G9, in conjunction with Azim Khan
he was once more a fugitive. After
Azim Khan had appealed to the Indian
government for help and been refused,
the sirdars sought refuge in Persia, and
afterward in the trans-Oxus Khanates.
Azim Khan died in October, 1869, and
Abdurrahman, still entertaining his
idea of regaining Cabul, went to Khive.
Here his intrigues to raise a force with
which to conquer Afghan-Turkestan
met with such slight success that he
turned his steps to Bokhara. Living as
a refugee in that khanate was Jehanhar
Shah, ex-Meer of Badaksham. This
chief had heartily aided Afzul Khan in
his struggle for the throne, and to ce-
ment the alliance had given his sister
in marringe to Azim Khan and his
daughter to Abdurrahman. Shere Ali,
in August, 1969, induced the Badak-
sham sirdars to depose Jehander Shah,
who was imprisoned in his own capital
of Faizabad. He persuaded his late
subjects to grant his release,and crossed
the Oxus to Rulab where Abdurrah-
man joined him. Their intrigues to
gain possession of Badaksham were on
the basis of raising a force of Tur-
comans on the north, while the Meer
of Maimena. with an army of Usbegs
co-operated with them from the west
through Baikh and Kunduzi The want
of money was a great obstacle to suc-
cess, Abdurrahman conceived the idea
of supplicating aid from Russia. While
Jehandar Shah went to Chitral to reek
aid from Aman-ul-Mulk, chief of that
country, Abdurahman left Bokhara for
Samarcand, and reach Tashhend in
May, 1870. General Kaufman received
him hospitably, but was deaf to all his
appeals for troops to aid him in con-
quering Afghan-Turkestan. A pension
of about £5,000 was assigned to him,
but a refusal was given to his request
to visit St. Petersburg and represent his
case to the ezar.  When Schuyler saw
him he expressed a confident belief
that with £50,000 to raize and equipan
army he could once more make him-
self supreme in Afghanistan.  With
this one idea in his mind he was saving
nine-tenths of his pension, and hinted
that, under favorable conditions, he
might be aided by Russia. Jehanda
Khan, after raising an unsuccessful in-
surrection in Badakshan in 1873, joined
his son-in-law at Samarcand in 1875,
but has since died.

CANADIAN TROPHIES.

Relies Being Collected for a Dominion
Military Museun.
Ottowa Free Press.

The history of Canada is rich in
records of heroism from the time when
Jacques Cartier first explored the mys-
teries of the mighty St. Lawrence down
to the last attempt on our borders at
Eccles hill, when your gallant militia
sent for the Fenians to the right about
in double-quick. Mementoes of these
struggles are no doubt plentiful in the
country, many of them in private
hands, Some trophies captured by
our troops, and some old properties be-
longing to corps that served in America
at various times, have long been among
the stores belonging to the militia de-
partment. These Col. Wily, director
of stores, has gathered together and
placed in order to form the nucleus of
a military museum. Unoccupied
apartments in the new drill hall were
found admirably adapted for the pur-
pose required, and under the direction
of the colonel are in process of being
fitted up. On the walls are a series of
beautifully-arranged star devices of
bayonets, sword-bayonets,  pistols,
sabres, etc., of varions patterns, in a
splendid state of preservation, all the
blades being highly burnished, and in
as good order asif required for imme-
diate uge. On the floor beneath these
will be arranged piles of shot and shell,
representing the development of gun
nery from an early period down to the
ordnance now in use in the domin-
ion. The spherical and oblong shot
and shell will be so displayed as to
give an idea of the old and new styles
of artillery. In the centre of the room
is a nine-pounder smooth-bore gun,
marked in the metal with the letters,
“8. N. Y.,” which stand for the state of
New York. Itisan old-fashioned bat-
tering gun, weighing only seven hun-

LAFAYETTE’S TOMB.

How it Appears to Americans Who

Visit France.
Paris Register.

All Americans should make, as we
have done, a pilgrimage to the last
resting-place of the great Lafayette, at
the Cemetery of Picpus. Itissituated
at the end of the amien of the “Dames
de V'Adoration Perpetuelle.” It was
bought by some families who wished to
be there united in repcse with their
forefathers, whom the revolution had
there buried after Having put them to
death. The part of the Cemetery of
the Madeleine where was supposed to
be found the remains of Louis XVI.
and Marie Antoinette, is, as all know,
marked by the “Chapelle Expiatoire,”
surrounded by a small park. It has
been said that it became .necessary to
abandon this cemetery because it was
gorged with dead. This is an error; the
room was not lacking, but the place of
interment was badly situated in the
midst of a quarter thinly populated, but
rich; it was beside the “subject of the
diatribes of the aristocrats and of the
contre revolutionists.” The result was
its removal.

During the early part of the Reign of
Terror a cemetery being needed, choice
was made of a sort of desert, which,
backing up against the very walls of La
Folie Chartres, thatis to say the Park
Moanceau of to-day, was bounded by the
wall d’enceinte, the Rue Valois and the
Rue du Roche. This was called the
cemetery de Mouseeaux, as known of-
ficially, but all the people of La Petite
Pologne called it the ‘“‘cemetiere des
Errancis.” It was “inaugurated” in
July, 1795, by the burial of the body of
Charlotte Corday, one of the very first
to be interred there. It received also
all the “hard cases” of the revolution.
These desperate men were rejoined
there later on by Bourbotte, Romme,
Goujon. Duquesney, Duroy and Sou-
brany. The cemetery was very soon
closed and never again used. fore
the 18th brumaire no more interements
were made there, and its very existence
seemed to be ignored. A ‘“cabaret”
was established on its site, and people
drank, sang and danced there.

The annexation of that suburb of
Paris caused this “petit Tivoli” to dis-
appear. The construction of the Bou-
levard Malsherbes and the extending of
the Rue Miromeuil scattered nearly the
last remains of the ancient cemetery.
All that is left of it now is a fi ent,
close to the walls, and some | -ﬁ)lay-
ers come together there occasionally to
enjoy themselves. Picpus, La Madel-
eine and Les Errancis were, therefore,
the three depositories of the victims of
the Guillotine.

As the noble lord concluded his state-
ment startling in its brevity, a low mur-
mur, which sounded like a groan, ran
through the house the faces of the
members looked grave, and little groups
gathered on the benches and in the
lobbies to discuss the terrible news.
Lord Hartington’s voice, while’ mak-
ing the announcement, shook with
emotion, and this unwonted exhibition
of sensibility created the idea that the
worst of the story had not yet been
told. The general impression among
the members was that the affairs are in
a worse state than the government ad-
mitted. Many persons acqnainted
with Indian affais expressed their fears
lest the Afghan success should lead
to a general rising of the clans, and
eventually to an uprising in India it-
