An Interview.
Sioux Falls Pantagraph,

On the 20th of November an interview
appeared in the St. Paul Pioncer Press,
between ““Madison,' a correspondent of
the paper, and Gov. Ordway. The inter-
view dwelt upon the differences between
the covernor and Delegate Pettigrew, and
charged that the latter had opposed ef-
forts for relicving the sufferers by last
spring's flood on the Missouri. Leighton
Wynn, a Yankton banker, came out ina
reply showing that Delegate Pettigrew
had done more than any other individual
anywhere for the relief of the suffererers,
that he had done it promptly—in fact as
as anybody had  done any-
thing, but that he had done it quietly and
withont any flourish of trumpets.  This
reply was a “‘sincher'’ on the governor,
the only thing left for him to do was to
deny the interview. He had trusted his
finest eges in the basket, and when the
eges were so unceremoniously and com-
pletely smashed, he just had to declare
thot the basket wasn't his'n. The Yank-
ton Press made this statement in regard
to the matter :

“Gov. Ordway asserts in the most pos-
itive terms that the interview published
in the St. Paul Pioneer Press ot Nov. 20,
purporting to be a conversation between
himself and a corespondent of the Pioneer
Press, is bugus.  Ile says that such iuter-
view was never had, and that the first he
ever heard of it was through the commu-
nication of Leighton Wynn, published in
the Press and Dakotaian of November
26.""

The idea that a stray interview had got
in Gov. Ordway’s copious herd was alto-
gether ludicrous—or rather it seemed
funny that a man engaged in gobbling cat-
tle of that sort from every possible pas-
ture should undertake to say of any par-
ticular eritter that it wasn't his.  Where
a man has so many of a kind, it is prepos-
terous that he should assuma to know all
of them on sight.  We feit pretty certain
that the particalar animal under consider-
ation was his. however—bacause he made
such a monstrous bull of it, and it was
branded with a big “‘I.""  We have there-
fore sought to clear away any cloud which
he might fear reste’d upon his title to the
property, and suceess has been secured.
We were yesterday put in possession of the
following extract from a private letter
from the corresponient who wrote the let-
ter to the Pionner Press, and if anybody
attempts to deprive Gov. Ordway of his
right to that interview, we will undertake
to furnish sworn affidavits that it belongs
to him, hoof and horn. The extract is
as follows :

“I understand that Gov. Ordway denies
the interview. I can hardly believe that
he would do such a thing. The interview
is accurate in every detail, and he knew
he was talking for publication. This in-
terview took place in the parlor of the
Jenks hotel at Yankton, and he sent to
my room for me. I have in the hand-
writing of his private secretary, a portion
of the ‘remarks’ which were embodied in
the interview, which was handed me by
the Governer himself at the time."

The governor is hereby authorized to
use the above document to substantiate
his title to that interview if anybody else
undertakes to drive it away.
