W. Kingsbury, Yankton, Dak.—The re­
publicans and democrats, in joint meeting 
here, unanimously resolved for division 
and admission. A large delegation goes 
to Washington. We start on the 18th 
inst. Have eastern Dakota appoint dele­
gates to go with us. Let us hear from 
you. - G. C. MOODY, 

JNO. R. WILSON. 

In view of the above action by our f|J-
low citizens of the Black Hills counties, 
and the movement recently made in north­
ern Dakota favoring the same project, the 
undersigned citizens of Yankton, irres­
pective of party politics, respectfully sug­
gest to the citizens of southeastern Dakota 
to meet in mass convention at Sioux Falls 
on the 25th day of January to consider 
and act upon the subject matter above in­
dicated. The undersigned beg leave to 
state in connection with this matter, that 
they regard the movement, especially as 
to "the division of the territory, as of very 
great importance, and as absolutely neces­
sary to the future prosperity of both sec­
tions thereof, and beg at the same time to 
state, by way of justification for the action 
herein suggested—that it only made in 
absence of any movement on the part of 
either of the political committees in this 
portion of the territory. The course sug­
gested seems to be the (only practicable 
one to reach the Sentiment of our citizens 
on the subject. 

The undersigned most earnestly invite 
the attendance of all persons favoring the 
division of Dakota and the early admission 
of the southern portion thereof as a state. 

[Signed by all of the prominent men of 
Yankton, and others.] 

The foregoing petition will be circulated 
for future signatures. Time is limited, 
it was deemed advisable to get the matter 
befor the public withot delay.

to confer with Sioux county authorities in 
regard to this matter. 

The board then proceeded to cancel and 
destroy old vouchers settled for during the 
last year viz, 1881, which work was con-
continued uptil supper. Adjourned to 
meet at 9 o'clock a m next day. 

JAN. 4th. 
Board met pursuant to adjournment, 

minutes of yesterdays' proceedings read 
and approved. The cancelling and des­
troying old vouchers again taken up, 
which work was continued the'whole day, 
adjourned at 5:30 p m until 9 o'clock a m 
next day. 

JAN. 5th. 
Board re-convened in the morning pur­

suant to adjournment, all members pres­
ent. The first business done was the fin­
ishing lip of the destroying of old vouch­
ers. Road petition by John 0. Steens-
land of Highland twp et al was laid over 
for further consideration. Road petition 
by W H Gottry et al of Brooklyn twp was 
granted and road opened. 

The rate of license for retailing intoxica­
ting liquors tn Lincoln county D T is here­
by fixed at the rate of Four Hundred dol­
lars per year for the first three months of 
the year 1882. Excise bond of M A Fel-
ion ot* Lennox, with A Boynton, Thomas 
Quigley and J V Conklin as sureties, was 
approved and license issued for the first 
three months of the year 1882.
