Shortened Life in the Hamas Race. 
Frvffl Oar Hcstxs. 

The maturity of man, calculated by 
the completed condition of the skele­
ton, is twenty-one years. Twenty-one 
years multiplied by five—ICS years—is 
therefore the natural duration of the 
fife of man on this estimate, and with 
a certain natural limited range, may 
be accepted as the true and full dura­
tion. But, when the actual value of 
life is taken, it b found to present, in 
this country, an average of forty-two 
years, so that there are grand agencies 
at work which are reducing the nation­
al life to a very low value. If the in­
quirer enter further into the matter he 
will observe that the grand agencies 
ieadire to this reduced value of life 
must be in some way removable, be­
cause they axe not always in action to 
reduce every form of life 11 the same 
level of duration. He will discover 
that the domestic, animals which sur­
round us, if we do not kill them out­
right by hard labor, privation or ex­
posure to the vicissitudes of seasons, 
axe so much longer lived than we are, 
that they exist, practically, to their 
full term with as much exactitude as 
we exist to the first of oar second stage 
of existence. Or, to jmt the matter in 
another light, he will discover that 
if oar Iowa- domestic animals were 
to die in the same ratio that we die, 
their duration oi life, as it is now 
known, would be reduced nearly to 
half what it is. The dog would have 
an average term of eight years, and 
other animals t similar reduced term 
of life. Seen observations as these 
will lead the sanitarian to find a uni 
form object in his labor. He will ask 
what is the reason why man, who holds 
all the knowledge and skill above the 
brute creaftion, should have so little 
control over bis own destiny that hrf 
cannot control it in respect to health 
and life as well as the inferior creature, 
winch, compared with himseli, has 
neither reason nor skilL He will won­
der in vain so long as be looks amply 
at the general iact. He will not won­
der at all when he proceeds to an 
analysis of all the details upon which 
that general fact depends. 

In the first place, hê wili leam by an 
analysis of the data be may collect that 
man is subjed to rainy more diseases 
than the inferior imimih are; he 
soflss front certain diseases of the 
mind incidental to his possession of a 
mental organiratkm superior altogether 
to ihffls, and from which dresses they 
are exempt ; that he safes from some 
diseases springing bom human vices 
from wilidh the lower animat* are afro

and Pardoned the Save Day. Sacb 
W ere the Conditians or the Trial of 
the Httrderers of Jesse Jaaaes. 
ST. LOUIS, April 18.—As announced 

yesterday, the grand jury has found a 
true bill against Bob and Charley Ford 
for murder, and- at noon to-day they 
were taken into the circuit court room 
by Sheriff Thomas, and after the in­
dictment had been read sentence was 
passed. The court room was crowded, 
although quiet and order prevailed. 
The boys were very respectably clad, 
and were very cool and self-poeessed. 
The indictment, which was in the usual 
form, was read to them by the county 
attorney, O. M. Spencer, who read it to 
Robert first, afterVhich the attorney 
asked him what plea he made, when 
he replied promptly and firmly, • 
'Guilty." He then took his seat. The 
indictment of Charles Ford, as aider 
and abettor, was read to him, and in a 
firm and even tone Charles replied 
•Guilty," also to the charge of murder 
in the first degree. The judge then af­
ter a few minutes meditation said un­
der the circumstances there was but 
one thing he could do, and that was to 
pronounce sentence upen them, and it 
would remain for others to say wheth­
er the sentence should be finally car­
ried out. He then asked Robert Ford 
to stand up. The latter rose prompt­
ly, and was asked if he had anything to 
say why the sentence of the court 
should not be passed ugon him. He 
replied in h5s usual firm tone, "Noth­
ing," and Judge Shannon in substance 
said: " Robert'Ford, you have pleaded 
;uilty before me to the crime of mnr-
ier in the first degree, and it becomes

upon you. Is is therefore the sentence 
of this court that you be taken back to 
the jaii, and on the 10th day of Jlay be 
taken to some convenient place, and 
there hanged by the neck until you are 
dead. Robert then took his 
seat, and the judge ordered 
Charles to stand up and asked him 
if he had anything to say why sentence 
of death should not be passed upon 
him. Charles replied firmly, "Noth­
ing/' and the Judge passed the same 
sentence upon him as was passed upon 
Robert. Atter this tuere was no other 
action taken, and the boys were re­
manded to jail. The general under 
standing is that this action was taken 
in accordance with the Governor's 
views in the premises, and that a par 
don of both of them will reach here in 
the course of a day or two.
