The Capital of Madagascar.

A resident of Madagsscar for seven
years recently surprised his London
andience in the course of a lecture for
the benefit of & hospital at Tananarivo,
the capital of the island, by describing
the cwvilization of the Malagavay, He
found Tananarivo to be a really eplend-
ia ciiy, with magnificent public build
ings, The house he lodged at was as
good as any in London, and there was
a Roman Catholic church which would
not disgrace Paris. The prime minia-
ter, who was curiously enough husband
of the queen und almost the most in-
telligent, astyte and clever man he had.
ever met, occupied a splendid official
residence, 'The premier knew precise-
ly how far he could advance
in the path of civilizstion and
where to stop. No ouwtside people
could so well control the Malagasay as
the present prime minister. During
the gueen’s reign of ten years he had
publicly aholished idol worship and
embraced christianity, The nobles of
the land as well as the maes of the pop-
ulation are now Christians, The pre-
mier was an educational reformer and
had established numerons schools,
He had aoulished “trial by poison,” a
superstitious rite which used to deci-
mate the conntry. It was intended to
make the queen de facto as well as de
jure the monarch of the isiand. and is
was a great pity that any disturbance
should come to the existing state of
things. Among other beneficent
changes which the prime minister had
wrought was the abolition of the intro-
duction of slaves from Africa. He did
this with one stroke of the pen, and in
doing it did away with what might be
called the “‘material wealth” of Mada-
gascar.

GOUT.
Experiments of Intereat 1o Sufferers
From the Disease,

Prof. Ebstein, of the University of
Gottingen, gave an account, at the re
cent German medical congrees held at
W eshaden, of a series of labors that
will interest many a sufferer. Many
as are the theories that have been pro
posed as to the cause of gout and the
best mode of trcating it, saving the iso-
iated facts of the presence of urie acid
in the blood of gouty patients, of the
deposition of urates in the various tis-
sues in which the disease is in progrese,
and of the development of local nodos-
ities, medical science has until now ac-
tually possessed no exact experimental
information on the subject. Dr. Eb-
stein discovered a method of producing
gout in the inferior animals, and, ap-
plying bis discovery to birds, took the
opoortunity to study the origin, cause,
and gradations of the disease in & more
rareful and exbaustive manner than
any of his predeceseors in the physio-
logica! laboratory at Gottingen. He
found, in the course of his experi-
ments, that the first step in the devel-
opment of a gouty nodesity wasthe
creation by the action of the unc acid
in the blood, of a local center of tissue
destruction. This occurred prior to
the disposition of the salis of uric acid,
always present at such centers of dus-
ease, and was absolutely the first dis-
coverable step in the progress of the
maiady. Dr. Ebstein found in bis
gouty bird’s foci of nocrotic tissue in
the cartilages, in the kidneys, joints,
tendons, and connective structures.
After the local destruction of tissue
has proceeded to & given extent it is
followed “by a stage of in-
flammation which differs in its descrip-

Clear
as this elucidation of the subject is, so
far as concerns the origin of the dis-
ease, the German professor has noth-
ing to add to our present information
as to its (reatment, and leaves the
gouty patient in his sufferings to get
what consolation he can from the more
act of knowing why he suffers, O
course, it is consolatory when one is
writhing in the throes of the gouty
paroxysm to know that a similar
paroxysm can be produced in & rabbit
or & puppy with an injection of uric
acid. Bat, after all, the discovery of a
reliable remedy would be more to the
purpose.—New York Times.

What a Deer Sees and Hears,

When a deer is much hunted his
ears become exceeding acute. Mr.
Var Dyke has seen one spring from
his bed and run away at race-horse
speed, before he was within 200 yards
of the animal, although he had not
touched a singe bush or twig in ap-
proaching the game, and alihongh he
was positivethat a man could not at
twenty yards’ dtstance have heard toe
soft tread of moccasins on the light
snow. Deer, too, are ableto measure
with intutive correctness the distance
and character of sounds. They will
often lie all day within hearing of the
norizal sounds of the settler’s cabin,
the 3ound of the woodman'’s ax and the
shouts of the teamsteis. Asa rule, too,
the crash of a squirrels jump, the roar
of thunder, the snapping of trees with
frost their creaking or falling in the
wind, does not alarm them in the least.
Yet the faintest pressing of the leaves
beneath the hunter's moccasin may
instantly gend them flying. A deer
can also see along way. On one oc-
casion Mr. Van Dyke taw one watch-
ing & brother sportsman nearly a mile
away, whose motions he could hardly
himself make out. It is true that for
rocognizing an ohject at rest the eyes
of a deer are about as dull as those of
a dog. If unalarmed Le will not dis-
tinguish & man from astump on open
ground, if the man is seated and per-
fectly motionless. Oa the other band,
to catch a motioa. A deer’s eyes are
marvelously quick, and the fact that
he i» generally at rest while the hunter
is moving gives him an immense ad-
vantage. Even the slow lifiing of your
head over a ridge, or the slow drag-
ging of your limbs over the trunks of
trees, or the slow advance of your
creeping body over the grcund is al
most instantly detected, unlesss the
motion happens to be made while the
deer have their heads down, feeding
or walking.

If there is any
such proportion of fraudulent claims as
represented, this flood of light would
surely disclose most of them and lead
to their removal,
The only objection that is made to
this course is that it would be humilat-
inf to a great many to appear in the
role of pensioners, as if they were ob-
jectsof public charity. The fact that
this excuse is offered and so vigorously
insisted on is a suspicious circumstance
and induces us to believe that there is
something crooked on this role that is
afraid of exposure. So far as any
worthy pergon who served his ¢ .untry
in its peril and at his own peril of life
and health, none such has apy reason
to be ashamed to appear in such a liat,
It would be a roll of honor. Nor need
any oue fear that any respectable por-
tion of the comunity would throw it up
to them that they were public paupers,
making merchandise of their patriotism
To those for whom the law intended
these pensions, it is only an honest Jebt
that the country they served and saved
isnow willing and able to pay for.

As the matter now gands, all who
receive the government bounty are
involved in the general suspicion. It
is & duty to the true and worthy that
the false and unwerthy should be ex
posed, expunged, and humilated. We
do not believe there is sich a propor-
tion of fraudulent claimants, but we
would throw into the investigation the
fallest flood of light that could aid in
the exposure and exitrpation of fraud.
