THE COROKER'S INQUEST. 

NEW YORK. June 4—The inqueit be­
gun to-day in the cases of twelve of the 
victims of the recent panic on the 
Brooklyn bridge. C E. Martin, super­
intendent of the bridge, testified to the 
facts of the occurrence as learned by 
him and stated that at the time of the 
disaster there were 22 special police of­
ficers on the bridge.

The swimming season practically 
opens on Decoration Day, but already 
the fashionable up-town natateriums 
are crowded during the morning and 
early afternoon with swimmers and 
learners. Most young ladies know how 
to swim as well as to play the piano, 
and those who do not are ashamed to 
acknowledge the fact, and endeavor to 
learn as speedily as possible. Tbe del­
icate and languid young lady, who 
fainted on every occasion, and half 
starved herself *o as to have a wai<t 
she might span with her hands, has 
paesed into oblivion. Now it is the 
fashion to be sunburnt, to row, to swim, 
to ride, to play tennij and archery and 
to develop all the muscle one possibly 
can. . , 1 

Prof. Gfibbbardt's swimming school, i 
in Siat Forty-fifth street, is perhaps 
the most popular in the city. The 
hours for ladies are from 10 until 8 
o'clock, and at that time there are gen­
erally a half dczen carriages in line 
waiting for their fair owners to get 
through their diving and swimming. 
The tank is large and deep enough for 
diving, and the several little dressing 
rooms are ranged in a tquare abi-ut it. 
Tne cost of one lesson is about fl, but 
a threo months' ticket can b» pur­
chased for much less.

A Tale of the Late War. 
From Our Continent. 

Lauderdale, a Utile Virginia town, 
lying between tbe Blue Ridge and the 
Alleghany Monntainn. was astir early 
on one June day of 1864, for the soldier 
boys were coming—the ones in gray— 
and they would of course be very hun­
gry, a condition that had become 
chronic with Confederate soldiers by 
that time.

So the 
town folk were making busy prepara­
tions to waylay the regiments on the 
street with thread and meat and coflee,

with people in such queer costumes. 
The dignified matron and tbe doucest 
maid wore complacently furniture cal­
ico of the most startling patterns; gray 
and blue "domestic" was made to fit. 
slender waists, whose ante-beMum silk 
and velvet had given out; hats and 
bonnets were of all shapes and no 
shapes, all home-plaited, of wheat 
straw; old dilk stocking legs flo­
ured as well fitting gaunt­
lets, and the more stylish 
wore shapely glove3 of chamois-skin, 
which had known the good effects of 
soap and water, since it used to rob 
the family silver. Trim, feet were cov­
ered with hand-knit stoccings, the cot­
ton having been spnn in the Winter 

ttfav 
spy.'' 

The next twd weeks witnefsed many 
a rapid march and countermarch, and 
Livid erdale held its breath while the 
dust of its streets blew first upon gray 
coats and then upon blue.

Forced Labor In » gypt. 
From the London Globe'j Review of Stuart's 

Official Report. 

So far as Lower E^ypt is concerned 
the curse of the country is themeney-
iender. U-iury is at tbe bottom of 
Egyptian ill-being and il!-doing, but 
the mal-administration of justice and 
the mode of carrying out forced labor 
are likewise powerful elements of mis­
chief. The condition of forced labor 
does not seem to differ much in tbe dif­
ferent parts of the country. Nowhere 
do the laborers receive any pay, or food, 
or shelter, while their treatment by 
tbeir task masters would seem to be 
simply brutal. M. Stuart describes 
the system as be saw it in operation in 
the Province of Keneh, in Upper Egypt, 
where a new canal was being excavat­
ed. A cut of about eighteen feet in 
depth had been made through a con­
glomerate of sand and gravel; this was 
flanked right and left by high embank­
ments constructed of tbe material re­
moved from the trench, and along the 
bottom and on the slopes, "men swarm 
ed thickly, like bees on a honey-comb, 
for a distance of a mile in length." The 
entire strength of the Impressablelabor 
in the province, amounting to about 
40.000 men, was concentrated on this 
work. The men toiled from sunrise to 
sunset, »i;h the theimometer at eighty-
two degrees-iu the shade, having only 
a brief interval at midday for a meal of 
bread soaked in unaltered Nile water. 
Tbia, with a similar meal before begin­
ning and after leaving off, constituted 
the day's dietary. The laborers provid­
ed their own baskets for carrying the 
excavated soil, and their own tools, 
wben they u»cd any, but most employ­
ed their fingers. Overseers walked 
about among them, armed with Bticks, 
with which tbey struck the men while 
they were carrying loads upon their 
hearts, often withou*. any apparent rea­
son. At night they slept upon the 
ground almost without clothing*or shel­
ter, though the air was often very cold. 
Mr. Stuart has seen negro slaves at 
work in the cotten plantations of Cuba, 
and the convicts at Portland, and both 
were to be envied, in his opinion, by 
the Egyptian f» lUhs. 

A Mosquito as Big as a Bird. 
Crawford Monitor. 

A moEquito was found and reported 
by a young man out in the country 
oear here last week. Tne huge insect 
measured two inches from tip to tip of 
its wings, and six inches from point to 
point of its lfgs.
