Dorsheimer, of New York, offered a resolu-
tion providing that the votes in the caucus
for nominating the candldate for the speak-
ship be vive voce. The resolution was
agreed to on division by 104 to 80, but the
yeas and nays were demanded and Nichols,
of Georgia, offered an amendment in the
nature of a substitute providing that the
vote be by ballot. The roll was called on
the amendment and rejected—75 to 113,

Dorsheimer’s resolution was adopted
without debate.

5,1835. He received a common school edu-
cation, taught school in nis native county,
and afterwards at Covington, his present
home. He studied law and was admitted to
the bar in March, 1850. 1In1856-61 he was a
member of the lower branch of the Ken-
tucky legislature, and was nominated for
presidential elector on the democratic
ticket in 1884, but declined to serve. He

NEAT FLORAL DESIGN.
AN UNIQUE PRESENT FOR THE NEW
SPEAKER.

WasHINGTON, Dec, 5.—~1t has long been
the custom of the friends of the candidate
for the speakership to send flowers to his
desk after election by the house. Two
Kentucky ladies prepared and sent to Car-
lisle to-day a beautiful original device in
flowers and satin. 1t consisted of a gavel
in the shape of the George Washington
hatchet resting on a mossy strip of street
in sucha way that both sides of the blade
and handle of one side were composed of
peautiful flowers and the other hand-
painted satin. Through the center of the
blade on white satin appeared in illu-
minated old English letters the following:
“May the eye be as keen as the blade of the

hatcbet,
When worthy members rise to cateh it,
And the ruliog true as the steel to match it,
Lawtul business to dispatch it.”

On the left of the Inscription was the
trump of fame blowing out gavels, and be-
neath it on the lett a little nude George
Washington, hatchet 1u hand, cutting dowu
a cherry tree.

In the upper
hand corner appeared againsta sky back
ground the dome of the capital with the
setting moon in the west and rnising sun In
theeast. On a white satin ribbon twined
about the handle were the words, **To the
Speaker of the XLVIII Congress Greet-
ing.” The card of the ladies who sent the
floral gift bore the following advice to the
speaker with regard to the manner in which
the double-ended instrument should be
welded: *For nolse use the hammer-end
as a gavel, and the blade when knots you
can’t unravel.”

SUPREMI COURT DECISION.

Supreme court decision: George A. Cun-
niogham, appellant, vs. the Macon and
Bruuswick Railroad company et al.; appeal
from the circuit court of the United States
for the southerndistrict of Georgia.

‘This was a suit upon a series of bonds
of the Maeon and Brunswick Rallroad com-
pany, amounting In the aggregate to $600,-
000, which bad veen indorsed by the gov-
ernor of Georgia under authority of the
state legislature in 1873, The railroad
company failed and the governor in order
to secure the interest the state created by
indorsement of these and other similar
bonds, leased the road. In 1875 the state,
by act of its leglislature, repudiated its In-
dorsement on $600,000 of the bonds in con-
troversy, butconfirmed by purchase its right
to the road, and made provision for the pay-
ment of another series of bonds, which also
bore its Indorsemeut. The present sult was
brought by one of the holders of the $600,-
000 serfes of bonds against the goyernor and
treasurer of the state and others, to test the
question of the state’s liability and obtain
reliet. The bill was dismissed in the court

below on the ground that it was virtually a
suitagainst the state, and the state was
not and could not be made a party to it.
This court concldes with that view of the
case. Harlan and French dissent.
