The territorial legislature is busily en-
gaged in grinding out bills of a minor na-
ture, although occasionally there are
measures introduced that savor of more
important legislation than the routine
work of passing local bills. As yec the
governor has failed to exercise his yeto
power, and in this matter at least the sea
of friendship between the legislature and
the goyernor is unruffied. This is the
first tinie in a great many years in which
a disgraceful feeling of conteation has not
been engendered between these two fune-
tions and tor this blessing the people have
cause to teel thankful. Councilman Hu-
etson’s action on the capitol removal mat-
ter has caused a ereat deal of comment,
and in one or two instances there has been
some dirt thrown at Lincoln county on ac-
count of his move. 'I'he people of this
county fell that a rebukal of such an act
as that of two years should not be done in
a manner that would in the future require
another rebukal of to-day's actions, and
therefore think that a permanent location
at Pierre would have been an unwise
movement. Lincoln county favors capi-
tol removal, but not through any scheme
that might prove as disastrously unpopu-
lar as that of two years.

In the matter of the modification of the
exemption laws THE ADVOCATE believes
that a horizontal cut us at nresent contem-
plated would prove not unly intensly un-
popular but decidedly disadvantagous to
our people. During these times of early
development it is best to leave the ex-
emptions at a high water muk, and re-
cede from that condition as the country ad-
vances. There is no radical demand for
change, either from the capitalists or the
farmers, and the legislature should leave
the matter severely alone until the ques-
tion has been made an issue before the

people for whom the laws are made.

E W. Caldwell, of the Sioux Falls Dai-
ly Press, is a candidate for terriorial audi-
tor. The bare fact that he has served as a
Dakota journalist through a successful
season of scven years should be a suffcient
recommendation for his appointment, and
Governor Pierce would be heartily backed
by the press of the territory in allotting
such a recognition to Mr. Caldwell.

The official figures recently published
show that during the month of December
this country exported $49,156.506 of
merchandise and products in excess of the
total imports for the same time. It is'al-
so shown thai in the last six months of
1884 there was a balance of $108,675,980
in favor of the United States. In Novem-
ber and December the balance for this
side of the water was $82,750,000 or about
four fifths of the whole. This shows that
the tendency of trade is in the right di-
rection, and is an auspicious indication.
The nation is making mouney when it can
sell in a single month nearly £50,000,000
of products more than it buys.

It
seems remarkably strange that such a
mammoth undertaking asa world’s fair
should drift along day after day in such a
loose and slovenly manner, and the peo-
pleot New Orleans and the south may
well fell ashamed ot this gross carelessness
on the part of the managers. The Da-
kota display still retains the lead in the
matter of northwestern exhibits, and the
people of this territory feel proud that
their star canuot be dimmed through any
failure ot other features.

The Dakota legislature has taken the
division and admission matter upder con-
sideration, prepared a memorial to congress
asking for division, and called a constitu-
tional conventior to be held this fall.
The convention bill is for the purpose of
enabling the people of that part of Dako-
ta south of the forty-sixth parallel to or-
ganize and form a state into the Union of
states. A delegate convention is hereby
called to meet at the ity of Sioux Falls in
the county of Minnehaha in said territory
of Dakota, on Tuesday the 29th day of
September, A. D. 1885, at twelve o'clock
meridian, for the purpose of framing a
constitution, republican in form, and per-
forming all other things essential to pre-
paration of the territory for making ap-
plication to the general government for
the admission of such part of Dakota into
the Union of states. The bili further pro-
vides that the convention shall cousist of
111 delegates, to be chosen at a special
election, to be held September 1, and any
counties to be organized after the passage
of the act to be entitled to one delegate.
It is altogether probable that the bill will
pass, and there s no reason why objec-
tionsshould be made. That Dakota should
become a state, and that immediatly, is
admitted by all fair-minded men. Con-
kresa very decidedly refuses to grant equal-
ity of justice to our people, and very nat-
urally we will have to exercise unusual ex-
ertions to secure that same equality. This
can be furthered only through the upan-
imous and expressed will of a constitu-
tional convention, and the legislature will
doubtless gract a legal right for making
such an organization valid. The conven-
tion will be constructed irom delegates
south of the forty-sixth parallel. In the
advent of the passage of this bill by both

houses it will incur the duty on all inter-
favor divis-

¥

ested citisens of Dakota who favor

ion and admission to forward the matter
in all possible ways and by all possible
means. There should be no objections
raised upon the grounds of the matter be-
ing premature, because it is not prema-
ture. The step will have been taken only
after the exhaustion of every species of
argumentative facts and adducive statis-
tical testimony, and after the members of
congress had cast aside reason and assum-
ed unalloyed unfairness. With almost a
burdensome preponderance of overwhelm-
ing right at our back, with everything es-
sential and necessary for statehood, con-
gress has deemed it advisable to establish
an emblazoned precedent of inequality,
and it now behooves the people of Dakota
to resort to the last extreme, a constitu-
tional cenvention. Let it be harmonious
and at the same time decisive. Do every-
thing that is considered right and proper
without overstepping the boundaries of
propriety and lecality, and if the democ-
racy still persist in nursing this diabolieal
mania of inequality the people of Dakota
will not be at tault. By all means favor

a constitutional convention.
———

Business in the east is picking up
slightly. Here in Dakota the advent of a

The Yankton Herald has received a
private letter from Maris Taylor, who
heads the Dakota democratic delegation
at Washington. He seys that the senti-
ment is universal among democratic mem-
bers of congress that the territories shall
no longer be afflicted with carpet-baggers,
but be permitted to select their own offic-
lals, subject of course, to the approval of
the president. In regarn to division the
letter is silent, from which we infer that
the outlook is not favorable. Messrs. Day
and Taylor visited Mr. Cleveland at Al-
bany this week to ascertain his views in re-
gard to home appointments, but as yet
the result of their mission is unknown.

O'Donavan Rossa, the great Irish agi-
tator who has become a monomaniac on
the subject of Ireland's oppressions, was
shot and quite dangerously wonnded on
the streets of New York last Moaday af-
ternoon.  The assassin who attempted
Rossa’s life was a woman by the name of
Yzeult Dudley, who has as yet ascribed no
cause or compassion for the deed. The
occurrence naturally caused much excite-
ment throughout the United States, and
at Irish headquarters the interest noted
in his immediate recovery was marked
and genuine.

Dakota will have a novel representation
in Cleveland’'s inaugural procession.
Capt. P, H. Pratt, superintendent of the
Indian Industrial school at Carlisle, Pa.,
has written a letter to Col. Rockwell,
which has been reterred to the inaugura-
tion committee, saying that he can bring
200 young Sioux and their Indian band to
march in the line should it be thought
worth while. *‘This can be done,”’ he
says, ‘‘without cost to the committee, as
the transportation would be free and we
could take our food with us and sleep in
the halls of the interior department.”

It would be well for the legislature to
make some provision for the organization
of home militia companies _throughout
the territory, this feature in Dakota being
way behind the balance of the advanced
factors of our growth. We find that
there are 83,779 organized militia in
the United States and 6,580,506 men
available for military duty., This is a
mighty fine collection of raw material
which in case of emergency could be drill-
ed into a powerful army, and Dakota
would hate dreadfully to be behind in the
matter of militia organization should their
services be needed. The militia appropri-
ation need not reach a vory great amount,
and the legislature should look into the

matter.

This
i8 certainly true if we look only on the syr-
face of affairs. The democrats talked
“‘change.”” The have advanced no issue
and decided upon no plan of action, conse-
quently have no defined plan upon which
to base the government of their adminis-
tration We are thus brought face to
face with the fact that shall they persist
in carrying out what they olgimed as their
issue, & ‘‘change,’”’ we must undergo ap
unsettled condition of experimental action
on the part of the party in power. But
in order to see light ahead we must delve
below the surface of this ery, and can then
find no fear. The only radical change the
democrats dare make will be the substitu-
tion of democratic officals for republican,
and on this score the American people may
rest content that the great issues of the
democracy have been carried out. They
dare not introduce free trade, dare not
overthrow the national banking system,
dare not molest the silver or currency
question, nor do they wish to modify or
repeal any of the great bepeficiary move-
wents that have been successfully estab-
lished by the republican party.
