KiKtory of Alfalfa.

A'fal'a or, more properly, lu-

cerne has a history envoloped in
the misis of antiquity. It was
known as a valuable fodder p'ant in
a:i':ieiit Media, 530 years before
the Christian eta. F.om Media it
found its way to Greece, thence to
the lioman Empire. Prof. McBride
tells us that lucerne was among the
cultivated leguminous plan's in the
d iy of Cato, Virgil, and Yarro;
While Columella, wi h other Roman
writers on husbandry, give full di-

rections for its cultivation, it being
then heM valuable not only as a for-

age plant, but as a rofation crop for
wheat and othi r cereals. From
Rome It passed to France and Spain
where it received the name it is now
generally k'iowr by in South Amer-
ica, wlieie for centuries it crew wild
ou the plains of Buenos Ay res, and
was suppo-e- d to be a plant of
growth. In Mexico i was the stf.p'c
crop of the country at the time of
the C( liquet. It was in ro iuced
into California from Chili. w!iere it
passed under the name of Chili Clo-
ver, and ihe seed is still imported
into that c untrv to supply the needs
of the farmers of the l'ae.fie Slope.

Breeder ami Sportsman.

Olive Cultme.

El wood Coope , cf Sar.ta Barbara,
the leading olive grower of Califor-
nia, says that he has trees eight years
old that have produced two thous-
and gallons of olives to an acre. This
would be equivalent to 250 gallons
of oil to the acre, and oil finds a
ready mnrkit at $5 a gallon. The
yield of one acre Mould thus be
$1,250, which for a 1 uudred acre
ranch would be a pretty fair income.
But these figures arc not represented
to apply to any except the very
fchoi est trcc3 ai d an unommon'y
good year. But even cornpu'.ins; the
profit, of olive culture at a low a
figure as one-tent- a twenty acre
ranch would support a family very
comfortably after six or sven years
of waiting. One of the great ad-

vantages of olive cnlture is the fact
that irrigation is not ncciled. In a
climate where there is a scarcity of
rain, as in .California, this is a mat-

ter ot much importance. The olive
tree also grows very old. There arc
trees in Asia Minor that tire known
to be over 1,200 years old and are
still ia full bearing.
