To irrizate 509,000 acres of land
would requoire s coostant flow of
3,000,000 gallons a minute, A river
running at & speed 8 miles an hour
{about the speed of Balt River) two
hundred feet wide and three foet
deep would give a Gow of 8,590,400
gullons of water a minute, which
would be amply sufficient 10 give a
continuous supply of water for 500,
000 acres of land at the above esti-
mate. There i3 no one that is fa.
miliar with tho annual flow of water
in Salt River, including its spring
aml summer freshets; that does not
kunow thut 1t will give({ if some way
is provided to husband its waters
during the freshet-) a contizuous
supply of over twice that amount.
All that is necessary t0 procure this
supply of water is to build reser-
voirs of sufMicieat eapacity to hold
the water, and to excavate canals of

suflicient eapacity to earry it from
the river {6 the reservoirs during the
gpring and summer freshets.

The fucilities for constructing res-
ervoirs, al least on the west side of
Salt River is all that conld be re-
quired. There are many villeys in-
closed, more or less, hy the moun-
tains north of Phenix, which, by
embankicg [rom one mountiin 1o
another, can be cheaply converted
into large reservoirs 20 or 30 feel
deep. Batt,in-ure a speedy devel-
opment of the resources of the valley
nnder this witer supply, and at the
