Incldents in the War of 1812.

Thoso who livo in thcso days of
pcacc and prospcrity can hardly

the cost at which all thcse
blcssitigs wcre liurchased.

A1111., whieh, lor the moat part, was
stationcd at tho boutli, or aloni tlio

S estcrn and Korthwestern bordcrs of
NewY'ork. To atcomplish this ob
ject a largo fleotwas fitted out in Can-ada- ,

to iass up through thc Lake, and
at tho same titno a vcry largo lorcc
was to march by Iand to attack tho
Amencan forccs stationcd at Platls--
burgh. Tho rcsult of that attcinpt is
well known. But this taovemcnt on
tho part of tho British had becn, it
would scem, in contcmplation forsomc
timc.

search of publie property which had
bcen storcd thcrc.

Thoy l'ourid two barrcls of whiskoy, a
box of candlcs and somo othcr articlcs
of small valuc, and pressing some one
to carry their booty to tho place
wherc tlicy had left their boats,

for Canada.
Tho jirineijial damagc dono to privata
property was tho diggtng ot about an
acro and a half of tiotatocs, on thc
farm of Mr. Manzcr, for tho loss of
which no compcnsation was cvcr

A priratc snatchcd a valuablc watch
from thc poekct of Mr. Wm. Sowlcs,
now of Alburgh, whilo passing near
liim. But young Sowlcs, not relishiug
thc idca of being lobbed in broad day
light in this way, l'ollowcd tho company
on their return to the Lake, and gain-in-

acccss to tho ofliccr in comniand.
Pointing to tho fcllow that had takcn
his watch, hosaid, "Sir, that man has
my watch." Tho ofliccr iinmediatcly
commanded thc soldier to bc takcn
from tho ratiks, and aftcr fompclling
him to return tho watch, oidcicd him
to bc floggcd 011 thc spoi, and ho cd

30 lashes well laid 011.

While at Mr. Goodrich's, somo of
them entcrcd lus gardcn to hclp them-
sclves to what they could find.
