tho lid euddcnly dowu upon lunfistcn

ing it nt tho snmo timo in n cccuro tnan-nc-

Tho ycll of tlio bcar had rouscd
thc otlicr nniinnls, nnd our cars wcro

for tho ncxt tcn niinutcs with a
varicty of hideous Bonnds that wakcncd
fcarfully tlic plcepinp cchocs of tho
niglit. Tlia nnimal m tho liogshcnd,
growlcd. and his voico catne liko distant
thundcr, bo dcadcncd was it by tho wood
in which ho lay. Ilis fcllows liad uo

to thcir voicos, and thcy howl-c- d

as clcnrly as though thcy had becn
frco in thcir own nativo forcst.

As soon as quict was rcstorcd. wo sltt

a holo in tho canvas, for wo wcro aftaid
to cmergo by thc aperturo which faccd
tho tavcrn, rollcd our hogshcad through
thc ynrd to tho gale, which wc unfaslcn-cil,an- d

thcn passing into tho road, start-
cd nt a quick rato for our dcstination.
Ovcr add over wcnt tho hogshcad, tho
aniinil witliin growline at tho rough
trcatmcnt hc cxporicnecd aud wc, nearly
convulscd with lauglitcr at tho noi.so ho
uiadc.

At length wc reachod tho back part
of tho collcge, whcn ono of our party
climb ovcr tho wall antl unfastcncd thc
gatc. Wo rollcd our prizo to (bc back
door of thc laboratory, which was thc
placo whcro our profcssor of chcmistry
Iccturcd.
