Sioco
that pcriod, thn goat has bccn introduccd
from South Carolina into Tennesscc,
where it is said to thrivo. The valuo of
a ilock may be estimttcd from tlie fact
tbat no rcal Thibot goats has ever bccn
snld for less than a thousand dollars
This enortnous priee, moreovcr, is not a
spcculative one, for noflecscd anima! has
wnol ofencb finoness. aoftncss nnd e

at New York. this year, ateight dol

Tbo priccs paid for tbo roal Cashmere
sbawls, or thoso wovcn in India, havo
Bomctimes liecii almost fabulnus. A full
sizc'd sbawl, suob as is called in Amcrica
a long shawl, ordinarily comuiands in
l'aris or London from firo hundred to
fivo thousand dollars, according to the
(juality. Scarfs and squaro sbawl, bc-

ing smaller, scll for lcss. It is a mis-tak-

iiotrctcr, to iupposo tbat all theso
shawls aro manufuctured in India, in tbo
sbapc in which thcy aro sold horo. Gen-criill-

indccd, tbe centres and borders
oome out scparatcly, and are puttogath-c- r

aftcrwardn in sizus, and oftcn patterns,
to suit purchascrs. Moreover. a largo
portion of tbo fliawls sold as roal India
oncs aro aetnally mado in Franco, for a
