But the people of
lowe are not in a situation to make all
these means and applicances  successful,
Their constant intercourse with enlightened
forvigners forbids, and they have learned
full well that the purpise is to blind and
degrade them. The natural cffect is bitter

The low intellectual and moral charac-
ter of the priesthood reinforces this hatred
with contempt, The unmbor of ecelesing-
ties of all grades in Rome is about twenty
thoussnd.  Their eduention is chiefly con-
fined to the scholastic learning of the mid-
dle uges, and they little appreciate sither
the ideus or the doings of modern eiviliza-
tion.  There are, doubtless, ameng them
wany pure and devout men, but, if univer-
snl nssertion is to be trusted, the great
majority posses little private worth. The
vast wealth of the Uhurch supports them
in indolencs, and, under the grab of re-
ligion, they indulge their lowest appetites
and pussions, [t is nd notorions here as
the noonday, thst the profligacy which so
foully blackens all Rome, has its chief
source in the priestbood, and that the highe
et church dignitaries participate in the
geveral corruption. Let oue plain fact
suffice to illustrate, In sivglo streot,
there are now living an illegitimate dangh-
ther of u Inte pope, and soven illogitimate
daughters of cardinnls, three of whow ure
public prostitutes. Iy honor of my race,
| eannot crediv all the depravity charged
upon the Roman ccolesiastios ; yet [ am
furced to concluds that the people of Rowe
despise their priesthood for the best of all
ronsons — booauw: thut [»liﬂtlmwl‘ullmiy
is deapigabilo.

We are vain enough of our physical
greatuess, but we do not adequately realize
the immense disparity between our woral
and intellectunl condition and that of
Europeans generally | and we are to apt
to attribute to them our modes of feeling
aud thinking, and scting. Freemen barn
und freemen bred, respiring moral and po-
litical truths every day of our lives, we
have come to believe that the great prin-
ciples of governmecut, which it took sges
to decover and elucidate, are quite self:
evident. But let one of us come nnd loarn

After these had been knocked over, the
leadurs tried to urge on their men, Again
und again they made the attempt, but
back thay had to go by s steady fre.
