valleys. Thc railroad, tho tclcgraph and
thc stcamboat aro thrcc iuiportaut agcnts
in producine tliis cftect. Tho mau who,
a fcw ycars ago, mado a "journcy to New
l ork," now "runs down to tho city."

Hc sits down to his tca tablo 111 his
snug iioiuc atnoni' tuo 11111s 01 crmont,
and rcads tho markct rcporls and niorn.
ing gossip or tho city. With this

immcdiato communication witli

thc city, hc lccls almost liko a uwclicr
thcrcin, and a sort of obligation to lcad
its lifc, adherc to its customs, and indulgo
iu its cxccssCs. So thc young womcn and
mcn of this counlry aro continually aping
Uio mrs ot tho mctropolis, anu adopt
ing its fashions ; alwayssccming to chooso

its most loolisli anu lantastical oncs, as 1
am told, a man in a strango country
aniong pcoplo spcaking a Torcign tongue,
always lcarns Ihc profane and iudcccnt or
slanc: worils hrst. J'aris pours its lat-u- -

ioiis, frivolitics, absurditics and obsccni
tics iuto New York, and frora thcncc by
a sort of moral (or lmmoral) cndosmose
thcy aro disscmminatcd throughout tho
land, This diffusion iscffcctcd in a grcat
mcasuro by tho annual throng of pleasuro
scckcrs from thcncc. Evcry summcr thc
loeomotivc aud tho stcamboat brings up
to tho door of tho countryman, thc city,
with all its luxuries, rcfiucmcnts, and
follies, which tho admiring rustics, malc
and fcmalc, cagerly scckto adopt and c.

It was this laudablo spirit of imi- -

tation that lcd our womcn to assumo that
unsightly lower postcrior protubcrancc,
denomiuatcd tho "Grccian bcnd," and
that cqually ridiculous tqtjm- - postcrior

yclcpt the watcrfall. It lcd thcm
to burn aud frizzlc their hair until thcy
lookcd liko Hottcutots ; to oxposo tlicir
nccks and bosoms to tho publio gazc, or
button 011 boots so high that wc aro rc
mindcd of tho picturo of "puss in booU."
It is thia samo dcsiro to apjiear "cityfied,"
that lcads our "young mau lrom tho coun
try," to gct himself into brcechcs so tight
that hc can scat himselt only at tho im
mincnt risk of making tho rear boam an
cxatnplo in long division ; to smoko Dr-tc-

ccnt cigars, ora"gcnuinc niccrshauni
sir, and no chips," or to break his valua- -

blo ncck on tlio vclocipcdc. Jsut alas!
Poeta nacitur non Jil, you know, and tho
nspirmg countryman linus tliat his city
friend nasa'tur noii Jil, too. Ho caniiot
acnuiro that casy gcntility or earriagcs,
thatJudcfiuablo airi)f.good brccding, that
19 iiiu naiurai concowiiani 01 inctropou
tan lmcago and familiarity with tho
world. Ko cannot copy that innato rc
fincmeut, ho can only nnitato aud distort

through tho.mazca.of. tho Gcnuan Cotil-lio- n

or in tho, placo. of tho old nnd
graccful waltz," ho kicks

up his hccls and. dislocatcs his limbs in
tho frantie iUuxtemi), IIo minces in his
gait, is "full of strango oaths" and qucs-tionab- lo
