Uible as exuting among the Jows during
their Enrptain Tife and follovrinir thotn
into Judea; whlUtt mention of it in the
New Testament prores that they was still
afflicted with it during the tims of our
Saviour. I propose, therefore, to give
my readera a ahort slcetch f the maiady
itaelf, and ezplain where on the earth'a
surface it is noir prevalent, aa well as
where ia North America it may unfor-tunate- ly

atill be seen.
First of all I muat premise by saying,

that whilo as a dermatoloxist 1 recogaiie
in the Bible, for ttutance, a perfect

of leprosy as it exists at prcscnt
in many parts of the world, yet I consider
that many other cataneous aSeotions now
perfectly understood, were included in
the biblical accounts, whichhave natural- -

been much confused br the various
translatora being nnaoquainted with the
diseasc gpolcen ofand unable to reproduce
the sketchee of thent in intelligtble e.

This point is now too well under-
stood and appreoiated to need any disous-io- n it

here. I speak of it only because it
miut be remembered.

The medieal namo for the leprosy we
are disouuing.is Elephantiasit Gracorum
to distinguish it from an entirely different
afiection, Elephantiatit Arabum, the two
having been confounded by the ignorance
of translatora. Now, then, what is true
leprosy, or Eltphantiarit Goacorum, the
Qreek elephant disease? It iia diseaso
of the blood of unknovrn oriain, trbich
shows itaelf by the collecting of an
albuminious material in tbe skin, the
mucous membranes and tissues of the
body, or by invading the nerres and tho
nervous centres. We thus havo two
forms of ita manifeatation, which are

bj the terms tubercular and
anasthetic. In the first, the most
chatacteristio symptom is the lumps and
nodea in the skin, and in the latter, the
paralysis, tt ctttra, due to the invasion
of the nerres and nerrous centres. In
both forms the affeotion is very chronic,
lasting from nine to eighteen years, be
fore death finally comes to relievo the
sufierer from his mtsery. Tubercular
leprosy commoaces by the appearance of
dull red or purplish patchcs or lumps on
the skin, and the mucous membrane of
the mouth, throat, nose and eyes. As
they progrcBs, the patches are harder in
the centre, and of brownish color ; the
nodea or tubercles are dull red to pur
plish, and finally aasuming a bronsed hue,
till the substance deposited in them givea
them a whitiih eolor. After months,
they may subside, learing a thinner whit-is- h

cicatriz. When they brcak down,
large cutaneous ulcers are formed, one
healing whilst othars form. This same
morbid process goes on in the mouth,
throat, and windpipe, and the deposit in- -

vades the mternal organs ot tbe body,
gradually weartng out the sufierer, on an
average, within nine and a half years.
The disoolored and wrinkled forahead.the
prominent. tuberculated, bald eyebrows,
the bronied skin, congested eyes, thicken-e- d

eyelids and lipa, the large, red, and
lengthened ears, all form a hideous pic- -

ture, wnicn makea tne unlortunato loper
resemble the poet's description of a satyr.

The aneeBthetio form of leprosy is char-aeterii-

by nervous symptoms, languor,
lasaitude, dullneaji, depreesion, pale and
shrunken skin, anzioua countenance, soft
and flabby muscle ; tn general terms,
insensibility and atrophy. We have
white patches and large blister-lik- e bub-ble- a

breakiog down into cutaneous ulcers,
which, healing, leave white oicatrices.
Eztensire surfacea of the skin become
reddened with prickling pain, and the
skin ia Jeft pale and iusensible, like
parchmeot. The faoe becomes waated
ana eadarerous, tbe jaw tlroopiag Irom
muscular atrophy. The ' hands become
thin, paralyied, the ftngert bent ; the
ame with the feet and toes. Later, a

spot apptars over a joint of the hand or
foot, breaktng down tnto an open ulcer,
expoting the bone, and finally the whole
bone is thrown off, reduoing gradually the
nuu or 1001 w uere siumpi, meiuwr
nal orsaas are effeoted. tbe eveballs de- -

stroyeq, the surface on parts of the body
beoomes uuensible to tbe knire, or even
are coals. The patient is worn out by
the disease, sinking, at a general average,
of sonie eighteen and a half years. These
two forms of leprosy run separate conrses,
but are sometimes, so to speak, united ;

the same person exhibiting symptoms of
eacn. Uecasionally tbey run an acute
course, destroying the patient in a few

years. Its almost certaitr fatality, ita
lingtring cbaracter and ntlul course, its
fearful disfiguremeDt, and, we regret to
add, the ignorance and superatition re- -
ardtng it, render leprosy tho most
readed chronic maiady that afiects man

kind, This rough sketeh ot' what it does
to man's body will perhnps explain to my
readers why it is ao dreaded, and interest
tbem in my outlme or wbere and wnen
thb horrible maiady has acourged the
human tnuabitants ot the world, and, 1

trust. also tuducea them to have more ra
tional ideas in reference to the care and
treatment of lenera than that which uu
fortunately still prerails in many civilited
countries.

The same leprosy yi-- t ao prevalent in
many parts ot tbe world is spoken or as

amictiog the Jews dunogtheir lour-ce-

turv aoiourn tn Uypt. iber carned it
of course, into Palestine. The writings
of Moees, the Booka of Kings, and the
Uhromc.ee, ahow how tbe people were
afflicted by this disease. The New Tea- -

tament speaka of its prevalenee dunng
our 8ariour'a time. In Qreese, Arutotle
perhaps meant leprosy by hissafyria, but
Areteus and Arohisenes save the first
exact description. In Italy, the Romans
mentioned leprosy before the time of
Christ. Pliny the Klder speaks of it as
comine with the army of Pompey from

Aa and Kgvpt ; riutarcn aays it uicr
not enter Rome till Aaclepiad's time
Durion Oaleu's life, leprosy had sproad
to Qermany, to Mysta and Soythta, and
thus over the irrestcr part or tbe then
known Esettrn Europe. AreUas traeei
it from thenoe to the Oelts, and so over
Wewtern Europe. From the 2d to the
7th centaries it wss eertainly widely ex
teaded over the whole of Europe, sinoe

all medieal writera tsaattoo it as esaoog
the BOaH common of diaeases. In tbe
7th oeatury it was so common among tbe
Lombsrda as to canM them tobesbuasod
by oAsr pfle. Foye 8ylrieU I. d4- -

siaded Pepin, Kiog of Franoe, from mar-ryin- g

a Lombard prinoess, because she
was disposcd to leprosy. In other coun-

tries, also, we havo rocords of the sprcad
or perhaps, original sptinging up of lep
rosy. ln lndia, rersia, 1 urkoy,llmdoo-sta- n,

Russia, it would seem to have
moved gradually from the Ea9t to tho
West, and from the South to the North.
It eertainly has arisen and declined at
different periods, Through Europe, by
the timo of the (Jruaades, it had reacbed
its height. Mention by medieal authors,
and laws for the cstablUhment and nt

of leper Or loiar-house- point
out to us the inrasion, frequency, and
gradual declino ef the diseaso in those
oountries where it has prevailed, and
whose written history still remains. From
the 15th to the 17th centuries itbegan to
decline in Europe. That most indus
trious observcr, tho late Sir James Simp-so-

of Edinburgh, hunted up the notioes
of leprosy and leper hospitals in Great
Britain. The earlicst rccords of the dis-

ease are those of tho Welsh Kiog, Hoel
Dha, in the year 950. From that date
until the beginning of tho 16th oentury,
the disease was common in England.
During the reigu of Edward VI., 1550,

is reportod Dy a commisaion for the a
Bupprcssing of colleges, hospitals otc,
that most of the laxar-hous- in England
were empty. In Scotland, the disease
appeared later, 1150 being the date of
the earliest laxar-house- s, but leprosy was
still traceable during the 17th century.
In 1004, a leprous woman was orderod
into the lazar-hous- e at Aberdoen, and a
notico of tho namo date exists of the
prcscnce of paticnts in the hospital at
Kingsoase, near Ayr,.

given by Mr. Jack, in 1758. In 1798,
also, a patient was in the Edinburgh In- -

firmary; ho was a native of Shetland,

Naturallr onoueli. many other patients
with loathsome diseases were sent into
the lopcr hospitals. The rccords are,
however, so clear of the gradual disap- -

pearance ot the disease in countries where
was once prevalent, as to encourage us

to hope for its final fading away from
those portions of the earth now still
scouraged by it. But where,I hear some
one asking, does leprosy exist y t I
could almost best answer by stating where

does not exist. It still lingers amongst
many of its old hnunts on the sheres of
tbe xnediterranean, tn trance, italy,
Greece, and the Grecian Islands. On
the Black Sea ehores it even has the
name of ' Crimean disease." It is ende- -
mic at the mouths ot the rivers
of the Caspian Sea, such as the
Polga. Tbe islands of the Indiau Ocean
have their sbare still. The Atlantic is
lands, also, like Maderia and the West
lndia Islands, Mexico und South Atneri
ca. The extcme north is still its home,

Iceland and tho coast ot' N'orwny. In
Norttay a royal commission wus appotot-ed- ,

a few years back, to cxamine into the
nature of tho disease, and determino tho
course to bo takon to liniit iU prozress,
and, if possible, efiect its cure. The re-

port of this commisaion was printed in
rreneli, at the expense ol luc orneglan
government. The writers were Drs.
Danielssen and Bceck. It is the first
complete work on leprosy, and details the
disease and its treatment in the hospitals
devoted to it at Bergen, in Norway. Its
great value is also enhanced by the

portrails of the patient af--

lected with leprosy. since then these
Dbyaicisns have published still more ela- -
borate portraits of the disease, I pause
here to say that leprosy, where prevalent,
sparea neither rank or condition. Vt.
Simpson says that observations are by no
means sumcient either deoidedly to con- -

and, Irom i ullc, Uount ol Anjou and
Tourraine. All historiaos seem to auree
iu stating Baldwin IV. lo have labored
for Bome years under leprosy,and to have
ultimately resigncd his sceptre in conse- -
quence ofdisability from that disease.
Euller, in 1174, says of him, "Ho was
inclined to tbe leprosie called elephantia- -

tis." lly 1 183 tbe leprosie bad arrested
him prisoner and kept him at home ;" "at
last be wbb made to stonp, and retlred
himsolf to prevate life."

tbe diseaso also did not spare the
royal family of Scotland. At least two
cases of leprosy are allegod lo havo

among the members of it. King
Kobert the iiruce dted ot it.

In 1807 the Britith Government pub
lished a " Report on Leprosy, by the
Royal College of Physician, to hor
Maicsty's Secrstary of State for the Col- -
oiiies." Thu portion of the report relating
to lndia contains over a hundred repliee
Irom medieal othcers located between fe

During the past year the market for
domestio fleece wools has been subjeot to
great depression, oonsequont upon the
sluggish condition of the weolen goods
trade. Broadcloth ia now worn muoh
lesa than heretofore, and the demand for
the finesi varieties of wool ts small, as
oompared with that for the coarser
qualities. Manufaoturers have bought
very sparingly of all descriptiona of the
raw materiaJ, and the market generally
haaproved weak. Prices of domestio
grades for several months past sustained

steady deoline, and the trade lacked
lifo or animation. The frequent faitures
of manufactures and commiasion raer-chan- ts

gave ri&e to distrnat, and wool
dealers were disposed to sell only for
cash, or on the most undoubted oredit.
The lower grades of ooarso wools were
the most sought for, but these camo into
oompetition with foreign and Californit
wools, in consequenoe of the relativoly
low prices of the latter.

The steady demand for foreign cloths
also promotive of injury to our home

manufactures. In spite of the sflporior
quality ofmany varieties of our domestio
made goods, thero appears to be no ma
terial abatement in the importation of
Engltsh and French fabrics.

As a claas, our manuiacturers have
been hoavy losers from depreciation in
the value of their goods, and in many
cases the latter have sold conaiderably
below the cost of production. This losa

a measure, arose from two causes, not
previously stated. that we ahall now con-

sider in detail. Manufacturers have all
along failed to see that their interests
were identieal. TJioy have for the past
two seaaons rushed into oompetition with
each othor in the Western markets, in
their purchases of needed suppliea of tho
raw material. Their aotion was attend-
ed by great excitement, and they very
rccklessly run up prioes to figures much
in advance of the ruling rates prevailing
in New York and other Eastcrn cities.
The conseqaenoes of this indiscretion
could not be other than disastrous. The
cost of their goods was greatly enhanced,
without any corresponoing increase in
the selling rates. Another feature preg--
nant with loss to both dealers and manu-
facturers was the numerous failures that
occurred in both the wool and woolen
goods trade. These ocourrences ropeated
ly threw on the market large stocka of
goods at very low prices, which resulted
in deraoralizing the reguiar and legitimate
trafflc ln wool and woolens. The eustomary
outlets from tbe distribution of these
staples was elogged up, which led to still
further embarraasments in mercantile
oircles.

Even with a reported ahort crop of do-

mestio fleece wools prioes continued to
recede until the opentng of hostilities in
Europe. Since then the advance in gold
has given more confidence to holders.
The market now rules buoyant, and desi-rab- le

wools are selling at higher rates.
If the war continuea it is more than like- -

ly there will be an active demand for do
mostio fleeces, and also for tho better
frrades of California and Texas wools.

The woolen goods trade as yet shows
only moderate signs of activity, but with
an upward movement in wools, an
increased demand from abroad for many
of our leading agricultural produets, we
auay anttoipate a gradual return to a

and better market for our?uioker
goods. Journal of Commerct,
