Does the eom-
mon practice of stabling cows secure this!
Is it not rather a dircet violation of all
those conditions of sucerss ?

No one will deny that exercise i essen-
tinl to health, and why should we confine
our vows during eighteen hours of the
day, espaainlly during thnt oritieal puli(\l{
of pregnaney when natore most demands
it, and when too, we wre 8o often warned
of our mismanagement in this respect by
what we eall  bad laek 2 Pure air,we
ull grant, is ossentianl to health, and why
deprive oitr cows of it hy confining thew
in the warm, foul air of fithy stables?
A uniform temperature also is essentinl.
Why turn them [rom a warm erowded
stahle, swheve the heat of their hodies and
broath raise the témperature to above the
freezing point, as often practiced, into
the biting blasts of n Vermout winter,
whose temperature iz olten five or ten de.
gries helow zern, and oblige them to -
mnin until thoroughly chilled, und if' they
drink at 41l to drink while thus exposed
from fey fountains all that they are pers
mittid todo in ench twenty-fonre hours !

Al irritating canses should ohviously
he avoided.

That practice two, of wilking cows thus
besmenred, is simply dotestable !
