Mr. Howard was born at Easton,Mass.
AugustTth 1805, and has bccn coustant-l- y

eogagcd in agricultural pursuits or in
the dissemination of information for the

of improvcracnt in agriculture,
sinco his youth.

Espccially as a judgo, and improver
of farm stock did Mr. Howard cxcel.
Probahly in a gencral scnse, of all kinds
and brecdi no man in this country was
his equal. Vermont has always bccnun-dc- r

obligations to Mr. Howard, for tho
earncst raanncr in which hc has advocat-e- d

the claims of hcr Morgan horscs upon
tho publie.and not a little oftho popular-it- y

of Vcrmout horscs abroad, is duo to
his interest in thcm. To Mr. Ilowards'
judgment and information inthe sclcction
ofcattle abroad for importation, is this
country most dccply indcbtcd, as all

to liim the crcdit of the sclcction
and purchaso of tho hcrd of Ayshircs

by Mr. Peters of Southboro Mass.,

Expcriments in Fectling Sonr Apples
II. II. Doolittlo of Oak Corners, N. Y

givcs in the Itural JSew lorkcr the fol
lowing account of his cxpcrimcnt in fccd
ing sour applcs to his farm stock :

My crop of applcs consistcd of about
50 barrels of Grecnings and one-ha- lf as
many more of sccond quality, besidcs a
few trces to makc varicty for family use
vrortb, at a currcnt prico 840 or 40 net

My stock consisted of two horscs, that
had tho range of part of tho orchard.from
early till tho closo ol the oxpennicnt,Nov.
10th without gram and with occasional
work. The result is a good, solid condi- -

tionofflesh and ability to endure hard
labor (as sinco prored) that I could not
have attained on gram lor lcss than fit- -

teen dollars.
Two large brceding 60ws had tho same

range of part of the orchard as tho horses
until about Octobcr 15, when their pigs
wcre about one wcek old and well sold
They kept in as good condition as I could
have cxpectcd them to have done.on from
85 to 810 worth ol crain.

Three Sprine pies also were fcd in tho
pen almost cntircly on applcs until Octo-be- r

15, when I killed one that had
quite flcshy. Tho meet was Grra

and of excellent quality. I cstimatc the
saving of grain on the pigs to bo ubout

10.
I also had one old, poor, dry cow, d

to be worth, August 15, 825 ; but
I offered to tako all tho way from that
to 810 for her, I commcnccd fccding hcr
with one quart of mcal and all tho ripc,
mellow applcs sho could cat, changing tho
varicty to tempt hcr appctitc. Up to tho
10th of November, when I killed hcr,she
had caten only three bushcls of mcal. I
took 50 lbs. of rough tallow from her,and
her flesh was fat and worth at market
rato 850. I considcr tho applcs a decid-e- d

bucccss with hcr ; worth from 815 to
820.

13ut the great expcriment was with my
milch cow : for cvcrybody said I would
dry her up. So to make a suro thing of
it, lrom tbe nrst day to tho last, 1 sclcct
ed tho hardest, Bourest applcs I could
find, and fed hcr half a bushel daily.
The result is, that with poor pasturaco
and no other fecd than tho apples, she
bccamo fleshy and increased hcr milk full
half. From October 1st, to Nov. 10th,
her flow of milk was two-thir- as rauch
as on good June fced.

I have dclayed writing out this oxpcr
iment in ordcr to put tho cow to another
