aro towns which poll fewer votca thau
they did ten and twenty years ago, and
sckool districts which cannot mustcr as
many childrcn aa formerly. Instanccs
iro lound whero tho collars and Ibunda-
tious orer which onco etood tho homrs of

fatnilies, outnumber tho pres- - most
nt dwellings of its iuhabitants. Thc

numbcr of farms is dccrcasiug, the
largcr oncs absorbing tho smallcr;
cultivatcd ficlds aro bcing turncd into
pasturcs or gtvcn np to woou, and cre
long wild antmals vnll rcturn to their
formcr baunts nuiid thc hills and valleys
ol our dcar old New r.ngland.

I he ccnsus lurthcr sliows, in the sum
total for tho differcnt Statcs, that New
Ilamnslnrc has cxpcrienccd a matcrial
oss, bemg now about whero it wa twen- -

ycars aco. JMatnc and Vermont have
scarccly held thcir own during tho last
ilccadc, whilo Massacuusctts, Hhode Is
land and Connecticut havo fallcn from
thcir formcr rato of incrcase. And yet
the past ten years have becn a pcriod ol
unparallclcd bucccss to our manulactur
in", tncrcantilo and railroad lutcrest;
agricultural products ncver sold better,
and no class of citizcns have had extra
induccmcnts for micratiuc. It is a cood
tunc, upou thc whole, to ouservc the ten
dcncy ol populatiou.

Wo Gnd that in thrcc btates all tho
gain in thc villagcs and citics does not
countcrbalancc tho losscs ol tho rural
districts. Tho decrcase among the tillers
of thc soil docs not ariso thcn from a
chango of cmploymcnt, but from a di
rcct migrattou out ol thcir nattvc btates,
and Irom the lact that they do not multi
ply as lormcrly.

'Ihis baclkWard tcudcncy ol our popu
lation very naturally suggests important

Every industrious man helns iucrcaso
tho wealth of his State ; and whcn ono
such migratcs, and a farm is abandoncd,
there is an apprcciablo loss. Ihc ugurt-- s

rcprcBcnt it may sccm small com
parcd to the grand total, and railroads
and labor-savin- g implcmcnts may in a
mcasurc compcnsato for decrcase or
scarcity ot mcn, still it is not too insig-nifica-

to bo noticed. When tho young
and rohust aro leaving by hundrcds and
thousands every ycar, as tn New llnmp
shiro, tho results will tcll upon thc pros- -

pcrity ol a state. J ho cllects may not
bo scco in tho rapidly growing manutaC'
turing villago or city, but in tho small
rural town thoy are t,cen aud lult.
