A rich prolific soil becomes the dwell-
ing place of inscots and reptiles, .l"l.'r
disagreoable, and often dangerous, e
destruction of of poisonous reptiles and
birds of prey too often leads to an indis-
oriminate slnughter of everything wild,
The boys practice throwing stones st
evorything till they can command the use
of the bow and arrow ; but all ordinary
weapons soon give place to the fowling:
picee, and deadly rifle. Useful reptiles
and invaluable birds are soon distroyed,
Our Weatern settlements do not attain a
soore of years till they are visited by
grasshoppers, cut worms, caterpillars,our-
culio aud bugs of various kinds, which
destroy every green thing, and leave na
fruitless and treeless—the natural, nee-
essary and just result of our destructive-
ness. All our children have been trained
Nimrods, mighty hunters of harmless,
useful birds and valuable sonkes, lizards,
tonds and frogs. The usetulness of man
kinds of small birds has become so obvi-
ous that grave city ocouncils are making
appropriations of city funds te import
sparrows from Kurope to re-populate our
oity parks, in hopos that they may prey
upon the caterpillars and other inscots so
disagreeable in appenrance and touch,and
so destructive to folinge of the ornament-
al troes of our cities, Had our children
been taught to foed and caress all harm-
less birds and reptiles, such importations
would not now ba necessary; for we should
have had a full supply of scclimated birds
and domestic lizards and toads. The de-
struotive and disagreeable bugs,grubs and
worms that prey upon our gardens would
furnish most acceptable food for the Int-
ter, while the birds on the wing would
greatly lesson every species of inscct de-
structive to blossom, leaf and fruit.
